pleasant conversations along the way.

friends are CW freaks! A good friend
AF4Y, gets this look of serene bliss on
his face as he goes into a trace and
pounds out his cone QSO's. The hobby
has room for all.

If you do not care what Gary is do-
ing in the Gambia to improve water
quality, that is OK. How would you like
to talk to other folks around the USA
about your favorite topic, or maybe
stumble upon a new interest? It is all
waiting for you on the HF bands.

Hopefully, others will pick up the
challenge and write about RTTY, fax,
etc. to enable many of ways to broaden
our horizons.

If you still want to confine yourself
to 2 meters - fine - we are glad to have
you in the hobby, and glad to have you
in the club, because we can talk to you

I have been informed by our club
secretary that we have approximately 72
renewals and 10 new members for a
rough estimate of 82 memberships (93
members including family members
-ED.). We may possibly pick up 20
more renewals to round off at 100 mem-
bers but this is only speculative at this
writing.

Without the support of the existing
renewals and their donations to the re-
peater fund we would not be in a posi-
tion to purchase the new repeater. We
will have to watch our general funds
and push harder for new members so we
can finish this fiscal year in the black.

We had roughly $6200.00 at the
close of the last meeting and with a little
over $4000.00 earmarked for the new
repeater purchase it leaves the general
fund dangerously low. Our operating ex-
penses are phone and electric and gener-
ally run between $2500. and $2800
including misc. expenses.

So you can see the importance of
keeping our membership up otherwise
we will have to find ways to raise funds
in order to keep the club solvent. I be-
lieve we have many members out there
who just forget to renew when April Ist
rolls around, and we would like to make
it easy for them to remember by sending
out bills to all members come next re-
newal time. We all get bills for one
thing or another and we are reminded to
send in payment by those notices.

The club renewal should be no dif-
ferent. Autopatch privileges and News-
letters should be removed from those
who do not remew by the April Ist
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deadline, though those members would
be in good standing under the existing
bylaws until June 1st.

I am very pleased with the positive
things we are doing as a club. We are
getting out into the communities work-
ing with each other and learning from
each other and the more we mix it up,
the better it gets. Believe it or not the
word is spreading around metro Atlanta

about our activities and other clubs are
showing interest in our programs.

Thanks to everyone of you who are
getting involved old timer and new-
comer alike it, is a great thing to be a
ham radio operator where we can com-
municate with the whole world and with
each other locally.

It is so much easier to share your
experiences with your local ham friend
than with someone across the wide
oceans, although that QSL card from
overseas does look good and would
make a good conversation piece. But
when you need help with your antenna,
rig, computer, or any other question an-
swered, it sure is nice to be able to pick
up the phone or dial up the repeater for
help and have it within reach.

The more we exchange viewpoints
and conversation with each other, the
more of a family we become. There is
one sure thing though and that is no
matter how much we may have learned
about this hobby, if we don't share it
with others, we are missing a great op-
portunity to increase the knowledge
within the minds of others who will pay
you back tenfold with their appreciation
for vour helping hand.

JOINING NETS and ROMNDTABLES

by Daay MatZheys, ADZD

You finally get a night set aside to
play HF, have got your 80 meter dipole
up and ready, and your new Keasukit
DX-5000 has been sitting on the table
patiently awaiting your license to come.
You tune around the band, find some
guys talking that you can here well, and
so you call them. You get blasted! These
people shoo you off like you have a dis-
ease. Why?

You feel let down, after all hams
are supposed to be friendly, aren't they?
You are ready to sell the rig and take up
needle-point.

Chances are, this was probably pre-
ventable. You may have innocently
committed some gross "faux pas" to
their group. How were you to know?
What to do? Read on!

There are primarily two types of
groups on HF, Nets and Roundiabics,
and they are quite different.

Nets are typically structured, with a
Net Control operator who handles
check-ins and assigns whose turn it is to
talk next. Most are organized for some
specific purpose. It your responsibility to
figure out their purpose, and whether
you might "qualify" to talk to them.

One example of a net is MARCO.
Listening to them you will hear stations
from all over... perfect for a little DX or
to see where your new antenna is radiat-
ing. But if you listen long enough you
will find out that MARCO stand for
Medical Amateur Radio Council, and is
open only to people in the medical pro-
fession to exchange medical information
on a world-wide basis. Hardly a group
to break in on and ask if your new rig is
"getting out".

" Listen, listen, listen. That is the key
to finding a group that you have a com-
mon interest with. That is what you are
looking for, isn't it? The ARRL pub-
lishes a Net Directory, in which you can
look up a net (and some roundtables)
and find out a groups regular meeting
times, and often its purpose. Unfortu-

nately, if a group doesn't send in its
information, it won't be in the book.

