At that time we had purchased our HF
rigs and were eager to start communi-

Upon the request of Duane, I began
tice after the Want, Swap, Sell, and In-
formation net that GARS holds on
147.075 on Tuesday nights.

As Pickett, AD4S, recalls, the first
night I sent the code (using a TNC, of
course), I sent a rather unusual text for
the 20 WPM practice session. I found it
rather hard to believe that

With his
long and patient help, I worked up my
speed to about a solid 8, maybe 9 WPM.
During this time I was also getting on
the Novice portion of 80 meters, and
making as many contacts as I could.

to the testing sessions 1 tried the 13
WPM and each time I failed it.

Throughout the following year I
practiced with Duane, Joe, and Jack,
participated in practice sessions, studied
both on the computer and alone. During
this year 1 felt somewhat close and just
knew that next time would be the time
that I would get lucky.

Near the end of that year, as time
approached that my certificates of suc-
cessful completion of the two written
tests were about to expire, I felt the ur-
gency to hurry up and pass the 13 WPM
before that happened.

Up until then I took the test a total
of seven times and failed it every time.
The seventh test was at

anyone could possibly copy
text at such a high rate of
speed as 20 WPM, so I de-
vised a plan to see if my lis-
teners were really copying it
or not.

The text of the practice
went something like this:

“1 really don’t believe
that anyone out there can
copy code this fast, so I want
you to prove it to me by call-
ing me at 921-8847, that’s
9218847, right now. If you
get a busy signal then just |;
keep trying.”

I must have gotten 8 to
10 phone calls in the next
several minutes.

Some time later, at a
public demonstration at
Sam’s Club, 1 was doing a
packet demonstration. I put
the TNC into CW mode at 35 WPM.
Howie, W4ANVF, was talking to a group
of interested onlookers. While he was
demonstrating VHF repeater communi-
cations, on a handy-talky I sent
“W4ANVF, W4NVF, How are you today,
Howie 77

stopped talking and at first I thought he
had not paid attention, but a moment
later he turned around and said, “I’m
very fine today, Steve, thank you.” 1
nearly fell off my chair.

After the code practice, it became a
regular thing for Duane, and I to meet

that I got some very good practice from
Joe who stayed up with me into the wee
hours pounding the CW brass, and
chewing the CW rag.

I passed the General written the
first time with difficulty and then passed
the Advanced time the second time with
even greater difficulty. Each time I went

test had even been graded,
because I knew that I had

My wrritten tests had ex-
pired, and 1 was going to
have to do them over again.
Oh well, T guessed I'd just
wait until I got the 13 WPM
test out of the way and then
re-tackle the written’s.

At one of my testing ses-
sions a fellow ham intro-
duced me to a few phrases
that would help me ‘hear’
some of the letters with ease.
The first phrase was “To L
with it” which when spoken
has a rhythm much like di
dah di dit.

That and the fact that the
letter L is prominent in the
phrase stuck with me and I
never missed the letter L
again. He also mentioned that V
sounded like victory ‘di di di dah’. I
tried to construct other phrases for other
letters. One of my own creation that I
like was for the letter Y. It goes ‘I da
know why’.

Just a few weeks ago, Jack Herndon
introduced me to a tape study session
where the course of study was con-
structed precisely that way. They also
had other helpful suggestions and exer-
cises. There was explanations of what
was happening in the brain and why this

Whether you’ve just received your
first license or have had one for a num-
ber of years, the next step may be:

UPGRADE!

Just the thought of upgrading scares
some people to death. Some believe
themselves incapable of going any far-
ther. While others would like to but will
not or cannot make the time for study -
and some just don’t want to.

What ever your reason to Upgrade
or NOT to upgrade is, it’s strictly maiter
of personal preference. If you were to
decide to stay a Technician class all of
you life and it suited your needs, that’s
great.
Ham radio fulfilled your interest in
the hobby. However because you may
like to have more frequency to commu-
nicate with or simply the need for a
challenge, then good for you too! Your
desire to improve your overall operating
standard is commendable and
rewarding.

I upgraded rather quickly - and
have been accused of eating up FCC
Call signs. (two others precede my cur-
rent one) But had it not been for the
great technical discussions I heard on
the airwaves and the patience of others
to my technical queries posed to some of
the GARS mermbers, I might not have
faired so well. There are lots of good
study materials out there to get you
through any of the theory elements you
want to challenge. 1 preferred the series
produced for Radio Shack by Gordon
West, and use the “Look Who’s Talkin”
by the ARRL as a supplemental study
source.

“But 1 want to really learn the
Written element contents not just
memorize the questions and answers
together.” Well they just about go hand
in hand. Once you've memorized a
question with the correct answer and
still don’t understand it, read some addi-
tional literature on the subject. There
were things that made no sense to me
whatsoever, but knowing the correct an-
swer was imperative. So after reviewing

the material quite a number of times,
this fellows coconut called a brain, fi-
nally retained the information. For ex-
ample: Part of the Extra Class guestion
pool are several questions based on an-
tenna patternazation. So it would be im-
possible without having the experience
or education in physics and antenna pat-
tern technology to determine by reason-
able deduction. But by making silly
visual associations with each questions
1 found my self able to recognize the ra-
diation pattern produced by two 1/2
wave vertical antennas, 180 degrees out
of phase, with 1/8 wavelength
separation.

The CODE is another story. Trying
to make sense of a bunch of little tones
heard is like trying to communicate with
someone in a foreign language, who
mumbles with a stutter and
