years of engine rebuilding at a metro
area Chevy dealership.

Position tracking unit consisting of:
Four 1/4 wave mag mount antennas

With the help of members, we are mak-
ing progress in planning a communica-
tions system expansion which will begin
with the battery back up system for the
main repeater. The club has an Astron
power supply that is need of repair that we
will restore and use as a charger for the

system. The batteries will be moved
around so we can maintain them at ease.

This is not a small job as the batter-
ies are large 200 amp hour 2.05 volt acid
cells that are connected in series parallel
to make up the 12 volt supply needed to
run the repeater on battery voltage when
the AC mains fail. They are huge and
heavy and have to be handled with care
especially when moving them. We may
need a small crew to do this at some point
in time so keep your ears open.

We have had little response on the
upgrade format supplied by Bob,
KA4EMV previously. Other members,
knowledgeable in this field, are supplying
us additional information that may be more
cost effective to the club to mull over. This
is good for the club as it is generating ac-
tivity and interest. We are looking over the
existing equipment we have, such as 440
exciters, link controllers, 2 meter receivers,
power supplies, etc. that make up a re-
peater link including antennas.

The old equipment leaves a lot to be
desired and we don't have much to work
with. It seems that the receivers we have
are of poor quality and we must pursue
other good quality receivers for the 2 me-
ter links and 440 receivers for main site.
We can probably use the 440 exciters and
link controllers.

| should have final word from Jim,
WB4HCYV on the Snellville addition which
would involve a 150 foot tower, security
building, and possible existing hardline
etc.. | plan to sit down with Jim after the
holidays when we plan to discuss agree-
ments with the county to maintain this
equipment.
