Jack’s other interests included the
swim team (and I suspect girls).

After he finished high school, Jack
went into the US Navy and interestingly
enough struck for electronics technician
just like David, KA4KKF. He was an E6
also and was primarily trained on the re-
pair and maintenance of HF equipment.

One of his more interesting duty
stations was Annapolis, Maryland where
he worked with some VLF equipment
which you may know is (was ?) used for
underwater submarine communications.
There were more than 100 transmitters
at this site. The antenna system had
been built in the 1930°s and the ground
system had significantly deteriorated by
the time Jack got there.

had his first call sign, KE4EMA (eleven
meter amateur or is it extra marital af-
fair..?). In December, 1993, Jack passed
his 5 wpm code test and element 3B
written (general) and was ready for HF.

He also discovered a couple of hams
at work. Joe, AD4PZ, actually worked
for Jack at the time and he discovered
that the fellow just next to him was
Steve, KS4EV (KD4WAK , WAKO at
the time). Jack borrowed a Swan 350
from Dean, AD40OD but could never get
it to work on 10 meters.

In December, 1994 (one day be-
fore the element 3B certificate expired)
Jack passed the 13 wpm code test and
was now eligible to enjoy all the privi-
leges of an Advanced Class Amateur
Radio Operator. Jack said he used every-
thing he could find to get the code speed
up. He used Super Morse and Morse
Academy on his computer and the
ARRL tapes. He thinks that one thing
that helped at the end was to concentrate
on the 15 wpm tapes using Farnsworth
character speed at 18 wpm. He also felt
that his “on-the-air” activity was also
very helpful.

By the way, did you know that the
word AMATEUR does not mean un-
skilled..?

the testing of both Lawrenceville and
Snellville sites for coverage, meaning
that one or the other sites will become
the main repeater site, with Law-
renceville being a heavyweight because
of all it’s backup potential, we shouid be
on track for having one of our repeaters
(the Mark 4) on at the main site, and the
old repeater on as a backup at the other
site along with a 440 downlink to either
Lawrenceville or Snellville.

What this means for the club is the
ability to increase coverage in more di-
rections than we now have and filling
many shadows. There will be an identi-
cal antenna at Snellville such as the one
we now have in Lawrenceville. We can
concentrate our signal by shifting the
stacked dipoles around so that we get a
90 degree pattern back into Gwinnett
County rather than sending a signal to
the east.

With the new tower at Snellville,
you will see a dramatic increase in sig-
nal from the 440 repeater and the packet
digipeater. I am looking forward to the
changes as well as all of you so keep up.
The interest and give us the support we
need to carry out this project.
