1. You must contact GARS members us-
ing CW, on the Novice portion of the
80, 40 and 10 meter bands. A total of 35
contacts are required, any combination,
for the first award and a minimum of 20
per band for the second award.. You can
contact a person onetime per band. Do
not use a computer to read or generate
the code.
2. For this challenge you must keep a
separate log for each band that indicates
date, name, frequency, and call sign for
each contact.
3. The exchange must include RST, call
sign and at least one piece of informa-

4. The exchange must include RST, call
sign and at least one piece of informa-
tion from each person. (Type of radio,
who’s station you are using, Wife or kids
name, Plans for the week end, etc.)

5. You may use any novice or technician
band and mode of operation.

Goal: Make Radio contact with 27
amateur stations that are not, yet, GARS

The Participation Challenge
Objective: This Challenge will encour-
age participation in GARS and other
amateur radio activities in the Gwinnett

“County area. The activity must be re-

lated to amateur radio in Gwinnett
County, or GARS.

Rules:

1. You must accumulate a minimum of
4 Points in the Nets category. Running
the GARS net, ARES net, or Code Prac-
tice, count as 2 points. Alternate Net
Control counts as 1 point.

2. You must accumulate 5 points by ac-
tively participating in GARS special
events. Special events are defined as an
event to promote Amateur Radio and let
the public know about the GARS club.
These events include but are not limited
to Field day, School events, Bike rides,
and Parades. You receive 1 point for
participating, and if you are ask to oper-
ate a radio, you receive 1 point for each
hour you operate.

3. You must accumulate 3 points in the
area of club planing. You receive 1 point
for actively participating as a member of
a Planing Committee that 1is setup to
plan a GARS activity. for example field
day. bicycle rides, parades, school pro-
grams, meeting with the county, etc. Be-
ing chosen chair person counts as 3
points.

4. You must accumulate 3 points in the
area of club maintenance. Club mainte-
nance includes but is not limited to, re-
peater, radio shack. grounds, towers, and
general club business. Actively partici-
pating on 1 occasion counts as one

Objective:  Accumulate all 15 points in
the above activities.

The Excellence in GARS Award

The Excellence in GARS Award is a
prestigious award presented to members
that have earned it by proving them-
selves worthy of such an honor. They
must prove their proficiency as a radio
operator using many modes of commu-
nication. They must prove their willing-
ness to contribute time and resources to
the betterment of the community and
amateur radio. They must also demon-
strate a willingness and ability to sup-
port GARS in retaining excellent
performance as a amateur radio club.

In order to receive this award the re-
cipient must be a licensed amateur radio
operator and a member of good standing
in the Gwinnett Amateur Radio Society.
They also must have proven there ability
by completing all 9 segments of the
GARS Challenge program.

Completing the challenge requires
communicating 310 times with Club
members, and 27 times with amateurs
that are not yet members of GARS. The
methods of communication include
phone, CW, and digital. The recipient
has also proven their ability to help with
planning. maintenance and other club
activities.

The recipient of this award deserves
the respect of all amateurs, and espe-
cially club members, for accomplishing
this task and their efforts as a member of

the Gwinnett Amateur Radio Society.

Gwinnett Amateur Radio Society
Monthly Meeting Minutes - .March 16, 1995

. In attendance: President Howie Gould, W4NVF; Vice President Larry Osborne, KD4QFD,
Secretary ke Chapman, KE4GYM; Treasurer Charles Evans, WA4QYY; Activities Manager David
Adcock, KA4KKF. The meeting was called to order at 19:29 local time by President Gould at South-
ern Seafood and Steaks in Duluth. All members and visitors were asked to introduce themselves, a
total of 82 persons sign the meeting log.

David Adcock, KA4KKF introduced Vince Hrabosky, AE4CQ who gave a presentation on Field
Day. Vince's presentation included slides from last year's GARS Field Day in Lawrenceville and
plans for the 1995 GARS Field Day to be again held at Rhodes Jordan Park in Lawrenceville.

