Radio In The Parallel

Wait, where did this lid come
from? "QC - QC - QC - THIS IS
TLR8 CALLING QC - QC- QC”
Well, obviously someone from
some little island in some distant
ocean, who just figured you could
get on the radio and talk to the big
guys. But, he is the only one on
the bands, and though it is against
the rules to speak to an unli-
censed radio operator, here is my
chance to straighten someone out
- where is that radio ranger badge
anyway? | ‘Il tell him what proper
Q signals are.

“TLR8, THIS IS KD4QFD,
NO YOU COPY?" “KD4QFD,
THIS IS TLR8 .. THANKS FOR
ANSWERING, IT'S MIGHTY
LONELY ON FH.” What? This guy
really is a weirdo. “TLR8, NAME
HERE IS LARRY, AND I'M IN
GEORGIA. WHAT'S THE BOOK
ON YOU?" * WELL LARRY, MY
NAME IS KNAH, AND I'M IN

WEST DAKOTA.”  Wait a
minute... West Dakota, and a
name that sounds like

“‘NAAAAA™?

Well, lke only has so much
space, so here is the short of it.
Through very mysterious, fluxxy,
geomagnetic, jumbled radio wave
propagation, | got into some kind
of parallel world. (That is the title,
isn'tit?)

What's it like on “The Other
Side"?

It's kinda weird, but | learned
many things that night. It's not
really a total parallel world - there
are some differences.

West Dakota, his name, and his
callsign. Some things are said
backwards, like frequency high. our
hobby is called semi-pro
radeeeeoooo (it's spelled like that
too).

They have repeaters in the
parallel world - they call them
squawkers. Knah and | got to com-
paring ours with theirs. In Knah's
world, almost every amateur (semi-
pro) has his own repeater! And we
think Atlanta is crowded? He said it
wasn’'t always that way...but they
easily slid into it.

Knah said everyone has their
own rules for each repeater (can
you imagine their repeater -
squaker - directory?). One guy has
a rule that you cannot say “roger” at
anytime - instead, you have to say

repeater owner feels you can't say
“'m where | need to be” - instead,
you must say, "I made it to a place
other than the ones | did not want to
be “.

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The GARS PRO-AM Challenge
A New Contest For GARS Members

All GARS members are in-
vited to join in on the fun. The goal
of this contest is to encourage
members to work together, making
new friends, and developing Radio
skills at the same time. It will allow
Novice, Technicians and Tech +'s
the opportunity to operate on
bands, modes, and equipment that
they may not have had the opportu-
nity to operate before. The contest
will be May 11 from 1:00 through
5:00 PM local time. The rules are
as follows:

A “PRQO" is any class General
or higher, a "AM" is any class lower
than General.

Each competing station will be
operated by a team made up of one
“‘AM®, and one “PRO". Teams will
be chosen by random drawing. Ex-
ceptions may be approved by the
judge in advance. Exceptions will
be made to facilitate the involve-
ment of members that would not
(for good reason) participate other-
wise.

You can work any of the fol-
lowing bands ( the frequencies
listed is where you are most likely
to find contests operating ):

° 10 meters (<28.350> ) for
CW and SSB
e 15 meters (<21.150>) CW

and ( <21.350> ) SSB

. 20 meters (<14.140>) CW

and (<14.340>) SSB

. 40 meters (<7.150>) CW

and (<7.250>) SSB

° 80 meters (<3.650>) CW

and (<3.950>) SSB

The exchange includes, both
call signs, (AM/PRO ), operator
A=AM or P=PRO, signal report,
serial number(number in your log ).
The log must indicate which opera-
tor made each contact (PRO or
AM).

Points for contacts made dur-
ing the contest will be awarded as
follows:

. CW - Each contact made
‘with a GARS station while the
“AM” is operating the key
counts ‘15 points, 5 if the
“PRO" works a Contesting
“AM". All other contacts are

worth 1 point. The team can
share the receiving responsibil-
ities.

3 HF RTTY or Packet -

The first 2 contacts made with-

another GARS station made
with the “AM”  operating the
keyboard counts 20 points, 5 if
the "PRO" operates the key-
board. Additional contacts
count the same as CW con-
tacts.

o SSB - Each contact made

" other than

with another GARS station

while the "AM” operating the

microphone counts 5 points,

2 if the "PRO" operates the

microphone. Contacts made

with  non-GARS  stations
count for 1 point.

. Work each station one
time digital or CW and one
time phone per band. Add 10
points for the first two DX and
10 points for each “GARS YL~
on digital (CW is considered
to be a digital mode).

