This month’s Ham of
the Month is Howie Gould,
WA4NVF, who has been the
president of our club for
the last three years. |
elected to feature Howie as
a sort of tribute to his past
leadership and for every-
thing that he has done to
make GARS the finest am-
ateur radio club in the At-
lanta area.

Howie was born in

South Boston on March
16".  Howard Patrick
Gould, of Irish heritage at-
tended grammar, middle
and high school in Boston
and graduated from South
Boston High School. He
lived in Boston for 44
years.

While in high school,
Howie became fascinated
with radio. He had several
portable radios that ran on
batteries and had the idea
that he could recharge
these batteries by some-
how plugging them into
wall sockets. Bad idea, as
not only did he smoke up
his parents house, but he
also got his tail end worn
out on several occasions.

While in the Marines,
Howie got interested in
ham radio through a Navy
man that was stationed on
his ship as the Chief Radio
Officer during the Korean
War. That radio man was
Joe Feeley, W1ADW (no,
not W1AW... Howie’s not
that old!). Joe invited
Howie into the radio room
on board the ship and got
him interested in the code,
as that was the only form
of communications that
they engaged in at that
time. In 1956, Joe gave
Howie his novice test and
Howie became KN1HHN.

Howie built his first rig
- a 5763 driving a 829B
that was used in VHF
work. He ran about 75-90
watts pure CW. The final
in his rig was an old

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Gwinnett ARES Stages Weather Drill

Severe thunderstorms move
into Gwinnett County from the
Roswell area. A tornado touches
down in Gwinnett County and
moves eastward from the Norcross/
Duluth area to the vicinity of
Briscoe Field in Lawrenceville. The
Skywarn weather net is activated,
weather spotters are dispatched to
monitor and report on the storm’s
progress. Message traffic is passed
to the National Weather Service
monitoring our repeater giving
them vital on the scene information
not available to them via other
means. The Gwinnett County EOC
requests message traffic be passed
to the Red Cross requesting the
opening of shelters. The Red Cross
requests help in providing commu-
nications at these shelters.

This was the scenario for a
mock disaster drill held on the
weekly Amateur Radio Emergency
Service (ARES) net on Monday,
February 24, 1997. ARES Emer-
gency Coordinator Lowry Rouse,
KM4Z had scripted the drill during a
meeting with his Assistant Emer-
gency Coordinators Jeff Harrison,
KD4GPI, Tom Crowell, KU4CK,
and |ke Chapman, KE4AGYM. The
drill was held in conjunction with the
National Weather Service’s Tor-
nado Awareness Week.

Jeff, KD4GPI handled net con-
trol duties for the drill on the GARS
two-meter repeater. Tom, KU4CK
passed simulated radar reports to
net control and simulated message
traffic to and from the NWS to net
control. Lowry, KM4Z and lke,
KE4GYM posed as mobile weather
spotters passing simulated reports
on the storm’s progress and other
weather related information. If you
had a dual band radio you could
have listened in on the net on the
GARS two-meter repeater and
monitored the drill participants co-
ordinating their scripts on the
GARS 70cm repeater.

Jeff reported that a total of 24
stations checked into the net during
the drill. Some stations checked in
as being able to do mobile weather
spotting, some as base stations to
server as message traffic relay sta-
tions, and others as stations pre-
pared to provide 8-hour shifts for
communications at Red Cross
shelters.

Following the drill, the net was
opened as a Q and A session with
Lowry fielding questions on a vari-
ety of topics relating to the drill.

When asked for his comments
on the SET and ARES, Lowry said,
“Thanks to all who participated in
our (S)imulated (E)mergency
(T)est on Feb. 24th. Myself along
with several others thought we had
a successful turnout and operation.
Of course things will be different
during a real time disaster, but
these SET's are a good way to
become as “prepared as possible”
without actually having real time
experience. We do have some
ARES members who have been
invioved in real time disasters and
we'll look to them for opinions and
help on handling our particular
emergencies. The next SET is not
planned yet, but it will be more
involved than the one Monday
night. At some point we’ll need
volunteer stations to actually go out
and set up their equipment and
pass emergency traffic on ARRL
messsage forms. We will have
training on using the ARRL mes-

sage form and how to fill them out
properly before this happens.

In closing, I'll mention the six
(6) elements, as given by ARRL
EC Manual, on the basic theory of
telecommunications: (1) concept
(2) documenting (3) transmission
(4) reception (5) interpetation (6)
feedback. In coming articles, nets
and training sessions, we'll learn
about each one of these concepts
and how it will help us to create,
transmit or receive messages that
will ultimately relieve a diaster vic-
tim’s pain and suffering, save thier
life, provide temporary shelter, or
inform his/her family on their well-
being. (CUL), "see you later” on
the Monday night nets!”

If you interested in joining
ARES, please contact EC Lowry
Rouse, KM4Z or any of the AEC’s
mentioned above.

The Amateur Radio Emer-
gency Service (ARES) is a volun-
tary organization of licensed radio
amateurs who have registered
their capabilities and equipment for
providing emergency communica-
tions as a public service to the
community. The purpose of ARES
is to furnish communications in the
event of natural disaster, when
regular communications fail or are
inadequate. Sponsored by the
ARRL, the ARES functions at the
local level to meet local communi-
cations needs.

Membership in the ARRL or
any other amateur radio organiza-
tion is not required for registration.
Registration does not require pos-
session of any specially designed
equipment. All amateurs can be of
assistance to the ARES. There is
provision in the ARES for every
amateur regardless of class of li-
cense, equipment owned, or per-
sonal circumstances.

