Oct. 4th, using Tribble Mill Park as our train-
ing field.

After the first walkthrough, our two
teams joined together to make a large
sweep through the woods to find another
simulated lost person and to practice our
search procedures again. We used Buddy
Menshew (Bubba KE4YZS) as our lost per-
son this time. Well, Buddy is an illusive per-
son, we walked through the woods twice
and didn’t find him.

The search group accused him of
sneaking out of the woods and going to a
Waffle House while we were working to find

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Gwinnett Amateur Radio Society Field Day Results 1997

Compiled by Joe Biddle, AD4PZ from ARRL Tabulations

Below is a table of scores extracted from those results listed in the November 1997 QST magazine. There are a lot
of stories that the statistics can tell and sometimes they can’t tell the whole story. Those items compared are based on
other Georgia stations and those similar conditions that GARS operated under. Those conditions were emergency power and
Quantity of rigs used. Not considered in this list were commercial, battery, solar, etc. power.

GARS came in Third in the nation under the 7A category and First in the state of Georgia for 7A (GARS was the only listing
under 7A in GA). Of those Georgia stations participating GARS scored very favorably.

We made the most GA contacts of those reporting at 2,216 contacts (QSO’s).

Therefore, having captured a good portion of the ARRL Sections we scored the most GA points at 7,370.

- We also did pretty well when the quantity of contacts are broken down to QSO’s per rig. Which of those GA stations reporting
the average contacts per rig were 289 with GARS reporting 317 contacts per rig.

As | said earlier, the numbers will only tell part of the story. The story with the GARS Field Day Event was so much
more than quantity of contacts. There were those learning points scored with the newcomer to Amateur Radio.
There were those points scored with those who had never been exposed to a particular facet or operating mode.
There were those points scored when the individual made him or herself more proficient in any of the operating
modes including logging. There were those points scored exposing Amateur Radio in general to the non-ham
perhaps sparking enough interest for someone to persue and obtain their own Amateur Radio License.

Sure we probably could have made more contacts but at what risk? | personally sat down with a few ‘newbies’ and
where they may have made three or four contacts | could have in the same time made 15-20. But the enjoyment of
lending a hand and letting the newcomer make contacts and see them grow from a mic shy person to a real “can’t
wait for the next one” HAM RADIO OPERATOR was all worth it.

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SCANNER USE
CASE DISMISSED

A Florida County judge has
dismissed a case against Jo-
seph Osborn, KF4HXE, of Plan-
tation, Florida whose radio
gear was confiscated by po-
lice under Florida’s scanner
law earlier this year.

Osborn was involved in a
minor accident on May 8th,
1997. He was subsequently
cited by police in Davie,
Florida for allegedly break-
ing state law by having ra-
dios in his car capable of
receiving police frequencies.
Although the law specifically
exempts hams, Davie Police im-
pounded Osborn’s equipment
anyway. This, because he could
not produce his ham radio li-
cense lost during a recent

g Mmove.

But even after Osborn
showed Davie Police a copy of
his license, authorities re-
fused to drop the charges or
to return his radios. Osborn
later learned that police
might have tampered with his
equipment, possibly damaging
it and voiding warranties.
Now, Broward County Court
Judge J. Steven Shutter or-
dered the case dismissed.
Judge Shutter said the state
law does not require hams to
have their licenses in their
possession as the local po-
lice had asserted. The judge
also cited federal preemption
of prosecution of hams under-
state and local laws that make
it illegal to possess scan-
ning radios capable of receiv-
ing public safety or emergency
frequencies. Florida's law
__bans such scanners in vehicles
ind in retail stores, but not
in homes. But Judge Shutter
did not stop there. He or-
dered Davie police to return

Osborn’s radio equipment
within ten days of his rul-
ing. He also ordered them to
provide an affidavit to Osborn
specifying exactly who, what,
when, where and how the ra-
dios were examined and what,
if anything, was done to them.

But the Davie police have
not fully complied with Judge
Shutters ruling. Osborn has
recovered his radios but has
not been given the required
affidavit. So his attorney
Alexander L. Kaplan, KF4QBU,
of Boca Raton, says that he is
considering filing a contempt
order against the Davie Po-
lice Department. He also says
he has already begun civil
proceedings against the Town
of Davie.

Meanwhile, an independent
repair shop is evaluating

Osborn’s equipment to see if
it was damaged.

Ike’s Pot Luck Stew

By: Ike Chapman, KE4GYM

Each year when the weather starts to
turn a bit nippy, the rest of the family re-
minds me that its time for me to cook
up a batch of homemade stew. When |
was growing up my family did a lot of
camping as a family activity, so much
so that we joined a local camping club.
At the club get togethers, there would
be a camp fire set up at the center of
the camp area and on one night of the
camp out there would be a pot luck stew
made. There was a large cook pot sus-
pended above the fire and everyone
would contribute to the stew and it would
cook for several hours. This recipe is
an adaptation of that idea and like the
camp stew it really never turns out the
same way whenever | cook it.

Here’s the list of ingredients:
Stew beef (1 pound)
Lean ground beef (1 pound)
Tomato sauce (2 cans)
Dry spaghetti sauce mix (1 pack)
Worcestershire sauce (to taste)
Tobasco sauce (to taste)

White onion (2 medium)
Green onion (5 to 6)
Mushrooms (8 oz package)
Potatoes (4 to 5 medium)
Carrots (2)

Green bell pepper (1)
Fresh or canned vegetables
Salt (to taste)

Pepper (to taste)

Dried mint (to taste)

Water (as required)

When | cook this stew at home | use a
large stainless steel stockpot and the
quantities I've given are what | use so
you will need to adjust for smaller quan-
tities. I've also shown this recipe using
beef but I've also used ham and turkey
leftover from holiday dinners and it’s
turned out just as good.

| first prepare all the meat and veg-
etables by cutting them into the appro-
priate size. The stew beef is trimmed of
excess fat and cut into bite size pieces.
The onions (I use Vidalia onions when-
ever | can), these | dice as well as the
green pepper. The mushrooms are cut
into wedges and the carrots are sliced
to a thickness of " “ to ° “. The pota-
toes are cut into cubes and put into cold
water to help remove some of the starch.
| will often use red and white potatoes
together in this recipe.

Combining the tomato sauce, dry spa-
ghetti sauce, and water in the stockpot
over heat starts the base for the stew.
The ground beef and stew beef are
browned in Worcestershire sauce, the
fat is drained from the meat and that is
then added to the stockpot. Let this
come to a slow boil and then add the
potatoes, onions, and carrots. More
water is added and the mixture stirred
and allowed to come to a slow boil again.
Then the rest of the vegetables are
added and with more water as needed
to fill the pot. The stew is stirred until it
reaches a slow boil at which time the
seasoning is added. | usually use
Worcestershire sauce, Tobasco sauce,
salt, pepper, and the dried mint. The
stew is then simmered over low heat,
stirring frequently, until the potatoes and
carrots are cooked.
