Tom was born and raised in s

Savannah, Georgia. He at- 1
tended Herschel V. Jenkins }
High School and graduated in
1971. Atthe age of around 16, §
Tom got interested in all kinds
of electronics and since that |
early age of sixteen, has built
over 30 kits from Heathkit. Even .
with all of this kit building, Tom
was never introduced to ama-
teur radio at that early age. As
a teenager, Tom got interested in the re-
pair of televisions and would take the tubes
to a local store and use their tester to evalu-
ate the problem by testing the tubes. He
even was able to fix his dad’s electric ga-
rage door opener. It’'s hard to believe he
tinkered with every type of electronic
“thing-a-ma-bob” imaginable, but never
crossed paths with amateur radio. Tom
was even skilled  enough in electronics
to install time-delayed windshield wipers
to his car....this before those type of wind-
shield wipers were even factory installed.
He also built numerous Popular Electron-
ics kits. You “old timers” will remember
those. | wouldn’t know anything about that,
right? As a teen, Tom also worked sum-
mers at a local paper mill. He would earn
about $3,000 for the summer and then
make it last until the next summer.

After high school, Tom attended a
local community college and after that
joined the Air Force as an Airborne Com-
municator. He was assigned duty at
Keesler Air Force Base in Biloxi, Missis-
sippi. After serving active duty he joined
the Air National Guard and the 165th In-
fantry stationed back in Savannah. Tom
then moved to Athens to attend the
University of Georgia and graduated in
1978....the same year that he was dis-
charged from the military. He served 6
years in the service and graduated from
UGA with a degree in Accounting. Also

in 1978, while attending UGA, Tom
met a ham operator named David
. Black. David was a model air-
plane/helicopter enthusiast and he
had a “ton” of amateur radio gear.
That was Tom’s first real “taste”
of ham radio, but he did not get
into the hobby due insufficient
funds. Tom was so poor...(How
" poor was he !lll) that he couldn’t
. even “pay” attention. He did

* dabble a little bit with CB radio,
since it wasn’t that expensive to get into.

Tom moved to Atlanta (actually
Clarkston) in December of 1978. He
went to work for a CPA firm in downtown__
named AM Pullen and Company. Hele.
after a year there and joined another firm
- WES & Company. He began to travel a
lot in his new position. Tom got his CPA
Certification in 1981.

In 1984, Tom finally really got into ham
radio, though he says it was mainly by
“accident”. Tom, being real interested in
model aircraft flight, set out to get his ham
ticket only because he would need it to
operate the transmitters used to fly the
model helicopters. It seems the transmit-
ters operate on a part of the 6 meter band,
therefore you need a license. He suc-
cessfully passed his code and written test
for his Novice license. His first call was
KB4KFR. Phonetically | spell -KB4 (K)ant
a(F)ford a (R)adio ! Man, what a stretch
that was !Ill Anywho - Tom never got his
Tech license, which he would need to
operate the transmitters.

In February of 1996, his ticket has ex-
pired, but in August of 1996 he started all
over again, passing his no code Tech test
at Howie’s exam class. He was then li-
censed KF4LSH. This would give him the™™
privileges that he would need to fly the
model helicopters. He’s flown them ever
since and has a great collection of them

Before | report about field day and
other June ARES activities, I'd like to
highlight 4 Gwinnett ARES individuals
who responded to an emergency call re-
cently.

No
one was immediately in the area so |
decided to go to the phone. Just as |
started dialing, Eddie Foust checked in
asking Randy specific questions about
what would be required to temporarily
cover the damage to the roof. As Eddie
was getting that information, | had di-
aled Joe Biddle (AD4PZ). He lives near
Randy and | surprisingly found out he
overheard the conversation and was al-
ready getting items together to rush
over there. Well, in the meantime,
Jeff Cutchins (KF4NBD) had gotten into
the conversation on .075 with the group.
He had a large tarp and offered it for
Randy’s use. Then, it was decided that
my 40 foot extension ladder might be
needed to get up on Randy’s roof. The
problem was that a truck would be
needed to haul it to Randy’s house which
_is about 10 miles away. That’s when Wally

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Does A Tree Make A Sound When................YOU BET IT DOES!

Although the time before going on va-
cation can be very hectic, | decided to
put off the inevitable drudgery of pack-
ing to watch some TV with my son. The
weather was looking a little rough, but
nothing like several weeks before.

Just past 20:00, the sound of a sudden
driving rain outside was immediately fol-
lowed by a tremendous BOOM of thun-
der. Immediately, there came what
sounded like a short but intense hail
storm. The house shook, and my son
and | both jumped straight up, and be-
gan running around, turning off TVs and
computers. | grabbed my radio, sure
that | could contribute to the weather net
that most assuredly would be in
progress. | opened my deck door to
check on the hail size before calling in.

| couldn’t see my deck. It wasn’ta prob-
lem with light, there was just this big pile
of stuff there. No rain, no hail. Butthere
was one very big pine tree decorated
with my back gutters and sofits, cover-
ing my deck.

| immediately turned on my radio to
check in, only to find that not only was
there no net, but that | was the only per-
son reporting any damage. While try-
ing to convey what had happened to
those listening (I’'m sorry, | can’t even
remember who | broke in on), | was
checking damage. A rafter in the attic
was shattered, four holes in the roof, and
the deck was in bad shape. | was trying
to figure out how | was going to cover
the roof, and whether we would be able
to leave the following morning when the
most miraculous thing happened: hams
started appearing.

Joe, AD4PZ, was the first on the scene,
catching me trying to cast a line over
the house to pull a tarp over (I am
deathly respectful of heights). He
climbed up for me and inspected the
damage. One of the tall pines in the
back had been snapped cleanly about
10' off the ground, had hit the roof, and

had broken about a
third off from the top.
The top piece then
plunged through the
2x4 planks of my

deck, while the re-
maining trunk
knocked the outside |
edge of the deck off ¢
its uprights.

Not ten minutes after

wife Jeri came with -
their caving equip-
ment. With practiced
ease, ropes were se-
cured over my house,
and safety harnesses
were adorned by Joe
and Eddie. They im-
mediately set to work
clearing the debris.

Then Jeff, KE4NBD

showed up with a new tarp that he had
purchased just after the tornadoes,
just in case it could be of use. That
was sent up to Joe and Eddie, and
they secured it on the roof. Lowry,
KM4Z, came by, and also pitched in.
And there were others, many others,
volunteering ladders, rope, tarps, and
assistance.

| cannot put into words how wonder-
ful it felt to have so many of these fine
people give up their Friday night to
help someone in need. | know that
that is part of the services that ama-
teurs provide, but | guess | didn’t RE-
ALLY understand it until it happened
to me.

The tarp is still on the roof, and no wa-
ter has come in. The insurance guys
are scratching their heads to come up
with estimates, and we did take that
vacation. | know that the damage here
was not nearly as severe as those hit
by the tornadoes, but it certainly was

close to home. I'm just glad that | have
found such a caring, helpful group of
people. And | hope that sometime in the
future, | can help another in need, and
pass on some of the kindness and good-
will that was given to me.

Note: Special thanks to Pat, KE4IKC for
providing some talk in instructions and
message relays. If the damage had oc-
curred while the Grunwell’s were gone,
the devistation could have been much
worst. You see upon taking out Randy’s
deck, it ruptured the gas line to his
grill...need more be said. -Ed
