This month’s On The Air feature is
John Kemker - KF4MZD. John was
born in Houston, Texas and attended
Belair High School. John

figure out how to install your 2 meter an-
tenna as tornado/hurricane/ice storm proof
as possible. At the fall hamfests, find old,
cheap antennas (both hf and vhf) that you
can put up and store in a safe place. When
a storm or ice damages existing anten-
nas, you'll then be ready to get the stored
ones out and temporarily set them up for
emergency communications. Don’t forget
spare coax and connectors too. Relocate
existing antennas to better locations to
increase range for local simplex commu-
nications.

Check along the length of coax
cables to find cracked insulation, connec-
tion points where the weatherproofing
sealants may need replacing, or cable
that’s not securely fastened to tower or
other supporting structure. Also check
SWR on existing antennas. Bottom-line
thought here is, get things ready during
the cooler more peaceful fall season and
be prepared for the harshness of winter
and early spring severe weather conditions
that are to come.

Not much to write about this month
so that’s it for September. Hope all that
can will participate in ARES activities com-
ing up and look forward to seeing you then.

Hams win over surveillance manufacturer

Score a big win for ham radio.
This as the FCC turns down a bid by
the manufacturer of theft deterrent
equipment to gain access to Amateur
Radio Spectrum.

Back on April 28, 1997, Check-
point Systems, Inc. requested that the
Commission amend Part 15 of its
rules. This, to increase the allowed
radiated and power line conducted
emission levels for intentional radiators
in the 1.705 to 30 MHZ band.

Checkpoint manufactures sys-
tems that are used to prevent the theft
of articles from retail stores and other
facilities. In its filing, the company said
that such a rule changes would permit
an increase in the operating range for
its electronic article surveillance gear
without increasing the risk of interfer-
ence to other radio services.

The FCC designated Check-
points request as RM 9092 and put
out for public comment. Responding
on behalf of Amateur Radio was the
American Radio Relay League.

On June 16th, 1997, the Ameri-
can Radio Relay League filed in oppo-
sition to the Checkpoint petition. The
ARRL pointed out that Checkpoint has

not provided any technical analysis of the
potential for increased interference to the
amateur radio service. The ARRL believes
that Checkpoint’s request would result in
increased interference to the amateur ra-
dio service which is allocated spectrum in
several frequency bands between 1.705
and 30 MHZ.

But that was not all. The ARRL also
noted that such installations are often lo-
cated close to amateur operations located
in residential areas. Also, the ARRL also
said that such a rule change was unnec-
essary due to the availability of alternative
technology that operates in higher fre-
quency bands.

On August 4th, Dale Hatfield who is
the Chief of the FCC’s Office of Engineer-
ing and Technology turned down the Check-
point request. | doing so Hatfield noted
that Checkpoint has not provided sufficient
technical analysis to support its assertion
that there is no risk of interference to other
radio services as the ARRL claims.
Hatfield also said that Checkpoint had not

submitted any scientific evidence to sup- ™

port its claim that building attenuation will
act to prevent this kind of interference.

Storm Spotters
Class Offered

The National Weather Service will
be conducting a Beginner Storm Spot-
ter class on Thursday, September 24,
at 7:00 PM at Gwinnett Medical Center
in Lawrenceville. The class will be held
in classroom 5 in the education center
(near the labor and delivery center and
adjacent to the medical records room).
You do not need to pre-reqister, just
come to the class.

There is no charge for this class.
It is open to the public and is for any-
one who wants to find out more about
being able to spot severe weather inthe
making for their own personal safety, or
for someone who wants to become a
weather spotter for the National
Weather Service.

By attending the class, you are
qualified to be a weather spotter, but
not obligated to be one. All that being
a weather spotter involves is that the

NWS has a list of conditions that they™

want to be notified of. They give you a
phone number to call to report if you
see any of the listed conditions in your
area.

The class instructor (a meteorolo-
gist with the NWS) will give out refer-
ence booklets with pictures and text
describing what weather conditions to
look for that might become a severe
weather problem. They also tell you
how to estimate wind speed and rate of
rain fall. The instructor will also show a
film and will have a question and an-
swer session afterward. The class usu-
ally lasts about 2 to 2 1/2 hours.

If you would like to attend a
weather spotter class, and this one is
not convenient for you, contact Barry

to find out if there will be a class with a
time and location that would be suited
to your needs.
