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Generators From Ato Z

How to buy a generator?

The purpose of this segment of
my series is to discuss the
purchase of a generator. Buying a
generator should not be made on
an impulse, but with careful
research and consideration (unlike
a trip to the candy store!). Lets look
at the questions you should be
asking

In the event of a power outage,
what circuits in my house would |
like to have available? The answer
to this question will determine the
proper size generator for your use.
The simplest method is to add up
the wattage of each device you
wish to use. An incandescent light
bulb, a hair dryer, a hot plate or a
clothing iron are all called resistive
loads, that is, they use a continuous
amount of electricity (i.e. a 100 watt
light bulb uses 100 watts any time it
is energized). Resistive loads are
easy to calculate by simply adding
their rated wattage. Items such as
a refrigerator or a dishwasher are
called reactive loads because they
require an enormous amount of
wattage to start and far less to run
(or in the case of a refrigerator, it
draws this “start-up” current each
time it cycles on). Determining the
current draw of a reactive load is a
littte more challenging. One
method would be to contact the
manufacturer of each appliance and
ask them for this information (or
read the owners manual if you still
have it). Either source will tell you
what the start up current draw is or
they may ask you to read a code
located on the motor/compressor.
Another method is to use a very
handy device called an inductive
AC ammeter and use it to make
these measurements. It costs
about $ 50.00 and is sold by Radio
Shack. This device will either plug
in line with the appliance (120 volt

only) or will allow you to pass a hot
wire through it. (Please read the
instructions before using it If
you're unsure, please contact a
licensed electrician).  The third
method would be to obtain an
estimating chart from a local dealer,
but remember these are only
estimates.

Most generators are rated in
Wattage. This number is typically
the maximum power the generator
can deliver for a time period of no
more than thirty minutes (remember
what a duty cycle is?). If you add
up your requirements and you've
figured you'll need 4000 watts
continuous, you should be
purchasing a 5000-watt generator
(which is one of the most popular
for home stand-by use). This gap
should prolong the life of the
generator and give you many years
of dependable use.

Now that you've added up all
the wattage you'll need, the next
step is to determine which brand
you want (or can afford) and which
features are important. Your first
question when deciding on a brand
is to determine where you can
obtain local service. Many retall

outlets carry generators and sell
them very cheaply, but when the
generator needs service (normally
when you need to use it, hi-hi), the
importance of having a competent
service center located near you
cannot be underscored. The
second consideration is the
availability of replacement parts.

The Japanese brand
generators (Honda, Kawasaki,
Yamaha) as well as Kohler and
Generac will typically have parts for
both the generator end and the
engine available through one
source.  The service center is
normally able to obtain these parts
quickly, which means a fast turn-
around for vyou. Many other
generator companies use an engine
from one manufacturer, and either
produce their own generator end or
source it from a vendor. The pitfall
here, but not always, is that while
the engine parts availability is
usually very good, the manufacturer
may not have a service network for
the generator end, which means
you may be faced with a long delay
in obtaining service. Always make
sure that parts and service for both
the engine and generator are
readily available. This step is one
of the most important in the buying
process!

Now we need to look at the
“bells and whistles”. Some features
to consider are the run time per
tank of fuel, the decibel rating (do
you live in a subdivision?), the
number and type of outlets, and the
generator’'s ability to deliver
continuous output through one 240-
volt outlet. Also, there are
generators available that run on
more than one type of fuel
(gasoline, propane, LP, etc.) so you
should consider the pros and cons
of each. One feature important to
us hams is the ability of the
generator to charge an automotive/

marine type 12-volt battery. If you
wish to power a computer during an

outage, consult the computer
manufacturer for their
recommendation.

The final installment in this
series will be the safe operation of
your generator, some light
maintenance you can perform on
your own and the best way to hook
up your generator to you home
electrical system and getting the
most out of it's available power.

This month's ON THE AIR fea-
tures Mike Gioka - WB2SQS. Mike
was born in Denver, Colorado and
moved to Muskogee, Oklahoma at
a very early age.
