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New GARS Email List
Server and Online Calendar

The GARS email list first got
started back in 1994 when a few of
the club members that had email
addresses at the time wanted a way
to exchange email addresses from
a central location. At the time | was
serving as Secretary and
volunteered to maintain the list and
| think we probably had ten or
fifteen addresses on the initial list.
As time has passed and the
Internet has become more and
more a part of our everyday lives
the list has grown and grown as
more of us have acquired one or
more email addresses. The last
time | looked at the entire list it was
approaching two hundred separate
email addresses.

Just the effort to maintain the
list becomes quite unwieldy not to
mention the required effort for each
of us to keep our address books for
our particular email clients up to
date. The list has become very
dynamic, with frequent additions
and deletions as we gain and lose
members, and changes as folks
change their email address or add
new ones to their existing
addresses.

So what's the solution? An
email list on a list server. I've been
a subscriber to several lists from
onelist.com for digital photography
and it dawned on me that a server
based list could be set up using
them. With a few clicks of the
mouse and some keyboard entries
and viola!l, the GARS email list is a
reality at GARS@onelist.com .

How does this work? First of
all you have to subscribe to the list,
(there’s a link to the list on the
GARS web site) then all the email
messages sent to the list are
automatically routed to all list
subscribers. There’'s no need to
maintain that long list of email

addresses anymore, it's all done by
the list server.

When you subscribe to the list,
you have the choice of receiving all
the messages in separate email
messages or in digest form. The
list digest sends one message per
day with all the emails posted to the
list server during the previous 24
hours in a single message.

To post a message to the list,
all you have to do is create a new
email message with the address of
GARS@onelist.com, type your
message and then hit the send
button. To reply to a message from
the list so that all the other
subscribers see the reply, simply hit
the reply button. To reply to a
message from the list so that only
the originator of the message sees
the reply, use the forward button
and fill in the address of the person
that sent the message.

In addition to the email list now
being hosted by Onelist, the club
calendar of activities has also been
moved there as well. The calendar
there is very easy to maintain as
opposed to the one that was on the
GARS web site. To view the
calendar, go to the Onelist site at
http://www.onelist.com and login
using the account you used to
subscribe to the email list and click
on the GARS link from the list of
subscribed lists. The calendar will
feature the most up to date
information about scheduled club
activities.

If you've got any questions,
please let me know and I'll do my
best to help out.

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On The Air With Ade Wirth, W4ADE

This months’ ON THE AIR fea-
tures another member of our GARS
“northern” connection. Ade Wirth,
WA4ADE was born in Queens, New
York. Ade attended Brooklyn Tech-
nical School from beginning to end.
After finishing school, Ade joined
the U.S. Navy. Ade spent 3 years
floating in the Pacific and 1 year in
the Atlantic. During his tenure, Ade
rode the waves aboard two navy
cruisers and one supply ship. As
an Electronics Mate, Ade attained
the rank of 1 Class Petty Officer in
four years. This is a feat not easily
attainable in the current Navy struc-
ture, so that was quite an accom-
plishment.

After his service in the Navy,
Ade got married to Tammy. During
the day, Ade was a contracting con-
structor and by night, Ade attended
college at Fairleigh Dickinson Jun-
jor College. Ade says that by the
time he graduated, Fairleigh Dickin-
son had attained university status.
Ade! That doesn’'t mean you were
a career student does it? | guess
he majored in partying and goofing
off 101. Just kidding, Ade. Ade
graduated with a degree in Elec-
tronic Engineering.

As far as ham radio goes, he
got his first ticket at the age of 16.

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News From The League

NO QUESTION POOL
CHANGES — YET

The Amateur Radio examina-
tion question pools remain in a
holding pattern pending an an-
nouncement from the FCC on li-
cense restructuring. No question
pools or questions will change any-
time soon for any license class.

Last September, the National
Conference of Volunteer Examiner
Coordinators' Question Pool Com-
mittee announced that all question
pool updates were being put on
hold until after the FCC had acted
on Amateur Radio restructuring
(officially known as the Part 97 Bi-
ennial Review). Until the September
NCVEC QPC announcement, the
Advanced class question pool had
been scheduled to expire at mid-
night on June 30, 1999.

Current examination questions
and study materials remain valid
until further notice. The NCVEC re-
cently announced that it was post-
poning its annual meeting and won't
set a new meeting date until the
FCC drops the other shoe on Ama-
teur Radio restructuring. NCVEC
members were to meet July 9 in
Gettysburg, Pennsylvania. The
FCC's action is expected to have a
substantial impact on the content of
amateur examinations.

FCC SETS NEW VANITY FEE

The fee to apply for an Ama-
teur Radio vanity call sign will in-
crease from $13 to $14 starting
September 10, 1999.

The FCC has released its FY
1999 fee schedule which rounded
down the proposed $1.42 per year
fee.

The FCC continues to receive
in excess of 1000 vanity applica-
tions per month. During May, the
FCC got 1165 vanity applications,
all but 141 of them filed electroni-
cally.

SPECTRUM PROTECTION BILL
ADDS COSPONSORS

There are now 76 cosponsors
for The Amateur Radio Spectrum
Protection Act, HR 783. The meas-
ure would require the FCC to pro-
vide "equivalent replacement spec-
trum" should the agency reallocate
any Amateur Radio or Amateur Sat-
ellite service allocations to another
service.

"Our regular visits to Congres-
sional offices on Capitol Hill indicate
that, while most members of Con-
gress understand and appreciate
the benefits of Amateur Radio,
some are reluctant to sign onto
such a technical piece of legislation
without some indication of support
from their own constituents," says
ARRL Legislative and Public Affairs
Manager Steve Mansfield, NTMZA.

HR 783 still must make it out
of the House Telecommunications
Subcommittee and its parent House
Commerce Committee before it
goes to the House floor.

There's a lot of pending legis-
lation already in the pipeline, how-
ever, so that could take some time.

FCC SAYS HAMS NEXT IN LINE
FOR ULS

The FCC says the Amateur
Service is the next in line to be con-
verted to the Universal Licensing
System. Amateur Radio is sched-
uled for ULS "deployment" in Au-
gust. Most of the remaining wireless
services will be converted from their
old licensing systems to ULS in
phases during the remainder of
1999. :

The FCC has adopted a Re-
port and Order to enable public ac-
cess to application and licensing
information in the ULS via the Inter-
net. The FCC says its decision will
"significantly enhance the ability of
the public to access public record
information regarding wireless |li-
censees, at a reduced cost."

The Universal Licensing Sys-
tem will replace the venerable Form
610 series with a new, inclusive
electronic document known as
Form 605. It also will incorporate
the vanity call sign program. The
ULS will permit amateurs to file ap-
plications, modifications or renew-
als via the Internet. Individual hams
will not be required to file electroni-
cally, however. So far, nearly 6000
amateurs have registered with the
ULS.
