Clarence Upthegrove, AJ4S

This months’ ON THE AIR
features Clarence Upthegrove -
AJ4S. Clarence was born in
Wooster, Ohio but his parents
relocated to West Palm Beach
shortly after his birth, so Clarence
actually grew up there. Clarence
attended grammar school there and
graduated from West Palm Beach
High School.

Right out of high school,
Clarence went straight to work for
Southern Bell, starting out in the
company as a lineman. Clarence
didn’t enjoy that very much so |
suppose you won't be seeing
Clarence high atop your newly
erected tower, placing your 6
element beam into place. As a
matter of fact, Clarence doesn't
really enjoy climbing his own
tower !l Clarence would end up
staying with Southern Bell for 37
years.

Clarence’s introduction to ham
radio came in 1955 when a fellow
Southern Bell employee, neighbor
and ham (K41YU) got Clarence
interested.  Clarence successfully
passed his Novice test and became
KN4QBV. One year later, Clarence
upgraded to General and became
K4QBV. It was later on that
Clarence would put in for a call
change. He didn’t like what he got
(AE4AX) so he waited for the vanity
gate to open and put in for AJ4S.

While employed with Southern
Bell in West Palm Beach, Florida,
Clarence was picked to assist in
maintaining the telephone system
at President John F. Kennedy's’
West Palm Beach White House.
This was quite an honor for
Clarence. Although he would never
get the opportunity to meet
President Kennedy, Clarence did
pass “the first lady” in the hall one
day and did catch the passing scent
of a very expensive perfume. Later

on, in 1963, Clarence did get the
opportunity to meet John F.
Kennedy, Jr....at that time known as
“John John”. One of the highlights
of his tenure at the Florida White
House was when President
Kennedy’s' press secretary, Pierre
Salinger arranged a cruise for
Clarence and the other assistants
on the Presidential yacht. Clarence
and his wife did enjoy that quite a
bit. “Old” Clarence was “high stylin”
maritime mobile !!!

During his duties at the Florida
White House, Clarence had the
opportunity to operate the Collins S-
Line station that was set up there.
It was around that time that the
Worlds Fair was to open in Seattle
and President Kennedy was
scheduled to close the CW key and
send a signal to be relayed through
Washington to Seattle to light the
lights during the opening
ceremonies of the fair. Before that
was to happen, the Secret Service
questioned Clarence as to whether
the safety of the President was in
jeopardy by closing that CW key.
Clarence said the only danger
might be a little “shock”  The
Secret Service wanted this rectified
because they said there would be
no telling what might come out of

the President's mouth should he get
shocked. They made Clarence re-
wire the key so there would be no
danger at all to the President.
Everything came out okay and
Clarence says President Kennedy
must have had a “good fist’
because the lights “lit" and the
Worlds’ Fair opened without a flaw.
Clarence and his wife
relocated to Atlanta in 1973 after 37
years with Southern Bell. Retired
for 15 years, Clarence and his wife
are like most retirees as now they
are busier now than before
retirement. They are the parents of
a son and a daughter and
grandparents to 5. Clarence joined
GARS in 1994 and has been one of
the clubs most loyal volunteers
since joining. He thinks that GARS
is the best club he has ever been
associated with and looks for great
things for the club in the future.

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Of Race Cars and Radios

It's my turn to tell how | got
started in amateur radio. The com-
pany that | work for has quite a few
licensed amateur radio operators
working there and | became friends
with several of them. A couple of
them, Rick (WD4ABO) and Cal
(K4JSR), talked to me a good bit
about getting my license and get-
ting on the air. In fact, one day Rick
brought a set of code tapes and a
Novice license manual by my desk
and dropped them off for me to
study. | took the stuff home and
worked on it a bit but never really
applied myself. Then along the no-
code Technician license and Rick
tried again to get me to study and
take the test. But | was busy with
other things and still didn’t catch the
ham bug.

