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On The Air With Bob Varone, W4ETN

This months' ON THE AIR will
be featuring Bob Varone, W4ETN.
Bob was born in Montclair, New
Jersey along with his twin brother.
Then it wouldn't be right to leave his
twin brother out. Bob moved to
Passiac, New Jersey where he at-
tended grammar school. He then
relocated to Saddlebrook, New Jer-
sey and lived there through the 7th
grade.

In 1963, at the age of 16, Bob
got his Novice ticket as WN2GLI.
Six months later, Bob upgraded to
Technician as WB2GLI. He then
"hit the code hard" and upgraded to
General. Bob went from Novice to
Technician to General in less than a
year. This was quite an accom-
plishment, especially for such a
young man. As a Novice, Bob built
his first rig out of an old TV. It ran
50 watts and his receiver was also
homebrew. Now the question that
comes to my mind is, if you build a
rig out of a TV, do you have to in-
stall a filter on it to keep from inter-
fering with yourself? Bob's "Elmer"
was W2DFV, a very nice guy and a
tool and die maker by trade. He
had all the tools and took Bob and a
friend of his, K2NJ, under his wings
and showed them the "ABC's" of
amateur radio. Many years later, in
1988, Bob wrote an article that was
published in QST about his "Elmer".
| think this to be a great tribute to a
very good man. As a Technician,
Bob had a Heathkit "Sixer". The
Heathkit Sixer was commonly re-
ferred to as a "lunchbox" for obvi-
ous reasons.

Bob moved to Edison, New
Jersey after the 7th grade and
graduated from John B. Stevens
High School in 1965. Immediately
after high school, Bob attended
Parsons College in Fairfield, lowa.
After one year, Bob ran out of
money, so he joined the U.S. Air
Force in 1966.

Bob's first duty station was

Lackland Air Force Base Texas.
From there he went to Chanute
AFB in lllinois as an Aircraft Instru-
ment Specialist. Later, he trans-
ferred to McGuire AFB in New Jer-
sey working closely on C-130 and
C-141 aircraft. Bob lived in Borden-
town and with 14 months left in the
service had tours of duty in Viet-
nam, Okinawa, the Philippines, Tai-
wan and Japan. At all of these duty
stations, Bob was a main operator
for the Air Force MARS stations.
Then, in 1969, Bob successfully up-
graded his ham ticket to Advanced.

With his military duty now his-
tory, Bob went to work in 1970 for
The Burroughs Corporation in Pis-
cataway, New Jersey. Bob worked
there for about 3 years, building the
memory (core) portions of com-
puters. These cores, once com-
pleted by Bob, were then shipped to
another company for the integration
process into the finished com-
puters.

In 1973, Bob relocated to Is-
lan, New Jersey to work for The
Siemans Corporation. He was a
member of the Power Emergency
Division as the Control Systems Su-
pervisor. He later became a Sales
Engineer, a job that put Bob on the
road traveling all over the United
States. Bob worked for Siemans
for about 4 years.

In 1976, and a little tired of the
New Jersey area, Bob moved to
Fort Lauderdale, Florida to work for
Amcomm, a company that special-
ized in the building of 2 meter ra-
dios. In 1977, Amcomm became
the very first company to build a
fully synthesized 2-meter ham ra-
dio. These were 25 watts FM ra-
dios. No more crystal controlled
rigs by Amcomm! Bob worked in
the Engineering Department.

It was in Ft. Lauderdale that
Bob was issued the call WB4CBF,
but he was only able to use the call
for a few months. Why just a few

months, you asked? Well, it seems
the Callbook discovered that
WB4CBF was already issued to an-
other ham! Yep, old "Friendly Char-
lie Charlie", a.k.a. the FCC, made a
mistake and issued the call TWICE.
Realizing their error, they sent Bob
a letter to cease using WB4CBF
and instructed him that from now he
would be affectionately known as
WA4ETN. Since that time, Bob has
shortened his call to W4ETN.

