A.2. It shall be the policy of GARS to support other amateur
radio groups with kindred objectives.

B. Membership

B.1. Any person regardless of race, creed, national origin,
or religious affiliation, and having an interest in Ama-
teur Radio shall be eligible for membership in GARS.

il Full voting membership shall be available to recognized li-
censed amateur radio operators.

2, Non-voting associate membership shall be available to other
applicants.
3: Associate members who become licensed amateurs shall,

upon proper application, receive full membership privileges.
B.2. Application for membership shall be submitted to the membership
committee on a special form provided for that purpose. Each such applica-
tion shall be accompanied by dues as specified in section F. of these bylaws.
The committee shall act upon each application at that present club meeting
or at the following club meeting. Applications approved by the membership
committee shall be voted upon by the GARS membership at that present
meeting, a majority of the members present being required for acceptance.
If the voting is unfavorable, the application and dues shall be returned. A
rejected applicant may reapply ninety (90) days following the rejection and
this application must be presented at a club meeting along with the recom-
mendations of the committee.
