Part 3 

D. Duties of Officers  
D.1. The President shall preside at all meetings of the GARS and conduct same 
according to the rules adopted, he shall enforce due observance of the charter 
and of these bylaws, decide all questions of order, sign all official documents 
that adopted by the GARS, be an ex officio member of all com­mittees, and 
perform all customary duties pertaining to the office of President. 
D.2. The Vice President shall assume all the duties of the president in the

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absence of the president and shall be an ex officio member of all committees. 
D.3. The Treasurer shall receive and receipt all moneys paid to the GARS; he shall keep an accurate ac-
count of all moneys received and expended; and he shall expend no club funds without prior authorization 
by the GARS or its officers constituting a business committee, except that : 
1. Regularly recurring bills of the club shall be considered to be authorized expenditures, and 
2. The club may, by majority vote in a regular business session, empower him to expend club funds up to a 
stated amount for an extraordinary purpose in furtherance of club business without prior authorization. 
He shall give a report at each meeting of the income and outgo of the club finds for the past month, and he 
shall give a financial status of the GARS at such intervals as the club may from time to time see fit. He shall 
at the expiration of his term turn over everything in his possession belonging to the GARS to his successor. 

The Secretary shall keep a record of the proceedings of all meetings, keep a roll of members in con-
junction with the Treasurer, carry out all correspondence, thank in writing all guest speakers and other such 
persons, firms, or organizations obligating to the GARS by their favors, read communications at the meet-
ings, and shall at the end of his term turn over everything in his possession belonging to the GARS to his 
successor. 
D.5. The Activities Manager shall be in charge of official activities of the GARS and shall appoint such as-
sistants as may be necessary to assist him in specific fields of activity. He shall cooperate with the ARRL 
Emergency Coordinator to the best of his ability and shall direct all GARS emergency activities.

HAMFEST 
2000

This marks my first column in the GARZETTE as the Emergency Coordinator for 
Gwinnett County.  I’ve written for this newsletter in the past under many different hats 
for GARS over the past few years but by now you’ll hear more from me on ARES activi-
ties than with GARS activities.  I will continue to be a member of GARS and support 
GARS as much as possible but ARES will be my primary focus. 

While GARS and ARES are two separate and distinct organizations I want to say how much the Gwinnett 
ARES appreciates the support we do receive from GARS.  Our task to provide communications in times of emer-
gencies and/or disaster relief would be much more difficult without the use of the GARS repeater system.  Thanks 
again to the GARS officers and members for giving ARES access to this great communications system. 

If we have your current email address in the ARES membership database, then you should have received an 
email invitation to join the Metro Atlanta ARES Intranet.  Instead of creating a new email reflector for the ARES 
group, I decided to use the intranets.com site to set up a discussion area for our group.  Then as I was talking with 
Jeff Harrison, KD4GPI, who is now the Metro Atlanta District Emergency Coordinator, we decided to expand the 
site to include all the ARES organizations in the eleven Metro Atlanta counties.   

The site has discussion groups that you can participate in, one has been set up for each of the counties, so 
you can see what’s going on in our group or in any of the other groups around the area.  With the discussion areas, 
you won’t get email from the site, instead you’ll read and respond to the posts right there online.  There’s a calen-
dar there with listings for the Metro Atlanta ARES nets and meetings.  There’s a file upload area that has some 
useful information already posted there. I hope that if you’ve already signed up that you check back in several 
times a week and will start to use some of the features there.  If you haven’t been invited to sign up yet, then it’s 
most likely because I don’t have your current email address in the membership database.  If you’ll send me an 
email message to k4wec@bellsouth.net I’ll update the information in the database and send you an invitation to the 
Intranet site with the registration code that’s required.   

Speaking of email, I’ve asked during the past several ARES nets that all ARES members send me an email 
with their grid square, from the ADC 10th edition map book and their nearest fire station.  I’m adding this information 
to the ARES membership database so that a report can be generated with this information and in times of emer-
gencies we can match up people to an area near their residence.  If you don’t have one of the map books I really 
encourage you to get one and keep it with your ready bag.   

