E. Meetings

GARS By-Laws

Part 4

E.1. Regular meetings shall be held once each calendar month at such place and time and at

such time as the president shall order. A regular meeting may be canceled by the president pro-
viding a special meeting is called for, under section E.2 of these bylaws, within ten (10) days of
the canceled meeting.

E.2. Special meetings may be called by the president upon the written request of any five (5)
members of the GARS, and for this purpose the President himself may sign such arequest. No-
tices shall be sent to all members by the secretary informing them of the special meeting of the
business to be transacted. Such notices shall be mailed in time to allow normal mail delivery, at
least twenty-four (24) hours prior to the meeting. Only such business as is designated in the no-
tice shall be transacted at the special meeting as provided in section E.1 of these bylaws, in
which case any business may be transacted.

In June 1992, after studying “Now Y ou're Taking’
and listening to some code tapes, | took my novice test at Stone
Mountain and passed the 5 word per minute code test. | took the
novice separate because | knew if | ever got the no code tech | would
not go back and get the code.

In August 1992 | went to the ham fest in Monroe and passed
the Technician part of the ham test.

The next day we were called out to south Florida to prepare
for Hurricane Andrew. Being a new ham | did not know all | needed
to and wasn't able to get in the emergency netsin Miami.

Through the efforts of several ham friends we began commu-
nications training with disaster relief and through the years it has
grown to two communications units and hundreds of hams.

Thanks to folk like Johnny, WAWKP and David, KD4APK
and Chuck KD4LXQ and many others my interest and experience
has grown in ham radio.

With the change in structure | have been able to upgrade to
genera and now listen still more to the HF bands than | talk. Time
will tell, but | have been able to check in several times to the Georgia
Baptist Disaster Relief on Sunday afternoon. Something | helped
start and now have the privilege to talk on.

| am glad to be a member of GARS and see so many of you
with your varied interests in ham radio. | admire the DXers talking
al over the world. | appreciate those of you who spend so much time
with the guys and galsin Venture Crew. | am indebted to those of
you who pass messaged with MARS. | am thankful for those of you
who support the American Red Cross in their times of need. | take
my hat off to those who park a car or help in abike-a-thon.

It all started in the afternoon with a simple phone call. 1 called Carl, WAEAT in South Caro-
lina with a simple question. What is QSP? In a CW net they use special Q-Signals that most
OP’s have on a pink cardboard sheet. QSP means relay. Well, 1 heard QSP and looked it up on
the chart. It said, “means to relay message”. What? 1 thought to myself, oh he can’t hear
the other station sending dah dit dah dit. 1 sent nothing and sat there puzzled about QSP.

Then it dawned on me, 1 am checking into a National Traffic System net whose purpose is to pass
radiograms as a form of public service. What if the ncs (Net Control Station) sent me a radio-
gram? It would be like passing me a football, 1 don’t know if 1 would know what to do with it!
What am 1 doing I asked myself?

1 spoke with Carl who is one of the most patient hams that I have met. He explained that he
had traffic for Gaffney and wanted to know if someone could relay. Obviously not relay the di
dahs sent by another station. (Hey, | have to work at this stuff). 1 also asked some more em-
barrassing questions. What is the purpose of radiograms? Who sends them? What do I do with
them? I might as well dig the hole a little deeper and ask all the questions now that I am on
a roll and the hole is deeper than Gordon’s Tower. This is the part of amateur radio 1 like
best. More experienced hams are always willing to point us new hams in the correct direction
with proper instruction. | am so grateful to those of you more experienced hams who are will-
ing to teach us new hams what must seem like trivial concepts about amateur radio.

Basically, you can send a radiogram for just about any-
thing. Most are considered ‘“routine” messages. Remember
this is Amateur Radio and no business can be conducted.
You can send one wishing someone happy birthday, or con-
gratulations on upgrading to an Extra Class License. How

about as a QSL for a great QSO on 30 meters? You can
read all about radiograms on the ARRL website, just
search for radiograms or NTS (National Traffic System).
Well, Carl said he had traffic, a “radiogram” for Macon

and he would pass it to me on the CSN Net that night. 1

was nervous all day worrying about an eight-word message.
Would I get it correct, could I deliver the message? |1

never sent one by CW. Times like these e-mail sounds so
good! Why do I punish myself like this? Ever felt this

way? Remember that first book report in front of the

class? How about your first date? Doesn’t it feel good

to have it over, what an accomplishment, and it is much

easier the second time isn’t it? |1 still will never like taking an amateur exam, sorry Lee.

1 copied down the radiogram and successfully passed it on to my friend Darrell AF4PX who passed
it on to the Georgia State Net. It was then passed on to Macon by a local ham. 1 am receiving
training from the Kentucky Slow Net which is teaching me how to receive and send radiograms
(traffic). Darrell AF4PX is patiently teaching me how to send and receive radiograms by send-
ing me a few training radiograms on the Kentucky Slow Net (KSN). The purpose of the slow nets
is to teach and train proper skills, and in my case make plenty of mistakes. 1 hope to be able
to write radiograms soon and maybe someday be the net control station.

KSN (Kentucky Slow Net) has 60 radiograms that are very short, but teach you how to write, re-
ceive and send radiograms. Other slow nets do the same. 1 receive about 8 radiograms per
week. |If you are interested in learning more about radiograms please refer to ww.gsl.net/
K18DU website for a list and link to many slow nets including KSN. Please feel free to call me
on the phone or paddles if you would like to learn more about radiograms and traffic nets. The
slow net you choose will gladly assign you a code buddy that will send you the training traffic
(Radiograms) when you check-in.
