As you have probably figured out by now I really like the CW nets. Well, it even gets better. Up
to this point | have talked about checking into a slow net.

It was the usual evening in the shack, and | was preparing to tune-up for the Kentucky Slow Net.
The clock say 10:00 PM and no net. Could the clock be wrong? Of course not, it's an MFJ it's
never wrong. Worried | call Rick, CQ CQ AE4NW de KG4FXG K. Rick answers and says you
call the net.

There aren’t words to describe the excitement and fear one feels this time. | have not finished
my Net Control Training yet. | prepare to send the preamble on my Bencher. There is goes...
(QST QST KSN KSN The Kentucky Slow Speed Net) and so on. My fingers are numb, | can’t
feel my hand but I can still send code.

| haven’t been this nervous since | signed up for a Code Buddy through the FISTS Program. |
received an e-mail from my new Code Buddy early in the morning and had a time and frequency
to meet. | worried my self sick the whole day about that gso. | even tried to write out gso on pa-
per ahead of time but it never went that way because my Code buddy didn’t have the script and
wouldn’t stick to it.

The preamble ends and the big moment is here, the part where I call for check-ins. (KSN KSN
QNI K) At this point I am getting relaxed but the excitement is still building. WOW, to actually
call for check-ins. | wish | could describe the feeling for you. Have you ever sat in the teacher’s
desk at school and pretended you were the teacher? How about sitting in the judge’s chair in a
courtroom or behind the steering wheel of Gordon’s van. Doesn’t it make you feel important?

After | called (KSN KSN QNI K) | heard a station send the letter (N). So | sent (N) back and they
responded with (de WB5NKC ge Bill gru k). The QNI is a call for net stations to report in. You
do this by first sending one letter of your suffix. | send back what | heard and the station
checked in saying good evening Bill no traffic.

Now the hard part comes in running a CW net. At this point all | have sent is the letter “N”. And
it is my turn to send again. First, the station checking in only sends their call sign. They know
me because in the preamble | gave my name and call. This is not like a 2 meter net. At this
point I am wishing it was because | need to know the station’s name that just checked in. Itis
my turn to send and | can’t take all day looking up the call in the net Roster to find the name.
Lucky for me | know it is Arley.

The biggest fear | have in running a CW net is knowing the name associated with the call. After
each station checks in it is my turn to send something to him or her. Again, its not like 2 meter
nets that have 4 or 5 in a row check in before net control acknowledges them. | have much re-
spect and admiration for those who run the 2 meter nets. That is not easy either. A small side

note, the fast CW nets will have several stations check-in and then recognize them.

here is more to running a CW net. Not only do you have to check them in, but also you have to
heck them out.

Story. Lets see if | can check out all the stations who checked in. You see, by now | have been
alling several times for check ins by sending (KSN KSN QNI K).

ell, the nerves start acting up again. So here it goes, | call Arley again by sending WB5NKC.
Arley responds by sending the letter “C”. Then | respond with the following line of text, (tu Arley
er gni nw gnx 73 de KG4FXG). Basically | said thanks for checking in now you are excused from
he net 73 this is KG4FXG. | would do the same for the rest of the stations who checked in to-
ight.

After the final station is checked out | make one last call for check-ins and then close the net. |
sent something like this, (Last Call for gni de KG4FXG K). Then | send, (NIL KSN NW QNF 73 de
SK KG4FXG CL). This basically says nothing heard KSN no longer controlled, net is free, 73 end
pf contact KG4FXG closing station.

hope this gave you a little glimpse into what happens on a slow net with no traffic and the Net
ontrol Station is extremely nervous. | have since called the net on other occasions and feel very
omfortable with it. | guess it just takes practice.
