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On The Air With Lou Manglass, NY 4F

This months On the Air article features Lou Manglass, NY4F. Lou was born in Stony Point, NY (asmall
town aong the Hudson River, about 35 miles north of New York City.) Lou’'sfamily has been in that area since
near the turn of the last century, amost since his Grandfather came to the U.S. from Italy. The areathey livein was
the site of a pivota battle in the American Revolution, and it even has a lighthouse. Stony Point has grown a lot
from the rural areaiit used to be. 1n 1970, Lou graduated from Albertus Magnus High school, which is located in
Bardonia, NY. Itisareligious Roman Catholic High School about 15 miles from his old home. Lou worked
through the last couple of semesters of collage as a maintenance worker and groundskeeper at a state hospital. Then
he worked as a technician a a Ford dealership. For ten years, beginning in 1976, he owned an independent auto re-
pair shop. Then he worked at Yugo Americafor 2 years, in various positions in the Service Department. In 1988,
he began working for Saab Cars USA as the District Service Manager for metro New York. Then, he and his family
moved to Georgia, in 1996, so that he could become Saab’s Warranty Compliance Manager, and so he did. To this
day, heiswith Saab, but moved to the Parts Department in 1998.

Lou has always been a scanner listener and SWL. He studied for his amateur radio exam when he was 13, but gave
up when he couldn’t attend atest session. Then, he regained his interest when one day, his son came up to him and
asked him to take him to atest sesson. Lou was very surprised because he didn’'t even know his son was studying!
Then, Abe Gittler, K2YHM
talked Lou into taking the Novice test, and he passed! He tried the technician exam because you had to take two
tests to get alicense then, but he needed more time to study. So, after another month of studying, he passed the tech-
nician exam! When he went to take his CW 5WPM test, the VEs made him try the 20 and 13-WPM tests first, but
he didn’'t pass. When he took the SWPM test, he made the entire 5 minutes solid copy! So, the Volunteer Examin-
ers had him try the 13WPM test again!! That wonderful test session was with a sightless ham, KG2HN, formerly
KB2VUH. Amazingly, the racket from the Braille typewriter helped Lou concentrate on his code. So, al in the
same evening, he passed both the 5 and 13WPM tests. Believe it or not, he later, as aVE gave the same ham his
20WPM test. Although Lou had no single Elmer in coming in to amateur radio, he wants to thank the many hams
that answered al his questions.

Lou found the study books by Gordon West helpful to him. Other study books he tried had either spent too
much on the theory and not enough on the test questions, or too much on the test questions and not enough on learn-
ing the theory. (Gordon West books are available at Radio Shack.) In order to learn the code, which was hardest for
Lou, he listened to five word per minute code tapes on his commute from upstate New Y ork to Long Island which he
made three days aweek. Although he doesn’'t recommend it, he built his speed to 20WPM by listening to 40 meters
and occasionally getting on the air himself.

Lou got his first Novice ticket in September of 1993 and his Technician ticket in October of 1993. Since it
took ten weeks to get your license then, and you had to wait until it was in your hands to get on the air, he couldn’t
start talking until around Christmas of 1993. Lou was 41 when he wasfirst licensed. He was originally N2XFY, but
he had a strong opinion that your Callsign should match your call district, so he had it changed to NY 4F when he
moved to Georgiawhich it has been ever since. Although not hisfirst choice, it is made up of letters from his origi-
nal cal. After upgrading in fall of 1995, he kept going, passing his 5 and 13WPM code test in September, earning
his General in October, his Advanced in November, and Extrain December. Although, in redlity, he didn’'t pass his
code and earn his extra until Field Day of 1996, which iswhy he has a specia fondness for field day.

Hisfirst rig was an HTX-202 handy talkie. Lou and his son purchased a Heathkit HW-101, their first HF
rig, and Lou till has and uses both of them. Now his station consists of the HW-101, HTX-202, Icom IC-706,
Heathkit SB-200 Linear amplifier for HF, Yaesu FT-736R VHF/UHF radio, MFJ tuner, G5RV wire antenna for 80-
10 meters, 6 meter dipole, 5 element two meter yagi, and 11 element yagi for 432MHz. Since Lou'shomeisina
“protected” neighborhood, the above antennas are as many as he dare put outside. He trades out the ones in his attic.

His favorite part of ham radio is the reason he upgraded to Amateur Extra, being aVE. He also likes the ca-
maraderie. When he travels around the country, he is welcome on most repeaters and frequently gets invited to club
meetings. Lou works 80 meters through 70 centimeters, except 220 MHz, which he hopes to do soon. His favorites
are 20M, 17M, 6M ssb, 2M ssb, and 70 cm. He prefers ssb, has been active on packet, dabbled with AM, PSK31,
and other digital modes. He's started to put together a station for Oscar 40. He uses FM for local repeaters and sim-
plex.
