I also 
spent a year on Shore Patrol in Sasebo Japan. I 
served two tours in Viet Nam in the "Brown Water 
Navy". I was an Engineman.  
 
Since I was about 12 I have had an interest in radio. 
My first SWL experience was on a Philco console 
tube radio with a piece of wire thrown out of the 
window. It was exciting to hear foreign broadcasts. I 
also built a crystal set and a telegraph key. I later 
bought a Halicrafters Receiver. I did not know any 
hams, but I read about them and knew they helped 
people and  
talked to people all over the world. I didn't get a lot 
of encouragement to pursue licensing. I guess that is 
one reason I want to share ham radio with everyone 
I meet. Anyhow I joined the Navy and sorta forgot 
about ham radio for a long time. 
 
In 1999 I met a ham who worked where I worked at 
CDC. He was very excited to tell me about the Tech-
nician No Code License. I don't even remember his 
name and he never told me his call. That was the 
only time I ever saw him. A chance meeting re-
kindled the fire. I went to the ARRL Web-Page and 
learned more. I was amazed at all Ham Radio had to 
offer. I talked to my son and when I asked if he was 
interested he got as excited as I was. We found out 
that GARS has a Tech Class and enrolled. We also 
went to Howie Gould’s Code Class. Thus began a 
life- long adventure. 
 
I have three hams that I look upon as instrumental in 
me becoming a ham and helping me continue to 
learn more about the hobby, Winn N1TWX, Howie 

W9HG and Mike K4HBI. They are my ELMERS. I 
have learned much from these friends 
and they have been a source of great encouragement. 
At my age it's nice to have friends who don't think 
you ask stupid questions, and more importantly don't 
think you are childish or goofy when you get excited 
about a new contact or something new you have 
learned.  
 
Joshua and I got our Tech No Code tickets at the 
same time. He was 18 and I was 60. We had a Stan-
dard HT to monitor the GARS repeater and later 
bought 2 VX5-Rs. After we got our tickets we 
would monitor the morning drive time on the GARS 
repeater. Sandy KF4BUW, Mike WA4MJZ, and 
Howie W9HG(then W4NVF), were some of the 
folks we would hear. After a few days I thought I 
knew how to break in and make a call. So I told Josh 
I would call him. Well the next day during a break I 
said, "this is KG4FBO", and Mike said ,"go ahead 
KG4FBO". I called Josh KG4FBP told him to have a 
good day that I loved him and then thanked Mike. 
Then I heard "W4WKP". He said, "it is nice to hear 
a father tell his son he loves him". I went back to 
W4WKP "Johnny" and told  
him I appreciate him saying that. I did not know who 
Johnny was then. I sent him an email to let him 
know he was my first contact besides Josh. So 
Johnny Ferron W4WKP was my first contact. That 
was in October 1999. At the Alford Memorial Ham-
fest the next month I was talking to Lowry KM4Z at 
the Gwinnett ARES table and heard someone say, 
"Hi Harry". It came from the GARS table to my 
right and it was Johnny W4WKP. I was amazed that 
he knew my voice after 
hearing me on the radio only once. But all who 
know him are aware of this great skill he possesses. 
 
I got my General Class License in April 2000 and 
am studying hard for the EXTRA exam. I Have an 
IC 706 MkII G in my car, "The Batmobile", and an 
Alinco DX 70 in my shack at home. I also have a 
Yaesu FT-817. I enjoyed 10 meters while it was 
open a few months ago and hope that during fall and  
winter 10 meters will improve. I also enjoy 2 meters, 
17 meters, 20 meters. and 40 meters.

I work only phone, but have 
promised Bill KG4FXG that I 'll get my code skills 
up and begin working some CW. I am very inter-
ested in QRP and after I get my DXCC, will spend a 
lot more time QRPing with CW. 
 
It is hard to say what my most intresting QSO was, 
because all of them are. But to be in a rag- chew 
with hams in Australia, England, New Zealand, and 
California all at the same time at 4 am local time is 
way up there on the list. The QSOs I would most 
like to make at this time are the ones I need to com-
plete my DXCC. HiHi.  
 
What I like most about GARS is that everyone is 
treated like family from the very first day. It's kinda 
like coming home when we get together.  
 
I am married and my wife Susan is not interested in 
Amateur Radio but supports me 100%. I am very 
fortunate to be her husband. I have two great chil-
dren Joshua W4JDH who is 19 and is a computer 
guru, and Rebekah who is now Mrs Phillip O'Brien 
and 21. They are newly married and not interested in 
being hams at this time. My mother Mary lives on 
Sweetwater Rd, she is 81. 
 
The most fun I have had in ham radio is hard to say, 
because it is all fun. But the recent Tybee Island 
Lighthouse Expedition that Susan, Josh and I went 
on with "Team Swiderski" and the North Fulton 
Amateur Radio League takes the prize. I'm not going 
to Disney World in August 2002, I'm going 
back to the Tybee Lighthouse Event.
