On The Air with Dan Keohan, 
KF4YSU 

 
This month’s on the air article features Dan 

Keohan, KF4YSU.  Dan was born in Chicago Illi-
nois.  He graduated from Proviso West High School.  
He was stationed in the military in 1970 in Vietnam.  
He became interested in amateur radio through boy 
scouts in the 1950s, and decided it was something 
he wanted to do.  He worked at Western Electric in 
Chicago and then worked for The Teletype Corpora-
tion.  When he moved to Atlanta, he started working 
for AT&T.  Dan is now retired.  Dan is blessed with 
two sons named Brian and Kevin who live in Ar-
kansas.  They are not interested in ham radio.  

  
 His Elmer was Win Jackson, N1TWX.  (He 

took Win’s class to become licensed.)  He recorded 
the test questions on a tape-recorder and listened to 
them driving around in the car to study.  Dan be-
came licensed in 1998 when he was 54-55 years old.  
He got a Yaesu FT-840 once he earned his techni-
cian, and he listened to HF long before he earned his 
general.  His first DX contact was someone on a Pa-
cific island.  Dan upgraded to General class license 
and then to Extra.  His Callsign has always been 
KF4YSU.  Dan now has a Yaesu FT 1000 MP.  He 
works SSB, 20, 17, and 80 M.  His favorite bands 
are 20 and 17.    
 
The most interesting thing Dan has heard on the air 
is a net when net control asked everyone what they 
were doing when Pearl Harbor was bombed.  He 
said that all of these people were coming back with 
very interesting stories about what they were doing 
during this time.  Dan likes working DX and being 
80M net control most about ham radio.  (Dan is net 
control of a net every Friday morning on 3.973 and 
welcomes check- ins.  That is, if you happen to be up 
during the net, from 3-5 A.M.)  Dan would like to 
talk to more stations in the Far East.  Dan’s favorite 
part of GARS is the fellowship.  The most fun Dan 
has ever had in ham radio is his first field day.  He 
has worked W1AW several times.  He talked to 
guest operators there.  Dan gives this advice to new 
hams.
