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A NEW QRP POWER SOURCE?

Sometimes we stumble across useful information in the most unlikely places at the most unlikely time. I wasn’t thinking about 
QRP (heck, I wasn’t thinking clearly at all) when a question suddenly occurred to me last December in the midst of a Nyquill in-
duced haze at 3 AM. “Is there any real value to snot or is it just another way the devil torments mankind?” Beset by a cold and 
awash in over the counter remedies I asked myself another stupid question but got a reasonable answer.  
 
“So where does it come from and, more importantly, where does it go when you have no cold?”  “Just blow, stupid, and go back to 
bed.”  
 
In the light of day and with a somewhat clearer head I decided to answer those questions. It led to an amazing discovery. 
 
Its surprising how little research has been published on this subject.  Even the internet hides it from us. Go to any search engine 
and type “snot”. There’s a punk band by that name and several sites produced by people who only want to gross us out but no seri-
ous research. I had to do my own. I had no problem producing subject matter but I have little training in research techniques so 
what follows can’t be considered science. I’m not even sure the results can be duplicated. 
 
Snot is a reaction to foreign matter in the body, triggered by the lungs and produced in the sinus cavity. It’s a gooey mess com-
posed of water and mucus and it captures airborne germs before they reach the lungs and surrounds a virus so it can’t reenter as the 
lungs try to push it out. When expelled, it’s teeming with  thousands of the microbes that made you sick. I couldn’t determine its 
chemical make up but I did learn one thing. It is slightly acidic.  
 
Dab a little on some litmus paper. That’s not really a scientific technique but it gave me an idea. Remember the old high school 
science project when you made a battery out of a lemon? Well, I made a battery out of the most disgusting green mess you’ve ever 
seen. It’s not difficult. Put a wire in each end of fresh pile and connect a digital VOM. Put it on the lowest DC scale and you’ll get 
a reading. Below are a few observations. 
 

As the pile dries, the voltage decreases so you must keep it moist and out of direct sunlight. Room temperature is best but 
it lasts longer in cold weather.  

 
The bigger the pile the higher the voltage.

Most of those questions I asked myself that December morning remain. Only a few have been answered but some very intriguing 
ones have been raised. For instance, maybe we don’t need to tap this power externally. Consider the following. 
 

When I have a cold, is that ringing in my head a biologic oscillator? (Powered by snot?)    If so, can I control it and sent 
code?   What’s its frequency?  Can it be transmitted?  What would I need for an antenna?   Who could hear it and how 
would they?  If I blow, would the power level decrease? 

 
This could be a whole new field of study and hams could lead the way. I intend to continue experiments in this area (with or with-
out a cold) and I’ll keep you informed with regular updates. Can you imagine Worked All States without a transmitter!  
 
Answer these questions and you could become as famous as Marconi - or you could just blow and go back to bed.
