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How to Obtain an Amateur Radio License Tag 
 

By Tag O. Speciale 
 
Have you seen your fellow amateurs sporting an Amateur Radio tag 
on their cars and trucks and wondered how you could get one?  The 
answer is here and it’s simple. 
 
The tags are available from your local tag office.  All you’ll need to 
do is complete the “MV-9X” form and bring it along with your cur-
rent tag and registration to the tag office (the MV-9X for is available 
at the web sites listed below).  You’ll be required to surrender your 
current tag but will be given a temporary tag in it’s place.  It takes 
about 90 days for the Amateur Radio tag to be made. 
 
There are many reasons why an Amateur Radio tag makes sense.  
First, if you’re helping out during an emergency, your vehicle can be 
easily identified and may simplify the process of entering a secured 
area.  Another reason is that the tag is free: all you’re financially re-
sponsible for at registration time is to pay the ad valorum tax.
