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“Gwinnett County ARES, A Status’

by Stan Edwards, WA4DYD, Emergency Coordinator Gwinnett County Amateur Radio Emergency Service

For those who are not currently active in Gwinnett County ARES, big changes are in the making. First and foremost, Gwinnett
County ARES has adopted a mission statement that will be the basis of all activities of the group: A primary responsibility of
the Amateur Radio Service, as established by Part 97 of the Federal Communications Commission’sregulations, isthe
performance of public service communicationsfor the general public, particularly in times of emergency when normal
communications are not available. To that end, the Gwinnett County Georgia Amateur Radio Emergency Service mem-
bers, under the oversight of the American Radio Relay L eague, will equip themselves and train to provide communica-
tionsas a direct serviceto the general public through government and relief agencies of Gwinnett County Georgia, the
State of Georgia, and Federal Agencies when requested by those agencies.

Asthe members of GARS know, aformal Memorandum of Understanding (MOU) was executed between GARS and ARES for
the use of the GARS repeaters during emergencies. ARES has now completed an MOU with Gwinnett County Emergency Man-
agement Agency to establish aframework around which support will be provided to the County and its supporting agencies, in-
cluding the American Red Cross, at the direction of county emergency management personnel. Thisis asignificant achievement
for Gwinnett ARES asit’s believed that no other county/ARES group in Georgia has such an agreement. Work on county sup-
port plans has begun and will provide details on how ARES will support Gwinnett County.

Asreported in the August issue of the GARZETTE, Gwinnett ARES has received its IRS certification as a nonprofit, charitable
organization for the purposes of soliciting funding, goods and services to support efforts surrounding the M obile Communica-
tions Vehicle (MCV) and other ARES activities. As many may know, the MCV needs considerable mechanical work to get itin
top running order. We arein the processif getting an evaluation done by a mechanic qualified to inspect and work on such vehi-
cles. Oncethe full needs are understood, we will begin down the appropriate path to ready the MCV as a major support asset.

Another important change in Gwinnett ARES is in the requirements to obtain an ARES ID badge for Gwinnett County. As part
of the negotiations with the County, it was decided to make the ID unigue for Gwinnett County. This allows ARES members
into restricted areas when requested by the County. It signifies a basic understanding of emergency communications. The stan-
dard ARRL ID includes the words “trained emergency communicator” as does the Gwinnett ARESID. That phrase signifies
more than just having your amateur radio license. It indicates that the member has achieved alevel of understanding of what
emergency communications entail and how they are to relate to the served agencies.

Y ou may be saying to yourself, “Isthis some sort of elitist group?!” My answer is, “You bet!” We have trained and are ready to
respond if requested by the County. They will know what they are getting. They know they will be getting the best emergency
trained amateur radio communicators in Georgia.

The goal of Gwinnett ARES isto have 300+ trained volunteer amateur radio operators as team |leaders, team members and other
supporting functions. To achieve that goal, we need your help. Consider the mandate of Part 97 of the FCC’ s Rules and Regula-
tions and make a commitment to prepare yourself to be an integral part of Gwinnett ARES. Check out the website at
www.gwinnettares.org. Y ou can download the training materials and the test. Y ou can look at the MOU'’ s that have been exe-
cuted and you can check out the posted operating procedures. Talk to those currently active in Gwinnett ARES and see what
they think about their own participation and then, you, make a commitment. We need Y OU!

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Bill and Sharon’s Great Adventure

Camping Trip or (S.E.T.) Simulated Emergency Test ? | like to think of each camping trip as a practice "S.E.T."
(Simulated Emergency Test). After all, | got the camper as a means to store my QRP rig. Camping is like Field Day,
except you are in control of everything. Rather than committees, which means people sharing the responsibility all
this planning is left to only a few individuals. In other words, there is a chance you will screw-up.

This was a short trip, we left around 7:30 Saturday morning and returned Sunday afternoon. Just one night. We
camped in North Georgia Mountains, there are many camp grounds North of Lawrenceville! This trip was almost a
disaster. As most of you know Sharon and | are building a new house. We currently are living with my Mother-in-law.
Hence, living out of boxes not really knowing where everything is at one moment in time.

\We arrived to the campground (A beautiful National Forest), set up the camper (Coleman Pop-up) and after the fly
was set up over the picnic table it was time to string wire for the antenna's. | brought a long wire that would tune for 80
meters and other bands. Had a 68ft counterpoise along with other wire antennas that | had made earlier before we
\were homeless.

\We found some good trees to string the antenna. Did you know that some string around a wrench or pad lock will put
a wire up in a tree as good as a sling shot? Throwing a small wrench like a lasso works as well and is cheaper, also
less chance you will loose control of it. Remember to wear leather gloves when you throw the string, otherwise it will
burn your hands. After the antenna was put up, | set up the rig and power on the picnic table. | soon discovered that
Murphy had invited himself to our (S.E.T.). | had for got the power cable! This cable not only ran the rig but the tuner
as well. Camping without a radio is like swimming without water.

| realized that | had carried my "mini" toolbox in the box in my truck which just happened to have some power connec-
tors in it for my rig. | also had purchased a little red box with LED lights to light the station at night. This cord was way
to long and would provide me the means to make a power cord. | was still missing power to my tuner, but Robert
KF4VBR had brought a Dentron tuner which worked great. While | was only running 5 watts this tuner could have
tuned 2KW or better.

| fired up the soldering iron on the picnic table and built a new cable. In about 15 minutes | was on the air. The rig
was my Yaesu FT-817. The power supply was a Gel Cell from Ham Contact that could have run a 100 watt rig. (It's
the one with the two cigarette lighter connectors in the front.) | used a cable from the Gel Cell to the Rig Runner 4005
from West Mountain Radio. It will take up to five connections. Works great for the station, plug for light, radio, tuner,
and more. Thanks to Scott KF4PWI and Andrea KG4IUM who taught me that this is the ARES preferred convention
and how to make these connectors work.

| made many great contacts on CW that weekend, MO, GA, KY, OK, NJ, and some others. Robert made several con-
tacts on voice without any problem. It was the Ohio QSO Party. He also made several contacts on PSK31 using his
warbler that he built from a kit. Sunday we had to take the camper down in the pouring rain and learned quite a bit of
stuff too! | want to say that the trip was a total disaster, but actually we all learned from it and recovered nicely. | think
it is important to learn from this rather than have everything go smoothly without nothing gained.

Here a just a few items that | learned from this (S.E.T.): *Remember to bring the power cable for the radio. *Keep a
spare manual tuner around. *Have a soldering iron that doesn't need electricity - would be nice to add to tool kit! *Keep
plenty of connectors in tool box, even power connectors. *Pack ponchos or raincoats in the camper, great if it rains
and you need to pack-up camp. *Never set the awning on the camper level, it will fill with water and dump on your
head! *Take a spare set of shoes with you, they really do get wet and uncomfortable. *Pack plenty of stuff to make
smores, it keeps the XYL happy! We learned so much from this camping trip. Of course we will make a check list for
next time. | would offer to anyone that camping is an excellent opportunity to practice Emergency Communications
and it can be fun too! You can run a Mini Contest. What was the furthest contact in the United States and furthest DX
contact? What is the furthest county via 2 meters? How many modes can you operate? In summary, we need to be
able to provide emergency communication to the agencies we serve without being a burden. This means we need to
part of the solution, not an additional problem. Camping provides the real test to see how selfsufficient we really are
by pulling together all our resources. Whether for minutes, hours, or days we need practice our ability to provide com-
munications. Camping, hiking, or a small day trip for a long picnic provides experience to planing and executing an
