FCC makes housekeeping changesin Amateur Servicerules

ARRL Bulletin 23
March 6, 2003

The FCC made some minor changesin the Part 97 Amateur
Service rules as a result of decisions at past World Radio-
communication Conferences. In a wide-ranging Report and
Order released March 3 that affects several radio services,
the FCC has removed 97.401(b) and internationa footnote
5.120 from the Amateur Servicerules.

The section references International Telecommunication
Union (I TU) Resolution 640, which invited administrations
to provide for the needs of international disaster communi-
cations and for the needs of emergency communications
within their national regulations using certain amateur
bands. Resolution 640 was deleted at WRC-97, and foa-
note 5.120 at WRC-2000.

"We do not think thiswill have an impact on the Amateur Ser-
vice emergency communications because Sections
97.111(a)(1) and 97.101(c) of our Rules allow amateur sta-
tions to communicate with foreign stations in disaster aress,
making the provisions based on the former ITU Resolution
No. 640 wnnecessary,” the FCC said in the RO&O in ET
Docket 02-16.

Those sections permit transmissions necessary to exchange
messages with other stations in the amateur service, unless an
administration objects and require control operators at all
times and on al frequenciesto give priority to stations provid-
ing emergency communications.

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CPR Saturday 2003

Gwinnett County ARES supported the Red Cross during
its CPR Saturday on March 1, setting up three operations
in a shelter operation configuration. The sypported loca
tions included Hopewell Baptist Church in Norcross
(tactical call Hopewell), Collins Hill High School in Law-
renceville (tactical call Collins Hill), and Cannon United
Methodist Church in Snellville (tactical call Cannon).
Both the GARS 2 m and 70 cm machines were used to co-
ordinate and pass traffic used by the Red Cross to allo-
cated training and support resources. Installations support-
ing the operation focused on using base station-type radios
and emergency antenna configurations. Experience has
shown that handhelds are not adequate for operations from ) _

inside shelters and the focus has shifted to more powerful o e e o tonc i of amobiiere
radios with temporary outdoor antenna installations as with a power supply.

tested during the event. In addition, a quick backup plan

was tested for operation in point-to-point mode and it was found that connectivity could have been es-
tablished using ssimplex operation with Cannon serving as arelay between Hopewell and Collins Hill.
But, since Callins Hill was the Red Cross coordination point, it was decided to use the repeaters with
traffic only being occasional.

Jared Herbst (KG40OEA), the Assistant Emergency Coordinator for Red Cross, coordinated the event.
