March 21, 2003

Veteran ABC Radio Networks commentator Paul Harvey this week of-
fered some kind words for Amateur Radio. The mention was the second
item on “page four” of his March 19 Paul Harvey Noon News and Com-
ment Program.

“America s quiet warriors are the legion of ham radio operators, 700,000
of them, who are always at ready for backup duty in emergencies—
amateur, unpaid, uncelebrated, civilian radio operators, during and after
floods and fires and tornadoes,” Harvey said. “After the 9/11 attacks,
hams were indispensable in reuniting friends and families. Most recently
it was they who expedited the search for debris after the disaster to the
space shuttle Columbia, and right now, at this moment, they are invol ved
in homeland security to a greater degree then you would want me to
make public.”

The commentary’ s enigmatic and mysterious final sentence—typical of
Harvey's habit of leaving his listeners hanging—apparently refers to the
fact that many Amateur Radio Emergency Service (ARES) and Radio
Amateur Emergency Services (RACES) teams have ramped up their aert
status as hostilities get under way in the Middle East.

Editors Note: Thanks to Howie Gould, WOHG for
raising the awareness of the club members to who
have Georgia Amateur Radio tags of the impending
change. Following are excerpts from Howie's
original posting of what you need to know.

Radio tag on their vehicle or for those who are contem-
plating getting one. Tag feeis no chargeit’s free.

Since 2004 is going to be a new plate manufacturing year
it isimportant for you to know how politics play an im-
portant part of your tag renewal next year.

Howi e has researched what to do and provided a simple
way to get your new plate for 2004 made and ready for
you at the tag office on your next year renewal, but it is
up to you to follow through and do it.

First, there is no automatic new plate going to you next
year, you must ask for a new plate and you must provide
all thisinformation on a state form MV 9X before July
31st this year in order to have your new plate ready for
pick up next year.

How do | get that form you ask? Simple, just go to this
website (it is also the firefighters page)
http:/mvww.dmvs.ga.gov/plates/special/cf.html and click
on MV9X and down load it as afile by clicking on
MV9X and then left click on save target asin which case
you will have an option of where on your system you
would like to save the file to open later or you can print it
out online.

Remember it isin Acrobat Reader form and you need that
program to open the saved file and also to be able to read
it online. Whereis that you ask?
http:/mwww.adobe.conproducts/acr obat/readstep.html.

Fill out the form with the following information: Thereis
no fee, just check the free amateur radio box, fill in you
cal sign, social security number, drivers license number
and sign and dateit. Copy your present amateur radio
FCC license and attach it to your completed MV 9X form.

Finally, bring your completed form to your local tag of-
ficeand tell them what its all about and ask for a receipt
and your done. Mailing isan option.

No, when you are mailed your next years tag renewal

you won't get a new plate, you will haveto bring in your
vehicleregistration for 2004 to pay your vehicle tax to the
tag office and request a new tag, you will need all of the
information given above including a copy of your ham
license, they will have the form MV9X there.

They will then issue you a 90-day temporary tag to use
while your plateis made.
