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GARS & ARES

Over the almost eighteen months that | have served as Emergency Coordinator for Gwinnett County Amateur Radio Emergency
Service (ARES), several people have asked about merging the GARS and ARES organizations. In reviewing the missions of GARS and
ARES, there are definite similarities, however there are differences. ARES has a definite focus in providing emergency
communications. This is only one aspect of the GARS mission.

ARES is the official American Radio Relay League (ARRL) field organization for providing emergency communications. As such,
ARES has its very specific focus. ARES cannot charge dues for membership and is open to any licensed Amateur Radio operator.
Locally, ARES members must complete a certification process prior to being authorized access to perform the ARES mission. All
ARES programs are focused on training to accomplish the ARES mission as defined in its operations support plans and operating
guidelines developed in conjunction with served agencies. The primary served agency is the Gwinnett County Emergency Management
Agency (EMA) with others all being part of the Emergency Management response capability.

GARS endorsed Gwinnett ARES as the designated representative for emergency communications within Gwinnett County through
execution of a Memorandum of Understanding. This MOU allows Gwinnett County ARES to assume operational control of GARS
repeaters during times of emergency and has agreed to allow the repeaters to be used for scheduled training.

Some GARS members saw the decision of Gwinnett ARES to establish a Field Day station this past June as competition with GARS.
ARES saw Field Day as an opportunity to test communications capabilities from the County Emergency Operations Center (EOC) and
the County Emergency Management Agency endorsed those efforts. The ARRL encouraged this participation by establishing a special
Class F entry for those activating EOC facilities. It is only through opportunities provided by events such as Field Day and the annual
Simulated Emergency Test that capabilities can be thoroughly evaluated. There was a very specific goal of testing intrastate
communications as well as possible avenues to communicate from within the space allocated within the EOC. This included how
quickly communications could be established, thus setup for ARES did not start until noon on Saturday. Most all participants in ARES
Field Day activities also participated in the GARS Field Day and enjoyed every minute of both.

Gwinnett ARES is not in competition with GARS for membership or participation in Amateur Radio activities. The ultimate objective
of both organizations is to encourage participation in Amateur Radio. While the mission of ARES as a designated ARRL field
organization is to provide emergency communications to supported agencies, GARS has a much broader mission and accomplishes that
mission through a much broader range of activities, including support of ARES for providing emergency communications support.
ARES encourages participation in GARS to help promote the many other aspects of Amateur Radio. As such GARS and ARES must
work cooperatively toward maintaining a community where every Amateur Radio operator is involved in the promotion of the hobby
and in community service as defined in Part 97 of the Federal Communication Commission’s Rules and Regulations.

Gwinnett ARES is appreciative of the support GARS has provided over the years and looks forward to continued cooperation between
the organizations as we face the uncertainty that the future holds for society and Amateur Radio. We must all “be prepared.”

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Improve Personal Communications

Have you ever had a QSO that felt like you had to pull teeth to
get the other party to contribute to the conversation? You know
what I mean—you ask a question and the other guy just
answers “yes” or “no” and turns it back to you again.

Here are some simple ideas to help you make your next QSO
more interesting for both parties:

e  Ask how they got into Amateur Radio. Did they have an
Elmer that encouraged them or some event that triggered
their interest? How long have they been involved? What
aspects of Amateur Radio do they enjoy, such as HF, VHF,
digital, contesting, etc.

e  Find out where they live or have lived and what they liked
about that area.

Tell them about where
you live and the pros (GARS Club) and cons (traffic) of the
area.

e Aska lot of questions. This sometimes requires tact.

e Volunteer some information about yourself, such as family,
hobbies, employment, travels, etc. People are curious
about other people’s “story”.

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Youth and Emergency
Communications

ARRL Letter 15 Oct 2003

Amateur radio can be fun for youth as well as
adults. This article will focus on a specific twist in
terms of public service: emergency communication.
Although facilitating emergency communication is,
by nature, a serious business, it’s an opportunity for
younger amateurs who are committed, reliable and
trustworthy to have impact during a disaster. In
fact, providing emergency communication during
emergencies heads the list that outlines the basis and
purpose of Amateur Radio.

Although I have never had the opportunity to
participate in communications during an actual
emergency, | have taken part in many drills. These
include Field Day — which is , at its heart, an
emergency preparedness exercise — as well as
some that took place during a net.

For example, once when | was serving as net control
for a weekly training net, Gwinnett County, Georgia
Emergency Coordinator, Stan Edwards, WA4DYD,
checked in with a scenario simulating a power
outage. All stations on the net had to immediately
switch to emergency power. Another time, the
repeater was turned off, and we had to move to

Simplex operation. These are the kinds of things
you might encounter during a true emergency
situation.

During the recent ARRL sponsored Simulated
Emergency Test (SET), Gwinnett Co. ARES
simulated an ice storm emergency. Early Saturday
morning several of us headed to the county
Emergency Operations Center (EOC) to spend the
next several hours assisting with communications
for this mock disaster.

Due to the heavy traffic passing into and out of the
EOC, | found myself both operating and logging —
and not moving much — for several hours. Within
the broad scenario were many specific situations.
These included power outages and “disappearing”
net control station.

After the drill was complete, the group held a
lunchtime debriefing session, where we discussed
the many “lessons learned.” (These kinds of
meetings also follow ARES participation in real
emergencies. It’s a way of learning from your
mistakes so things will run more smoothly or
efficiently next time the organization is called upon
to assist.)

I have completed the ARRL on-line Amateur Radio
Emergency Communications Level 1 course. |
learned a lot and thoroughly enjoyed the experience.
See the ARRL Certification and Continuing
Education (C-CE) Web page for information on the
Level Il and 111 courses as well as other on-line
courses. One thing that I like about emergency
communications is that it keeps you on your toes, so
that you are always thinking.
