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In his 1998 book entitled The Book of Heroes: Great Men and Women in
American History, George Roche provides a fascinating look at some of the
world’s greatest leaders. Foremost in gaining his respect is George Washington.

You probably know that in 1775, shortly after the first shots were fired leading to
the Revolutionary War, the Second Continental Congress unanimously elected
George Washington as commander-in-chief of the Continental Army. But, do you
know why they selected him?

He was not a general. He was just a simple country farmer who happened to have
some limited military experience. He did not enjoy a reputation as a powerful
politician or a great orator. At 43, he was also far too young for such an awesome
responsibility. But he was the type of man who never quit, no matter how difficult
the odds. If the American cause had to rest on the shoulders of one man, the
delegates knew unquestionably that the man had to be George Washington.

Additionally, he had been taught a wealth of practical moral “life-rules” in his
childhood that directed his actions throughout his life. Again, Roche lists just a
few examples: Speak not when you should hold your peace.......... Always submit
your judgment to others with modesty.......... Be not hasty to believe flying reports
to the disparagement of any......... Let your conversations be without malice or
envy .......... Let your recreations be manful, not sinful. He did not forget these
rules or out grow them.

Washington seemed to epitomize what Rudyard Kipling once called the “thin red
line of heroes.” The “thin red line” is an expression often used in literature to
describe soldiers on the front who are faced with overwhelming odds. It refers to
the last line of defense which is to guard that which is esteemed to be of most
value.

Now to us. The twenty-first century offers the American citizen amazing
freedoms. The soils of the earth hold the blood of thousands of men and women
who fought to assure the endurance of these freedoms and “rights.” One “right” we
each would be quick to defend is the freedom of speech. Itis a priceless “right.”
That’s the good news.

The bad news is what some people are doing under the banner of this “right.” For
example, drive-time broadcast radio is filled with personalities who take delight in
the shock value of discussing the basest, crudest, most foul and profane topics and

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New General Class Question Pool Released - ARRL Web page (www.arrl.org)

NEWINGTON, CT, Dec 3, 2003--The Question Pool Committee (QPC) of the National Conference of
Volunteer Examiner Coordinators has released a revised and expanded Amateur Radio General class
(Element 3) question pool into the public domain. The new question pool becomes effective July 1, 2004,
and must be used to generate all General written examinations administered on or after that date.

"The pool has been expanded to 432 questions,” said ARRL VEC Manager Bart Jahnke, W9JJ, a member
of the Question Pool Committee, who notes that all subelements grew slightly. "The largest increase in
questions this time around was in our Operating Procedures and Amateur Radio Practices subelements,"
he said. The General class question pool does not contain any diagrams or symbols.

The new Element 3 question pool is available on the ARRL Amateur Exam Question Pools Web page in
Adobe PDF and ASCII text format. It includes all questions and answers relating to Element 3. Question
pools no longer are available via diskette or hard copy.

QPC Chairman Scotty Neustadter, WAWW, thanked all amateurs who contributed to the development of
the syllabus or offered specific questions for inclusion. He said publishers, VECs and volunteer examiner
teams are permitted to correct obvious minor typographical errors in the pool, but he asks that anyone
spotting such errors notify him so the QPC can promulgate any necessary corrections.

The Question Pool Committee now is turning its attention to developing an outline for an updated
Amateur Extra class (Element 4) question pool, which will be revised over the next 24 months, Jahnke
said. It will go into effect July 1, 2006. The deadline to submit input to the Amateur Extra question pool
syllabus is May 1, 2004.

In addition to Neustadter and Jahnke, members of the Question Pool Committee are Fred Maia, W5YI,
and John Johnston, W3BE. Commenters may address specific Element 3 questions as well as inputs to the
Element 3 syllabus and question pool to the Question Pool Committee via e-mail.
