FEMA to FCC: BPL will "Severely Impair" Mission-Essential HF Operations (Dec 8, 2003) -- 
Expressing "grave concerns" about likely interference from unlicensed Broadband over Power Line (BPL) 
systems, the Federal Emergency Management Agency (FEMA) has told the FCC that BPL could "severely 
impair FEMA's mission-essential HF radio operations in areas serviced by BPL technology." 

FEMA filed comments December 4 in response to last April's FCC BPL Notice of Inquiry, ET Docket 03-
104. FEMA expressed primary concern over BPL's potential impact on the FEMA National Radio System 
(FNARS), which operates on HF and serves as the agency's primary command and control backup medium 
as part of the Federal Response Plan.  BPL also could render such "essential communications services" as 
the Radio Amateur Civil Emergency Service (RACES), the Military Affiliate Radio System (MARS) and 
the Civil Air Patrol (CAP) useless, FEMA said. FEMA and ARRL last year signed a Memorandum of 
Understanding that focuses on how Amateur Radio personnel may coordinate with the agency to support 
emergency communications functions.

Propagation beacons for 2 meter, 222Mhz and 70cm bands were installed at the Lanier Mountain Snellville site. The 
beacon CW frequencies are 144.285Mhz, 222.055Mhz and 432.352Mhz and are within the prescribed beacon band 
plan for each band. Output power is 2 watts CW on each band. The 2 meter and 222Mhz antennas are horizontal 
squalos (square loop) and the 70cm antenna is 4 half wave diploes in a 90 degree horizontal configuration feed with 
a 4-way power divider. The CW ID generator, antennas and 4-way power divider where home brewed by 
WA4IOB. Transmitters are Hamtronics kits with XTAL oven option for frequency stability. The CW ID message is 
B B B WA4IOB/ EM73 where EM73 is the grid square identifier for the grid square the Snellville site is located 
within. Grid squares are based on the world wide “Maidenhead” system for identifying  1 degree by 2 degree grid 
blocks over the face of the earth.   

 

Beacons are active on virtually all bands from 160 meters to the high microwave frequencies. Their primary purpose 
is to provide a constant fixed reference for location and power level. Global band openings can be identified by HF 
beacons while VHF/UHF beacons serve to identify band conditions on a more regional setting. With certain band 
condition even VHF/UHF beacons can identify band enhancement conditions for distances of several hundred to 
several thousand miles.   

 

These beacons will provide additional benefits to hams in the Atlanta region by providing a constant power level 
test signal with an omni directional antenna pattern. Think of it as a signal generator. You can use it to determine 
station upgrade performance such as antenna improvements, new coax , installing pre amps or trouble shoot your 
station by knowing before and after signal levels from the beacons. If you have SSB or CW equipment on these 
bands take the time to listen to the beacons and make a note of the signal strength for future reference.  If you are 
using an FM receiver, tune as close to the frequency as your tuning step will allow.  The signal will appear as an un-
modulated carrier keying on and off by the controller.   When doing antenna testing, your radio “S-meter” can be 
used to compare relative gain or loss with your receiving system. 

 

All equipment cost for these beacons was funded by WA4IOB. Hosting of the site by GARS is greatly appreciated. 
Several VHF/UHF news letters have been advised of the beacons and GARS has been given credit as the site host.   
Signal reports and stories about how the beacons benefit your station development would be appreciated.
