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 Book Things from WE5O

 Some Good Reading for your Ham Shack 

 

Seems like whenever I go to the “candystore” I invaria-
bly visit the book rack.  Magazines are fun, but good 
books about ham radio are research tools that will last a 
lot longer on your bookshelf.  Several books are always 
in my ham shack.  The ARRL Operating Manual, The 
Radio Amateur’s Handbook, and the ARRL Antenna 
Book.  I try to update these important ARRL publica-
tions every several years, but they are too expensive to 
purchase every year.  Over the years I have also added 
several specialty books such as the ARRL RFI Book, the 
Interference Handbook, The FCC Rule Book, The Joy of 
QRP, Schrader’s electronic communication and Tormet’s 
Electronics Bench Reference. 

However, my greatest weakness for reading is about 
antennas and I have over 25 different books about an-
tennas in my library.  I want to tell you about one that 
is a must have for your ham shack.  Simple and Fun 
Antennas for Hams by Chuck Hutchinson, K8CH and 
Dean Straw, N6BV, published by the ARRL.  This book 
is a no-nonsense, hands-on, practical book about anten-
nas.  If I could only own one book about antennas this 
would be it. 

The information in this book is presented in a friendly, 
non-technical way and it covers a terrific assortment of 
HF, VHF and, UHF antennas that are easy and fun to 
build by the average ham.  The chapters on Transmis-
sion Lines and various types of dipoles are easily worth 
the price of this book. 

This is a book for hams that like lots of pictures and 
illustrations to go along with the text.  The authors 
have done everything possible to help hams get anten-
nas up in the sky and on the air. I was especially im-
pressed with the section of the book that discussed how 
to mount antennas in trees without killing them (the 
trees, not the antennas).  There is also some informa-
tion about how to build your own supports from wood (I 
have done that and it works great).  There is even a 
chapter about Towers including a discussion about the 
advantages and disadvantages of putting up a tower 
and some excellent suggestion for tower installation. 

This book sells for $22.95 and is available at HRO and 
from ARRL.  If you really want to add a practical and 
useful book about antennas to your Ham Library, I 
strongly recommend Simple and Fun Antennas. 

...July Minutes Continued. 

David (president) last month we awarded a scholarship 
Earl will provide the details. 

Earl – 

During the March meeting Carter Wood explained 
the scholarship guidelines. The members then voted on 
and accepted the rules as presented. Those rules call 
for applications for the scholarship to be submitted in 
the fall and that the scholarship be awarded early the 
following year. He noted that this had been in the 
works for some time but, due to unforeseen circum-
stances, the implementation of the program had been 
delayed. Therefore, the announcement of and applica-
tions for the 2004 scholarship were delayed. Because of 
this he made a motion to accelerate the scholarship 
award process for 2004. Applications were to be ac-
cepted until the April meeting, be reviewed by the 
scholarship committee between the April meeting and 
the May meeting and be presented to the club for a vote 
at the May meeting. The scholarship was to be 
awarded at the June meeting.  

The rules clearly state that the scholarship is not lim-
ited to high school seniors but that it can be awarded 
to a college student. During the discussion concerning 
Carter's motion it was asked if a high school jun-
ior would be eligible. The response was (paraphrasing 
here) "No, they must be a senior." The response was 
entered in the minutes but not the question. The mo-
tion passed. When the scholarship committee reviewed 
the applications they followed the rules as written and 
presented both applications to the club at the May 
meeting. The club voted on the two applications sub-
mitted and selected a young man who is currently en-
rolled in college.  

It was never the intent of the scholarship committee 
(nor, I think, was it the club member's intent) to limit 
the 2004 scholarship to high school seniors but one can 
see where the misunderstanding occurred. It was only 
after the scholarship had been awarded that questions 
were raised and, in the interest of fairness to all par-
ties, the motion was made at the July meeting to award 
an additional scholarship this year. That motion 
passed and the scholarship will be awarded at the Au-
gust meeting.

   A casual listener 
on the 147.075 re-
peater any Monday 
evening around 
21:00 might hear a 
few dozen people 
participating in an 
emergency commu-
nication (emcomm) 
net.

Our little ARES net is connected via a for-
mal structure that covers the entire nation.  
If emergency conditions warranted escala-
tion, liaison stations could pass traffic from 
our county level to District, Section, and Na-
tional levels.  The Amateur Radio Emer-
gency Service has defined relationships with 
the government at local, State, and national 
levels that tie our organization into a highly 
scaleable system governed by something 
known as the Incident Command System 
(ICS).  The ICS defines the organizational 
response needed for anything from a local 
power blackout to a hurricane-of-the-century 
that takes out half of the State.

