HARPO?

HARPO-1 Flight Overview
By Darren Pierce AG4BF

On Saturday October 9, 2004 the first flight of HARPO
(High Altitude Research Platform and Observatory)
was launched from Grayson, Georgia at 10:22 am. The bal-
loon path initially took it on a northwestern path towards
Lawrenceville. After climbing for several thousand feet
HARPO-1 started a eastern path towards Athens. The path
of the balloon followed Highway 316 until reaching the tro-
popuase around 55,000 feet.

The balloon started a vertical climb with very little forward
movement until reaching the
altitude of 104,222 feet. At
this point the balloon was
just north of Bogart, Geor-
gia. At 12:06 p.m. the bal-
loon reached its maximum
altitude and burst, it then
began 1its decent back to
earth. Due to the parachute
malfunctioning, the payload
reached the ground in 16
minutes.

The landing site was approximately 4 miles northwest of
Athens off of Lavender road and Tallahassee road. The pay-
load was recovered at 1:06
p.m. HARPO-1 was a suc-
cess even though there
were equipment malfunc-
tions, the payload was re-
covered in working order
and is already slated to be Fg
used onboard HARPO-2 &
sometime in late Novem-
ber or early December. It
is currently ranked 16th
highest recorded altitude
ever reported by GPS and
6th  highest this year.

The K7RA Solar Update
SEATTLE, WA, Nov 5, 2004--The quiet geomagnetic conditions and
big sunspots of last week couldn't last forever, and unfortunately
there was some geomagnetic upset on Saturday, October 30, the first
day of the CQ World Wide DX Phone weekend. Conditions weren't
terrible, although higher latitude and polar paths were more diffi-
cult.

A huge sunspot (693) emerged the day before the contest, October 29,
and it moved into position for greatest effect on earth around Novem-
ber 2-3. Another sunspot (696) is moving into prime earth-facing po-
sition over the next day or two. A coronal mass ejection from sunspot
696 blasted into space on November 4, and the energy from that
event is expected to hit us late November 5 or on November 6. Pre-
dicted planetary A index for November 5-8 is 15, 30, 25 and 15. Pre-
dicted solar flux for those same days is around 140. This is a little
higher than it has been over the past week. This week average daily
sunspot numbers dropped a little less than two points to 139. Aver-
age daily solar flux rose four points to 134.6.

This weekend is the ARRL Sweepstakes CW contest. With active
geomagnetic conditions predicted for Saturday, it could be a bit
rough. High latitude and polar paths are affected most. Since this
isn't a DX contest, propagation over the poles isn't much concern, but
working VE8 and KL7 multipliers could be a bit rough. We hope it is
more moderate than the current prediction, but the prediction is for
higher A and K indices than last weekend.

Now that October has passed, we can calculate and compare monthly
averages of daily sunspot numbers and solar flux, perhaps to see
some trends. Although both measures were up slightly in October,
this solar continues to decline.

The monthly average of daily sunspot numbers, October 2003
through October 2004 were 118.9, 103, 75.7, 62.3, 75.6, 81, 59.3, 77.3,
77, 87.8, 69.6, 50 and 77.9.

The monthly averages of daily solar flux for the same period were
155.5, 140.8, 116.1, 114.1, 107, 112.1, 101.2, 99.8, 97.4, 119.8, 110,
103 and 106.

Is the Magic in the
Fingerpieces?

Stewart Personick (AB2EZ)

Having put together a small collection
of paddles... I have been doing some
side-by-side comparisons.

I now have three excellent
magnetic iambic paddles: a March
R3a, an Alberto Frattini, and a Begali
Signature Edition.

I have them set up for nearly
the same spacing and restoring force.
With respect to those factors, they feel
the same.

However, when I use them
side-by-side at 25 WPM... hooked up
in parallel to the same Idiom Press K-
3 keyer... and when I switch back and
forth... I find that my code is always
nearly perfect with the Begali, and
not as nearly perfect with either of
the other two. IL.e., occasional, unin-
tended, extra "dits" and "dahs".

So... what can the difference be?
My conjecture:

The Begali paddle uses stiff, metal
finger pieces. Because they are made
of metal, they have two characteris-
tics that my other two fine paddles
don't have. (The Alberto Frattini pad-
dle has beautifully crafted plastic fin-
ger pieces, and the March paddle has
beautiful, comfortable, carved wooden
finger pieces).

1. The Begali finger pieces are
good conductors of heat... and they
are noticibly cool to the touch. There-
fore, they provide additional tactile
feedback to help you know when your
fingers are just touching the finger
pieces.

2. The Begali paddles are ex-
cellent conductors of vibration (sound
waves), and this provides excellent
tactile feedback regarding the instant
the the contacts touch.
