DACULA MEMORIAL DAY PARADE

The only metro Atlanta Memorial Day parade is held each
year in Dacula and once again GARS played an active role
in making this event a successful tribute to America’s vet-
erans. This parade is the brainchild of Marvin Atherton,
KG4FHB, who enlisted the club’s help for the 12th year to
provide communications and get the parade participants
lined up. In spite of the rain, 16 club members successfully
performed a complex task and over 350 participants and
more than 200 vehicles started on time.

This year marks the 60t anniversity of the invasion of the
Pacific island of Iwo Jima and the parade’s Grand Mar-
shall was Jay Fiscus, a Marine veteran of that decisive
battle. His vehicle was preceeded by three color guards;
Hebron Baptist Church veterans, the Georgia State De-
fense Force and the Civil Air Patrol. Following him was
the Marine Corp League, Georgia Detachment #952, man-
ning a float deplicting the flag raising on Iwo Jima, US
submarine veterans, the American Legion and other veter-
ans. Hundreds of people lined the parade route to honor
these and others who have defended our country.

GARS can be proud of their contribution to this Gwinnett
County tradition. In addition to honoring our country’s
veterans we have provided a valuable service to our com-
munity and we had fun doing it. Special thanks are due all
those who helped out this year.

Actions have consequences, but when the result doesn’t
immediately follow the action we don’t always realize
that our efforts have been of benefit to us or our commu-
nity. GARS needs to know that some of our past activi-
ties have had produced some very positive results.

The Gold Rush Jamboree was a biannual event held at
Sandy Creek Park in Athens. Over 5000 Boy Scouts,
Cub Scouts and their leaders set up camp for a weekend
and invited visitors to join them in their events. Those
events were organized by volunteers and organizations
to provide healthy, fun and educational activities. GARS
was invited to be one of those organizations and we out-
did ourselves. In the last two Gold Rush Jamborees over
20 GARS members set up an event that rivaled field
day. A Yagi antenna mounted atop a portable tower
marked the exhibit area where Scouts were introduced
to radio in general and amatuer radio in particular.

There were computers set up with radio related quizes
and games and there was a four foot CW key for a left
foot Morse code contest. One year there was a balloon
mounted camera transmitting amatuer television from
the activity field to the exhibit area. Another year there
was a fox hunt that combined amatuer radio and a map/
compass course. A two meter rig was used for local com-
munication and there were as many as five HF rigs of-
fering scouts the opportunity to talk to hams around the
world. It was a big hit with the scouts and especially
with the scout leaders.

If success is measured by the immediate results then
GARS was very successful indeed. The BSA Northeast
Georgia Council was so impressed that they awarded
special recognization to us. GARS members and Scouts
had fun and Scouts talked about it for months. But we
are only learning now of other results. Our event
sparked an interest in radio in several young men. At
least six boys were interested enough to earn their li-
cense as a result of their exposure to amatuer radio at
Gold Rush. Two of those got their dads interested (both
dads are scout leaders) and at least one other adult
leader got his ticket.

It’s had a snowball effect. Ten years ago, several adult
scout leaders who are also hams tried to count the num-
ber of scouts and leaders in the Northeast Georgia
Council who had their ticket. We could only identify 19.
Today there are over 100 including several in our own
Crew 73 and that doesn’t count the ones who earned
their ticket but are no longer actively involved in scout-
ing.

We will probably never know all of the consequences of
GARS’ actions at Gold Rush and other scout events but
I think we can say that they were benificial for all con-
cerned. It doesn’t stop here of course. We've been in-
vited to participate in a Cub Scout event this fall at
Scoutland and we’re making plans for a JOTA
(Jamboree On The Air) station(s) again this October. As
fasinating as amatuer radio is to us it is even more so
to scouts and I can’t wait to introduce it to them.