The other common type of group
found on HF is the roundtable. Roundta-
bles are typically a much less structured
bunch, though they do often have a
leader and rules, they usually have no
net control. They are typically groups of

If you feel we should re-
publish the entire revised by-laws
every time they are changed, in ad-
dition to publishing the proposed
changes as required by our rules,
please sent me a note at my roster
address. I will respond to whatever
newsletter content the bulk of our
members want. @
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hams who have been meeting their
friends at the same time and day for
years.

Despite their name, HF roundtables
do not usually take turns "going around
the table" as is the custom on 2-meter
repeaters. When someone has something
to contribute to the discussion, or a
question about the subject at hand, they
simply jump in and voice it.

This doesn't mean YOU should
jump into a group of strangers and ex-
pect them to listen to what your opinion
of their topic is! Why would they care
what you think, they don't know you!

Treat these groups as you would
groups talking at a party. You wouldn't
interrupt 15 strangers in a group at a
party by barging in amongst them and
saying "I am so-and-so and I think..."

(at least I hope you wouldn't). They .

would look at you like you have two
heads! What do you really do? How can
you get a foot in the door with these
groups?

Listen to their conversation, and
make notes of the participants names,
calls and locations. When the conversa-
tion comes to a subject you are inter-
ested in, where you can hear one of the
active members well enough that he
should be able to hear you, call him. In-
troduce yourself, and explain your
interest.

Have the courtesy to ask the group
if you are being heard well enough by
most of the members to participate. This
is important! Just because you can hear
them doesn't mean they can hear you!
Most roundtable regulars run high
power, and rightly so.

The FCC says use the minimum
power for reliable communications,
right? Well roundtables, with partici-
pants all over the country almost always
need to run power so that the person
talking can be heard by all. And unless
you live in Miami or Maine, beams are
lousy for roundtables too. It is hard to
make them radiate in all directions.

Asking a question is always a good
way to break the ice. Hams just can't
help but give advise to people who ask,
or even people who don't. It's their na-
ture and possibly a side effect of radia-
fion exposure to try to answer all

Here is an example of a nearly sure-
fire way to enter a roundtable. Stations
U, V, X and Y are discussing the merits
of an antenna. You hear station X the
best, so at a lull in the action, you give it

your best shot:
You- "XS5XX this is AD4OD. "
He- "AD4OD, go ahead, this is
X5XX."
You- "Hi John, this Dean in Su-

wanee Georgia and my call is AD40OD.
If your group is hearing me well
enough, I'd like to join in. I am thinking
about building an antenna and feel like I
could learn about it from you guys."

He- "OK, Dean, welcome to our
group. Can everybody hear AD40OD in
Ga? His name is Dean."

You are in, simple. You introduced
yourself briefly. You demonstrated that
you have been listening (you called him
by name and knew they were talking
about antennas), and you had the de-
cency to ask if the group could all hear
you. '

If what vou really wanted was a sig-
nal report, you will probably now get
four without even asking for one! If he
doesn't come back to you, well that's a
signal report too!

If they seem willing to let you in,

well and wait for a night when propaga-
tion is in your favor. You will win a lot
of friends like that. If you find you like
roundtables, start looking for a good
deal on an amplifier.

Nets are much easier. Once you de-
termine their purpose is one that applies
to you, simply check in. If you can't fig-
ure out by listening to the net the proper
procedure of joining, try asking one of
your friends locally if they know any-
thing about it.

Another way is to listen until the
net is over, and then call one of the last
stations you heard well. One or more
net members will come back to you with
helpful suggestions.

One other consideration,: If you are
ever in a QSO on 40 or 80 meters, and
people start tuning up on you and mak-
ing noise, that is a sure sign that a group
is about to meet. Do the world a favor
and ask, and if that is that case be cour-
teous and move off.

Yes, you were there first, but it is
much easier for people in QSO to move
off than for people who are trying to
find a net or roundtable. If common
courtesy is so common, why are we so
surprised when we encounter it?

While we are on roundtables (see
the previous article), in 1991, the very
existence of the 40 meter roundtable I
enjoy the most was threatened. This
group had been meeting daily at the
same time and place for over 20 years!
And now, they were being accosted by a
bear - Radio Moscow.

As everyone is aware, we share sev-
eral bands with other interests. Com-
mercial broadcast stations are a real
problem on 40 meters. I don't know if
there is any regulations about where
these stations are supposed to be, they
just seem to plop down where ever they
feel, turn on their mega-megawatt trans-
mitters and let-'er rip.

Pickett, AD4S who had been in a
packet QSO with Dean was also listen-
ing to their conversation, and as Steve
related his story, the nervousness he felt
was quite evident in his voice.

As Steve approached his mailbox,
over his HT he heard "Steve don't light
that cigarette!", and he knew that Picket
was right behind him. Pickett had qui-
etly jumped in his car and followed
Steve home to insure his safe arrival.

After it was all over, Steve told his
wife, Caroline, what had happened and
it meant so much to her that she was
moved to tears.