David Adcock then introduced Tom Mills, KM4DY who gave a presentation on the ARRL. Tom
is a GARS member and assistant to ARRL Southeastern Division Director Frank Butler, W4RH.
Tom presented Pat Runkle, KC4DOO a ARRL certificate signed by Frank Butler recognizing Pat for
her contributions to ARES and emergency communications in Gwinnett County. After his presenta-
tion, Tom held a brief Q&A session about the ARRL.

Two new 440 mHz repeaters have been added to Gwinnett County,
442 850 (+) has been put into operation at Gwinnett Medical Center and 443.775 (+) is located at the
Gwinnett Place Marriott. A new two meter repeater 145.190 (-) has been put into operation at the
Gwinnett Medical Center. The 145.190 and the 442.850 repeaters are linked at the present time. All
three of these repeaters require a CTSS of 82.5 mHz to access the repeaters. Fred invited all to use

this repeaters as open repeaters especially for emergency and ARES traffic.
The HRO gift certificate was won by Phyllis Mills, N4XUJ.
The meeting was adjourned at 21:49 local time by President Gould. ¢

This year we wanted to improve our
operations and our last year’s score of
29,000+ points which wasn’t bad con-
sidering we only ran 100 watts to an in-
verted “vee”. Consequently, this year we
brought a 1200 watt amplifier, installed
two (2) short 200° bi-directional Bever-
age antennas to improve reception, in-
stalled an elevated “Inverted L” with
120’ radials, hooked up a Packet station
to assist in locating DX and rare states
for valuable multipliers and points.

Lastly, we brought a lap top com-
puter having a contest logging program
for duping and logging. Well, we fig-
ured that nothing could go wrong....
WRONG!! We encountered problems
we never anticipated!

First, our inverted “L” fell after a
rope broke so I had to again climb the
100+’ tower to re-install it. The Bever-
ages went up quickly considering the de-
lays met while navigating the many
briars, bushes, ditches, and trees. Al-
though the rigs and computers seemed to
work fine, we did notice a TREMEN-
DOUS amount (+S5) of noise and inter-
ference on 160 and above!

This, by itself, would TOTALLY
destroy our chances of competitively op-
erating! That’s when we determined the
noise was coming from a nearby micro-
processor controlled communications
building built since our last visit. We al-
most panicked but calm returned and we
quickly built a low hanging (10" high)
1/2 wave dipole about 100’ from the
building for noise-free reception.

Consequently, we used our external
electronic antenna switch for switching
the rig from the transmitting vertical to
our low noise Beverages and dipole an-
tennas for reception accordingly.

Our efforts and operations were very
successful!! For example, our Beverage
antennas were very low noise and direc-
tional while the dipole functioned as a
general low noise back-up antenna.
Also, the inverted “L” was a superb
transmitting antenna giving us low-
angle omni directional pattern. In fact,
we logged over 350 contacts (45 states, 8
Canadian provinces, and 8 DX countries
for a total of about 47,000 points!

This is a considerable improvement
over the previous 29,000+ points!
HOWEVER, our problems were not yet
through. Upon my return to home, I
THEN learned that our computer log-
ging program failed to save the data but
THANK GOODNESS for our back-up
manual log!

Not all of our successes were related
to equipment and antennas. Credit also
belongs to this year’s team which con-
sisted of: Jim, K4AEK (Rome); Vince
and Vince, Jr. (AE4CQ and KE4DYX
respectively) who filled-in at the last
moment due to some last minute con-
flicting schedules.

In conclusion, PLEASE REMEM-
BER the importance of ALWAYS hav-
ing back-ups for each and everything,
including operators! Next year, look for
even greater improvements and scores!

to the

GARS Bylaws

The executive committee has voted to
propose the following change to the
GARS Bylaws. This change would make
the method of setting dues amount more
in accordance with the bylaws and
would give special consideration to full
time students and senior citizens. This
change to the Bylaws would become ef-
fective upon acceptance of the
membership.