The LOG must include the
model of the radio (s) used during
the contest and the antenna
types. You can use any method
to find stations on the air, such as
packet cluster, repeater, 2 m and
70 cm simplex. You can operate
from a mobile or fixed station, and
there are no power restrictions
those that normally
apply to amateur operations.
Logs must be received by the
judge, no later than June 3, 1996.
Eliminate dupes before submit-
ting the logs.

All contacts can be counted
toward the appropriate GARS
CHALLENGE and each partici-
pant receives 1 point toward the
Participation Challenge.

allowed. The government rules
and informal understandings had
to do with courtesy, clean lan-
guage, giving everyone with a
license a chance to speak - all the
good things to promote the hobby.
But the “righteous pouncers” (as
they became known) would toler-
ate no variations from “their” inter-
pretation of the government's
rules and regulations.

Only certain sayings were al-
lowed - only people with perfect
signals were allowed - only people
with big power radios were al-
lowed. Violators would be sub-
jected to mean spirited, demean-
ing corrections on the air - by the
time a “righteous pouncer” got

-through with the transgressor, the

poor guy was ready to take up
mime!

For all those out there who
shine their “radio ranger” badges,
its time to put those badges in a
case and join the human race.

WN4ZAS as a Novice. Karl said
that Milton's phonetics were "zany
and silly." Karl tried for the General
class license but just couldn't quite
make it. In those days the license
was good for one year and was not
renewable. His first station was a
Hammarlund HQ170 and a John-
son Ranger using crystal control.
He had a 40 meter coaxial dipole
that he also worked 15 meters on.

Karl's family moved to the At-
lanta area and he finished high
school at Tucker. His only other
interest was playing the guitar and
commercial broadcasting. He
wound up as an intern at WQXI
Radio in Atlanta back when they
actually played real music on both
AM and FM.

After high school, Karl went
into the Navy and went to boot
camp in Orlando. Because of ham
radio and the fact that he already
knew CW, they put him in radio
operations. But typical government
agency, they didn't give him an
assignment as a CW operator. He
wound up doing a lot of RTTY and
crypto-analysis. He was rated "top
secret." (Reminds me of the guy
whose work was so secret that he
didn't even know what he was do-
ing!!)

When he finished his first
school in Pensacola, Karl filled out
his "dream" sheet that gave him
five choices for his first assignment.
And don't you know? He went to

Iceland for his first assignment
and it was not one of his five
choices. Interestingly enough,
Bob, WB4RPM, had been sta-
tioned at that same base right
after he finished his first school.
(reported in an earlier GARZETTE
HOM.) Fortunately, the Navy de-
cided to thaw him out and sent
him to San Juan for 2 years.
While he was there, Karl got his
3rd class commercial and began
to moonlight as commercial radio
announcer and actually lived off
base in downtown San Juan.
When Karl got out of the
Navy in 1974 and came back to
Atlanta he went to waik for
WGST. One of the people that
Karl worked with was Bill Tush
who is now on CNN. Karl had the
7 to midnight disk jockey shift.
When the station was'sold, he left
since the new owners wanted to
bring in all of their own people.
Karl went to work for MCA
Records in Norcross. '
Karl had never stopped being
interested in amateur radio. In
1976, he went down to the FCC on
Peachtree Street and got another
Novice license. The famous An-
gelo Ditty was the FCC Engineer
In Charge at that time. Karl was
now WD4DKX. This license was
good for two years but not renew-
able. He immediately bought the
entire Drake B-Line and a
Cushcraft ATB34 vertical and got
back on the air. (The author has
a museum quality Drake B-line.)
Karl later traded his Drake B-Line
even for a Kenwood TS-120S be-
cause he wanted a single package

transceiver that was all solid
state.

At the Atlanta hamfest in
1978, Karl took the General Class
test and passed. Karl was so
excited that he didn't even stay for
the hamfest. He immediately
went home to operate and make
his microphone work. (This was
before the 10 meter Novice phone
privileges.)

When Karl was transferred to
Birmingham, he applied for a new
callsign because he thought his
call, WD4DKX, looked more like
an eye test chart. He was
awarded his present call, N4JON.
He says a lot of hams call him
"JON" on the air, but he doesn't
mind that. Karl returned to At-
lanta in 1987 and is presently
employed as an Administrative
Assistant with Lanier World Wide
Products. (Looks like a real hot
bed of hams over at Lanier. This
is the fourth HOM | have done on
a Lanier employee. Lanier must
have good taste!).

Karl has continued to be in-
terested in Ham Radio down
through the years. He has main-
tained his regular schedule with
Milton on Sunday mornings. He
also likes to do contests "at his
own pace." He is also fond of
Field Day and has been a mem-
ber of the Alford Club in the past.
He also has continued his interest
in music and tried to play his
guitar every day. He also plays
electric bass. He has played with
amateur groups off and on.