Barker-Williamson 5 band coil.
Howie wound his own coils for the
final. His first contact was on 40
meters with Joe. Joe lived in Dan-
bury, Mass and Howie lived in
Dorchester. This was the official
beginning of Howie’s radio career.
Howie says he literally lived on 40
meters. That is until he found out
that he could triple his frequency
and get on 15 meters. The 15
meter band was wide open and
Howie went crazy, operating day
and night. Soon, Howie passed his
general and became K1HHN. His
second contact was with a new ham
friend - Mitch, KN1HDY. Howie
and Mitch attended hamfests to-
gether and spent countless hours
exploring the hobby. Howie re-
members that as a novice he was
so thrilled that he stayed on the air
day in and day out. He had over
1000 QSL cards printed and sent
every single one of them out.... all
1000. He lived on the very top floor
of the building and was the only
tenant with access to the roof.
Howie took over 400 feet of wire,
went to the roof and proceeded to
wrap this wire around and around
every single chimney on that roof.
Can you imagine the signal this guy
put out? He described his antenna
as a long wire with a lot of bends in
it.

His first receiver was what was

called a “super regenerative” re-
ceiver with one tube, headphones
and a Hartley oscillator. He could
really pull in the CW signals with
this receiver.

Howie’s mom soon got tired in
his day and night operation and
decided he needed to get out of the
house and meet a girl. She literally
kicked him out of the house to get
him off the radio. Howie went out
and bought a suit, put the suit on
and went to a roller rink to roller
skate...in a SUIT!! Needless to
say, he got plenty of attention and
met a girl named Marie at the rink.
With that suit on, she asked him if
he was a lawyer or an accountant!!

Howie’s first commercial rig
was an EICO 720 - a 90 watt,
crystal controlled rig. With the use
of an outboard VFO he could slide
up and down the band. This rig
had an all copper chassis. The
final was a 6146 and strictly a CW
rig. Howie found out that if you add
an EICO 730 you could convert it
to a whopping 65 watts of AM
signal. Howie went crazy again!!
He discovered 10 meter AM phone
and hung out there for a while.

Howie married Marie in 1961.
He went through a correspondence
school to learn electronics and got
a job a Emerson Radio. He be-
came a Regional Service Manager
and traveled to and from work by
was of trolley. With Emerson Ra-
dio he fixed broken radios for the
Emerson dealers keeping them in
business.

An ARRL member now for the
past 20 years, Howie became EC

for eastern Mass. He received an
award from the ARRL for coordi-
nating radio communication during
a large fire in Massachusetts that
destroyed an entire town.

In 1965, Howie went on the air
with his first real big station. Howie
was on the air EVERY night! He is
one of the founders of East CARS,
a 24 hour, seven day a week net
that assisted mobile stations during
their commutes. This 24-hour net
ran, as Howie was the net control
operator during the 7-9 PM shift,
operating on 7.255 on 40 meters.

Howie then drifted (Howie
drifted, not his gear) to 20 meters
where he really packed a punch
with a kilowatt and a 4 element
beam. Howie hooked up with sta-
tions in Antarctica and ran 40 to 50
phone patches every night for ser-
vicemen stationed there. He con-
tinued this for months and months.

In 1976, Howie got involved in
the Bicentennial Net and used the
special call sign AATHHN. On 75
meter phone and on single side-
band, he met Bob, WAGDY and
Gene, AAAUS. They ran the net
with the promotion of the possibili-
ties for stations to work all states.
Howie volunteered to be a net con-
trol operator on Friday nights and
averaged about 120 check-ins per
session. Howie was net control
until late 1976.

In late 1976, Howie’s com-
pany sold the radio side to their
business and told him he would
have to transfer to Atlanta and
learn the refrigeration business.

Howie did this to stay with Emer-
son. After relocating to Atlanta, he
once again began operating as net
control for the Bicentennial Net.
Howie didn’'t realize that once he
relocated to another district that
the FCC had a rule that your call
letters would be changed. Need-
less to say, Howie went to the
mailbox one day and suddenly
found he was no longer K1HHN.
Howie was now W4NVF. As he
signed on the net as WANVF, his
friends up north didn’t know who he
was until he identified himself. It
was at this moment that Howie's
phonetics of Not Very Funny were
born because his ham friends up
north thought that Howie was
pulling their legs about his new
call. With the end of the Bicenten-
nial year came the end of the Bi-
centennial Net.

It was at this moment that all
of the regulars of the now defunct
Bicentennial Net decided to spin
off and form a new net. On 3.905,
and with about 100 members of the
old net left they continued to meet.
They renamed the net the Century
Club Net. Howie was a founding
member and the first president. To
this very day, the Century Club still
meets nightly at 8 PM on 7.233 and
at 9 PM on 3.905.

Howie retired 6 years ago. At
the time of his retirement he owned
a Drake TR-4/RV4 with a Heathkit
SB-220 linear. He sold the Drake,
went to HRO and bought a
FT1000. He also owns a Kenwood
950. Howie says he’s got two of
everything, 2 keys, 2 mikes etc.
Howie has six antennas. One is an
open wire fed, 237-foot long hori-
zontal V that he can use on 160
meters through 10 meters. He has
an inverted vee for 80 meters and
two inverted monobanders ... one
for 40 meters and one for 20 me-
ters. He also has a five-band verti-
cal. He has the ability to change
bands, rigs and antennas in a mat-
ter of seconds.