| did promise to talk about race
cars didn't I? I've been a race fan
for many years and several years
ago one of the guys | worked with
named Rick (same name, different
person) put up a notice on the com-
pany bulletin board that he was
looking for people to help out with a
race team he was running. Rick
had a stock car that he’d been run-
ning at Lanier Raceway up near
Braselton and needed some help.
Rick was the owner, driver, chief
mechanic, and pit crew at the time.
Like | said, I'd been a fan for years
but was pretty clueless about work-
ing on cars. So | talked to Rick, told
| was willing to learn and eager to
help out and off to the race track we
did go.

| really had no idea what | was
getting myself into but | was com-
mitted and probably should have
been. After starting with the basic
idea was that if you turned the key it
nothing happened then the car was
broken, Rick taught me a lot of ba-
sic car maintenance and by talking
to others at the track and reading |
picked up a good deal. In no time
at all | was measuring tires for stag-

ger, setting up the car for races, do-
ing maintenance work, and got
really good at beating out the dents
and dings from the usual short track
skirmishes. We got better and bet-
ter and won several races and were
in the top five in points in our divi-
sion when a really nasty wreck to-
taled out the race car. By this time
we had several other people work-
ing with us and we all decided to
take a break and think about our
next steps. We started a new car
but never really had our heart in it
and the team dissolved.

But | promised to talk about
race cars and radios, so here’s the
tie in. After the race team broke up,
| had time again to go sit in the
stands and be a spectator so | de-
cided to buy a scanner to listen in
on the crews during the race. So
my friend Rick, not the race car
driver, the other Rick (WD4ABO)
told me he had a Bearcat scanner
he wanted to sell. We made a deal,
and | picked up the radio from him.
| got home and turned it on, he'd
charged up the battery packs for
me and had left it programmed as
he used it. Well the first things | lis-
tened to were 2 meter repeaters all
around town. | did that for a week
or so and one day said heck | can
do more than listen, | can get my
license and talk back to those guys.

So it was back to Rick, the
ham not the driver, and he pointed
me to a copy of “Now You're Talk-
ing” and | started studying. After a
couple of weeks | was ready for the
test and headed over to Southern

Tech to take it only to find out I'd
read the schedule wrong and was a
week late. Dang it! Here | was all
ready to go and couldn’t take the
test. Well a week later, | was at the
Jackson EMC building ready to take
the test. | figured | was on the right
track this time because several
people were milling around outside
the building. So | parked my car
went up and stood around waiting
to be let in and starting listening to
the ongoing conversation. Then
this gentleman comes over and in-
troduces himself, “Hi, 'm Howie,
WANVF”. | mumbled my name in
return and told him | was there to
take my Tech test. Howie was
there to take his Extra exams as
was Duane (WD4H) and Steve
(ADALY).

It turned out that we couldn’t
use the EMC building that day and
the test was moved to a different
location but | still got to take the test
and passed it. | remember Howie
finishing his code test and telling
the VE's that he didn’t need to see
the questions because he’d gotten
perfect copy on the whole thing. He
was right and | know this is hard to
imagine, quite jubilant. Anyway, |
got my certificate and started to
leave to begin the long wait for my
license to arrive. But before | left,
Duane invited me to come to a
GARS meeting and I'm happy to
say that | took him up on the invita-
tion.

At this time, September, 1993,
friends who'd taken the test had
been waiting 10 and 12 weeks and
had just gotten their license. So |
figured | was in for a long wait. But
the waiting game was getting to me
as I'd heard rumors that some folks
had gotten their license in as little
as 6 weeks. So after six weeks had
passed, | called the FCC only to
find out their computer system was
down but was assured by the voice

Now my friend Rick, yeah the
ham, had lent me a ICOM IC-32AT
handie talkie that I'd been listening
to every day back and forth to work
and every other free minute | had.
The battery was charged and ready
to go so | grabbed it and keyed up
the GARS 2 meter repeater,
“*KE4GYM monitoring” and | heard
‘KE4GYM this is KN4MK, Dean
here”. There it was my first contact.
Dean is now AD40OD and he too
invited me to come out to GARS
and as they say the rest is history.