While at Amcomm, Bob was
appointed the Manufacturing Man-
ager over the Test Department.

In 1978, Bob left Amcomm and
went back to The Burroughs Corpo-
ration located in Coral Springs,
Florida as a Test Engineer. Bob
built and designed test equipment.
Later, Bob would be promoted to
Supervisor of the Test Department.

In 1981, Bob moved to Atlanta
and went to work for Scientific At-
lanta as a Production Supervisor.
He later became the Director of
Manufacturing over the Broadband
Group, a position he held until
1984.

Bob then went to work for
Hayes as a supervisor of the Tech-
nical Department. Bob was there
less that a year and then went to
work for U.S. Sprint (later to be-
come Sprint). Bob was Operations
Manager over the Video Conferenc-
ing Group.

In 1988, Bob went to work for
Andersen Instruments building air
quality sampling equipment. He
was Operations Manager for 7 1/2
years.

In 1996, Bob went to work for
Video Conferencing Systems, Inc.
as a Customer Service Engineer
and has been there ever since.

Bobs' amateur radio gear con-
sists of a Yaesu FT-1000, an AL82
Ameritron amplifier and a Mosley
Pro 57 Yagi at 50 feet on a tilt-over
crank up tower. Bob works all
bands including the WARC bands.
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Bob has a PK232 system for RTTY
and a Kentronics 2400 for Packet.
Bob also owns a Kenwood TS-50
mobile rig with hamsticks and has
2-meter rigs in both cars. Bob is a
"rabid" DX'er and is on the DXCC
Honor Roll with 338 countries con-
firmed. He only lacks the last two
countries, North Korea and Scar-
borough Reef. He did work the reef
(BS7H) in 1994, but it did not count
because the station was up on scaf-
folds off the rocky surface. Later,
Bob had another chance to work
Scarborough, but passed on the
chance, thinking that it wouldn't
count again but this time it WOULD
have counted. Bob's still kicking
himself for that one! Bob has
Worked All Zones #704, Worked All
States on 160 Meters #520 and
Worked All Continents on both CW
and Phone.

Bob has certainly been a busy
guy and has accomplished a lot in
life as well as in ham radio. | found
Bob to be a real upbeat guy and full
of positive, exciting things to say
about amateur radio. You might
catch Bob on the repeater early
mornings. If you hear him, give him
a call. He's a real pleasurable guy
to talk to.

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February Dog Show

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GEORGIA AMATEURS RE-
SPOND TO TORNADO
DISASTER

Amateur Radio operators r e-
sponded in force after tornadoes
struck rural extreme southwes t-
ern Georgia this week, killing at
least 18 and injuring around 100
others. The storms wiped out
nearly 200 houses. Georgia Se c-
tion Emergency Coordinator
Tom Rogers, KR40L, reports
that hams from nearby comm u-
nities including Moultrie and A 1-
bany turned out to help.

Twisters generating winds in e x-
cess of 150 MPH leveled a hou s-
ing development in the town of
Camilla, in Mitchell County late
Sunday and early Monday. The
town was one of the worst-hit
areas. The storm also tore roofs
from houses and flattened m o-
bile homes. The storm caught
many by surprise since warnings
were not issued until after resi-
dents had retired for the night.

Georgia Gov Roy Barnes de-
clared a state of emergency in
Colquitt, Grady, Mitchell and
Tift counties. Georgia Emer-
gency Management Agency re-
ports emergency shelters have
been set up in Camilla and
Moultrie. The Salvation Army
and the Red Cross also were in-
volved in the recovery effort.

"Shelters are open, and the Geo r-
gia Baptist Hams are setting up

feeding locations and assisting
with the cleanup," Rogers said.
An HF emergency net was estab-
lished on 75 meters to coordinate
activities, but the need for emer-
gency communication was min i-
mal since the telecommunic a-
tions infrastructure was still in-
tact.