I’m writing this article after having just returned home from our Simulated Emergency Test that was held on 
October 7th.  The drill turned out to be quite a success. The scenario was that Hurricane Sandy, a category 2 hurri-
cane, had come ashore on the coast near Savannah and had moved inland stalling out over Atlanta.  The Red 
Cross had opened shelters because of evacuations from the coastal areas and local evacuations because of flood-
ing.  Not content with that, we also had a train derailment during the storm with a toxic chemical spill so that the 
Gwinnett County EMA has asked for assistance with some communications.    

We had 16 people check into our net as available for dispatch with a total of 35 people checking in.  As part of 
the exercise, a staging area was set up at Rhodes Jordan Park and from there amateur radio operators were sent 
to various locations to set up portable communications stations and communicate with each other and with the 
staging area on simplex frequencies.  These sites included the Red Cross Center, the 911 Center, Central Gwin-
nett High School and Collins Hill High School. 

I want to thank all those people who participated in the exercise.  We thankfully haven’t had to activate this 
year since the ice storm that hit us this past January so it was good to get out and practice setting up our emer-
gency communications. 

That’s all for this month, please remember our monthly meetings on the second Tuesday night of the month at 
Gwinnett Medical Center in Lawrenceville and our weekly ARES net each Monday night at 9 PM on the GARS two 
meter repeater.

So, you've passed the test and are now the proud owner of a brand-
new license that allows you the wondrous privilege of communicat-
ing on the HF bands with other amateur radio operators all over the 

world. Your box of freshly-made QSL cards has arrived in the mail, your shack is looking go-o-o-od with that new... to you, 
anyway...HF rig that you picked up at the last Hamfest (at a really UN-believable price, of course) and you're ready to start 
racking up the contacts. Well, good for you!! 
 
To me, sending and receiving QSL cards is a real joy, and I'd like to pass along a few simple tips that just might make 
things a little bit easier for you. 
 
Exchanging cards for stateside contacts is very simple. Addresses are readily available on the QRZ database, and most hams 
are more than happy to send you a card in return, especially if you're considerate enough to enclose a SASE. Some might 
even return your SASE to you unused and pay the postage themselves, but believe me, the gesture is always appreciated. 
 
For DX contacts, being a member of the ARRL is a definite plus. Of course, if you're one of those independently wealthy 
types, footing the bills for the cost of direct mailing might not be a big deal, but if you're like most of us, having the privi-
lege of sending out cards via the bureau is a whole lot easier... and a whole lot cheaper. 
 
To send a pile of cards out via the bureau, write the recipient's call sign on the back of each card in the upper right hand cor-
ner, and then arrange all of the cards in order, according to the first character. Slap a rubber band around them and attach 
either a label from one of your QST magazines, or a piece of paper containing the information from your label. (This serves 
as proof of your membership in the ARRL.)  
 
Now, you can either do this next step the hard way, or the really, really easy way. You can enclose payment in the form of 
check or money order at a rate of $6 per pound, which works out to $1 for up to 10 cards, $2 for 11-20 cards, $3 for 21-30 
cards, etc. and then package it all up, addressing it to ARRL Outgoing Bureau, 225 Main Street, Newington, CT. 06111. 
Now you can traipse off to the local post office, where you might expect to stand in line until you grow cobwebs while wait-
ing to send your package off on its merry way. OR.... You can bring your cards and proof of ARRL membership to  
the next GARS meeting and hand them off to Ade Wirth, W4ADE, our very own QSL manager, and he'll take it from there. 
 