Don’t miss John Davis, WB4QDX demonstrating the use rig interactive software. 

He will present a program on various computer logging software packages.  Demonstrating 
several different programs for general logging, contesting and digital communications.  He 
will also discuss the issues of computer logging such as rig interfacing, Logbook of the 
World, DX Spotting and more. If you're not currently using computer logging, it will be an  
excellent opportunity to see some of the programs available and how  
they work. 

And a piece form the ARRL: 
The Hurricane Watch Net (HWN) <http://www.hwn.org> activated on 14.325 MHz August 3 as Hurricane 
Alex threatened North Carolina's Outer Banks. The first hurricane of the Atlantic Tropical Weather Season, 
Alex had been expected to remain a tropical storm. Instead, it turned into a Category 2 hurricane packing 
sustained winds of 100 MPH with higher gusts. At one point, the National Hurricane Center (NHC) in Mi-
ami reported that Alex was moving almost parallel to North Carolina's Outer Banks, which includes areas 
still recovering from the devastating effects of Hurricane Isabel last year. 
"During our eight-hour net, we received numerous reports from the Outer Banks of North Carolina," says 
HWN Assistant Manager Bobby Graves, KB5HAV."Band conditions were not the best due to fading and at-
mospheric noise." 
Heavy rains led to flooding, and thousands of tourists had to be evacuated from the Outer Banks and Ocra-
coke Island. Power was knocked out in some areas. Salvation Army teams aided those stranded by the 
storm. 
One station quite a distance from the excitement, Jim Idelson, K1IR, in Massachusetts, nonetheless was 
able to help out when a weak station in Cape Hatteras, North Carolina, tried to check into the HWN but 
was not being heard. "I offered to relay," said Idelson, whose station sports 20-meter stacked beams. "The 
station in Cape Hatteras was on emergency power and running a G5RV that was coming down in the 
winds," he said in a posting to the Yankee Clipper Contest Club <http://www.yccc.org> reflector. The North 
Carolina station also turned out to be a primary source of weather data for the HWN, and Idelson said he 
spent a couple of hours relaying reports to WX4NHC. 
Graves said that given the number of net members throughout the US, Canada, the Caribbean, Honduras 
and Mexico, the HWN was able to switch net control stations as needed to maintain contact with the af-
fected area in the path of Hurricane Alex. 
At the National Hurricane Center Assistant Amateur Radio Coordinator Julio Ripoll, WD4R, says several of 
the surface reports received via the Center's WX4NHC were cited in the various hurricane advisories. 
 
"The hurricane forecasters are always interested in what is actually happening on the ground, as it hap-
pens," he notes. "It helps them visualize the storms' effect on people and property as they analyze scientific 
data." 
According to Ripoll, the new VOIPWX Net <http://www.voipwx.net/>, which combines IRLP and EchoLink 
has been a tremendous asset. "This has opened up a whole new resource of stations, 
VHF/UHF/Mobile/Techs, that we would have not heard of on HF," he said. 
The HWN and WX4NHC subsequently turned their attention to Tropical Depression 2, which failed to de-
velop into a serious storm. "After a quiet June and July, it appears that August is the awakening month for 
the Atlantic Tropical Season," Graves said. 
During hurricane emergencies trained HWN members provide essential communication support to 
WX4NHC, which disseminates storm updates via the net. The HWN also collects observed or measured 
weather data and post-storm damage reports from Amateur Radio operators in the affected areas and relays 
that information to forecasters via WX4NHC. The ground-level weather data assists NHC forecasters in pre-
dicting a storm's path and behavior. 
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This offer is for anyone General Class 
and above to become part of an estab-
lished Volunteer Examiner team re-
quiring only a couple of hours of your 
time on the third Sunday of each 
month. 

 
Like any volunteer activity this would 
involve no commitment from you ex-
cept the desire to be active and attend 
as much as you want without a sched-
ule and to have the patience to be able 
to sit at a table with other qualified 
Volunteer Examiners all waiting to 
grade someone and to work as a team 
during slow and fast times. 
 
Depending upon the number of appli-
cants attending one of out test ses-
sions you will either be busy or be a 
silent observer throughout that period, 
but in either case you will leave with a 
good feeling and you will know 
through contact with the applicants 
and the other Volunteer Examiners 
that you were appreciated for your be-
ing there. 
 
If this appeals to you, and you want to 
become part of this team, then go to 
this URL http://www.w5yi-vec.org/, 
scroll down on the left side until you 
come to "become a VE" and you will be 
taken to a secure site where you will 
be able to apply and also print out the 
application to be sent in to W5YI-VEC.