The current bylaws read as follows:

F.1  Annual dues for full members shall be a
maximum of twenty five (25) dollars per year
payable on April 1 of each year. Annual dues for
full members of a single family shall be a maxi-
mum of thirty five (35) dollars per year payable
on April 1 of each year. The fiscal year for pur-
poses of finances shall be from April 1 through
March 31 of the following year. A new member
joining after September 30 shall pay one-half
(1/2) dues to carry him through the end of that
fiscal year. A member joining after December 31
shall pay one-quarter (1/4) dues to carry him
through the end of that fiscal year. Annual dues
to be set by GARS membership at the March

meeting each year.

The bylaws would be amended to read:
F1. Annual dues for the GARS shall be estab-
lished in accordance with Section G of these
bylaws.

(1) The fiscal year for the purpose of finances
and membership shall be from April 1 through
March 31 of the following year.

(2) Except for full time students, senior citizens
age 65 or over, and families, annual dues for full
members shall be $25.00 per year.

(3) Total annual dues for all members in an im-
mediate family shall be $35.00 per year.

(4) Dues for full time students are one-half (1/2)
the normal applicable rate. Proof of full time
status must be shown to the treasurer. The bur-
den of proof is on the applicant.

(5) Dues for members age 65 and older are one-
half (1/2) the normal applicable rate. Proof of
age must be shown to the treasurer. The burden
of proof is on the applicant.

(6) Dues for families where all immediate mem-
bers are age 65 or over shall be one half (1/2)
the applicable family rate. Proof of age for all
seeking this reduced rate must be shown to the
treasurer. The burden of proof is on the
applicant.

(7) Memberships after September 30 shall be
one-half (1/2) the applicable rate described
above. Memberships after December 31 shall be
one-quarter (1/4) the applicable rate described
above. *®

They can also
convert your SWAN 500C and CX mod-
els to include the 17 meter band. One of
these conversions also solves the prob-
lem of VFO drift.

Boddicker stocks high voltage
power supply parts and service for
Drake. Galaxy, Hallicrafters, Hammar-
lund. Heathkit, Johnson, National,
Swan. WRL and Tempo. They also have
fresh electrolytic capacitors for these
power supplies as well as EICO and
SBE AC power supplies.

Most of the popular TV sweep tubes
used as final amplifiers during this era
of amateur radio are available from Bod-
dicker. They advertise 18 matched pair

Meeting Minutes Excerpts

March 9, 1995

In attendance: President Howie Gould,
W4NVF; Vice President Larry Osborne,
KD4QFD; Secretary lke Chapman, KE4GYM;
Treasurer Charles Evans, WA4QYY; Activities
Manager David Adcock, KA4KKF; Publicity
Chairman Joe Biddle, AD4PZ; GARS Awards
Manager Charles Robison, AD4MI; GARS Di-
rector Johnny Fearon, WAWKP; GARS Direc-
tor Duane Hanson, KD4KCR; GARS Apparel
Manager Jim Baker, KR4XY.

The meeting was convened at the home of
President Gould at 19:30 local time. Johnny
Fearon, W4WKP and Duane Hanson, KD4KCR
accepted the position on the GARS Board of Di-
rectors as provided in the GARS Bylaws. Pat
Runkle has declined the directorship due to con-
flicts with ARES duties. The committee sug-
gested that Randy Drescher, AC4PD be offered
the open Director position. (Note: Randy later
accepted the position.)

Two new high school clubs have formed at
Gwinnett County high Schools. The Bulldog
Amateur Radio Club (BARC) at North Gwinnett
High School has been formed by Evan Willey,
KE4KLX and the Collins Hill Amateur Radio
Club (CHARC) at Collins Hill High School has
been formed by Eric Koperda, KE4HTE. The
consensus of the committee was to provide sup-
port and encouragement to these new clubs.

A discussion of repeater operating prac-
tices was next. Most at the meeting agreed that
there is a growing trend of undesirable operating
practices such as CB type lingo and other jar-
gon. The general consensus was that you
should not call down someone on the air al-
though gentle persuasion was considered to be
okay. The commitment is to have time allocated
at each club meeting to discuss this problem.

The next item on the agenda was a discus-
sion of a proposal by Howie to revise the bylaws
to provide for a student membership at $12.50
(1/2 annual dues) and a senior citizen member-
ship at $12.50 (1/2 annual dues).