Damage was put at $25 million.
Thousands were left without
power in Georgia and elsewhere
as a result of the severe weath er.
The storm that wreaked havoc
on Georgia was part of a system
that also struck Arkansas, Ten-
nessee,

Mississippi and Alabama before
moving into Georgia, Northeas t-
ern Florida and the Carolinas.

K1LNC NAMED AS
INTERNATIONAL
HUMANITARIAN AWARD
WINNER

The ARRL has named Edwin
Petzolt, KILNC, of Hobe Sound,
Florida, as the winner of its 1999
International Humanitarian
award. A presentation was made
earlier this month at the Miami
Tropical Hamboree by ARRL
President Jim Haynie, W5JBP,
and ARRL Southeastern Divi-
sion Director Frank Butler,
W4RH.

On June 29, 1998, Petzolt re-
sponded to an on-the-air emer-
gency call on 20 meters and
found himself on the other end

of a life-threatening situation in
Central America where heavily
armed gunmen had kidnapped
four missionaries in northern
Guatemala and held them for
ransom. Desperate to save his
family, missionary Elam Stolfus,
TG7XQS, turned to ham radio --
his only

connection to the outside worl d.
On the other end he found Ed
Petzolt,

KI1LNC.

Upon learning of the family's
plight, Petzolt, phone-patched
Stolfus to the

US Embassy in Guatemala City
to arrange for military and police
assistance.

He then remained at the radio for
much of the next seven hours to
provide

communications and relay info r-
mation that would contribute to
the successful

rescue of the hostages and the
capture of the terrorists.

The ARRL International Hu-
manitarian Award recognizes € x-
traordinary service

through Amateur Radio skills for
the benefit of others in times of
Crisis or

disaster. The award recipient is
selected by a committee ap-
pointed by the

League's President. Petzolt's
award was confirmed by the
ARRL Board of

Directors during its meeting last
month in Memphis.
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An ARRL Life Member, Petzolt
credited Bud Palmer, KC4LCD,
Tim Reeves,

WB4WUK, and "everyone else
who helped keep the frequency
clear," with making

the rescue mission possible.

The story of Petzolt's efforts is
detailed in "Guatemala Rescue!"
in The

ARRLWeb Extra for September
1, 1998, on the ARRLWeb
Members Only site,
http://www.arrl.org/members -
only/extra/features/1998/0901/1/
index.html

A footnote: Petzolt this week b e-
came involved in another Am a-
teur Radio

rescue mission: "I patched a do c-
tor from Honduras to a doctor in
Pennsylvania this morning re-
garding a nine-month-old little
girl with a

life-threatening, congenital heart
condition," he reported February
17.

Petzolt said the US doctor
agreed to perform the surgery in
Pennsylvania for

free. He then patched the ham --
Ronaldo Roll, HR3RON, a
Catholic priest--into

the US Embassy in Tegucigalpa
to arrange to expedite the nece s-
sary paperwork

for the infant and her mother to
get a medical visa. Petzolt said
Roll has

agreed to pay their airfare to and

from the US. "I think I found my
calling
in life," Petzolt remarked.

STENSAT RELEASED BUT
POSSIBLY
MALFUNCTIONING

StenSat has been released by the
OPAL "mother ship," but little
or nothing

has been heard from the Am a-
teur Radio picosat, raising fears
that it has

malfunctioned. StenSat was one
of two picosats released Febr u-
ary 10 by

OPAL--Stanford University's
Orbiting Picosat Automatic
Launcher. The other

was the JAK payload.

Since the deployment, stations
monitoring StenSat's 436.625
MHz downlink

have heard only very weak si g-
nals, or nothing at all. According
to StenSat

coordinator Hank Heidt,
N4AFL, StenSat may be operat-
ing in an "abnormal

mode." The picosat was sup-
posed to transmit a CW identi-
fier and packet

telemetry after deployment, but
neither have been heard. Heidt
speculated

that it might be operating in FM
transponder mode.

Clifford Buttschardt, K7RR, re-
ported hearing his transmissions
repeated

through StenSat on February 12