Now, there are some countries that aren't served by the bureau. If you're lucky, the person you've spoken to in one of these 
countries has a QSL manager, maybe even one who is stateside. If you direct mail to a manager, be sure to include a SASE 
for stateside managers and a self-addressed envelope and a dollar bill or two or three to cover the return postage for over-
seas managers. And please, take a moment to send a personal note of thanks to the QSL managers... they do such a great 
service for the amateur radio community.  It's awfully nice to take a minute to express a word or two of appreciation to 
them. If the person you speak to doesn't have a manager, then you'll have to go the direct mailing route. This requires the 
same thing as an overseas manager... a self-addressed envelope and money to cover postage. Also, be advised that not all 
cards... or money... ever reach their intended destination. However, to me, even if every card you send out via direct mail 
doesn't yield a card in return, it's more than worth it to try. Getting those cards in the mail with the beautiful foreign stamps 
and a personal message is a great experience. 
 
To claim your incoming cards, send several (I'm optimistic: I always send about six at a time) 5" x 7 1/2" or 6" x 9" SASEs 
to your particular bureau with your call sign clearly marked in the upper left hand corner. Since most of you have 4-lander 
call signs, I'll just give that information. If you have a single letter prefix, like K4HBI, your incoming bureau is Mecklen-
berg Amateur Radio Club, P.O. Box DX, Charlotte, NC, 28228, and if you have a two letter prefix, like me, you are as-
signed to Sterling Park ARC, Call Box 599, Sterling, VA, 20167. 
 
For those of you with other than a 4 in your call sign, if you aren't sure about your incoming bureau, see Ade or me for that 
information. We can also let you know which countries are not served by the bureau. Ade said he'll be bringing some paper-
work to club meetings that will probably answer most of your questions. 
 
So, there you have it. It's that simple. So, get your QSL cards all ready, and bring them to Ade at each club meeting, so we 
can keep him re-e-al busy. Y'know, this is quite a service he is providing for us at GARS, so be sure to tell him thanks.

Everyone who knows me realizes that I am crazy about CW.  I have had many great qso’s on the air then I stumbled on KI8DU’s 
website. His website listed many CW nets.  WOW!  A CW net, what is this I asked?  I listened to the CSN (Carolina Slow Net) 
and the VSN (Virginia Slow Net).  Is this cool or what?   
 
These nets and others only run at 5 to 8 words per minute so it is very easy to listen and write down what is sent.  Almost like 
that wonderful code test, Hi Hi.  Really, there are many slow nets and the speed is great for a beginner to copy just as is W1AW 
and there are nets at all times during the day.  
 
I listened to the CSN net and could not believe my ears. What is this?  (CSN CSN W4EAT Carolina Slow Net meets daily all are 
Welcome CSN…)  After a brief preamble I heard a call for South Carolina Rep and then a little later the wonderful sound (CSN 
QNI K) this is a call for any station to check-in. 
 
I listened and copied 100 percent of what was sent.  Remember that a net like this only lasts for about 20 minutes if there is no 
traffic.  I heard a station check-in and then I heard him excused from the net a few minutes later.  I listened to this net daily and 
copied everything down and looked at my charts to decipher the Q-code. 
 

Some nights I would pretend that I was a certain station and write down ahead of time 
what I would send to check-in and what I would send to check out. Usually the same 
stations check in to these nets over and over again.   
 
The stations checking in sent something like this… (de KG4FXG ge Carl qru k) Basi-
cally, this says, “This is KG4FXG good evening Carl no traffic and k or go ahead.”  
That’s it to checking in. 
 
A few minutes later the net control station will ask you to qnx which means to check-
out because you are excused from the net.  He will send something like this… (nw qnx 
KG4FXG 73 K)  I would then send the following… (tu Carl 73 de KG4FXG ar sk e e).  
The translation is, “Thank you Carl, 73 this is KG4FXG end of message, clear.”  Some 
nets just use K at the end, more simply stated, just copy what someone else sent but 

use your call sign. I had it written down in advance. 
 
The big day is now here.  I listened and said to myself I am going to check-in.  Hey, it is only two small sentences that I am going 
to send which is the best qso for a beginner nice and short.  I was a bit fearful, hand shaking, nerves on end from that second pot 
of coffee, and here comes the net.  I copied down the beginning preamble and heard several stations check-in.  The net control 
sends CSN CSN de W4eat qni K.  When you hear qni K that is your cue to check-in.
