ARRL invites Amateur Radio disaster volunteers to 
log their service (Oct 31, 2005) -- The ARRL is asking 
Amateur Radio volunteers who helped to provide or 
support communication during one of the recent hurri-
canes or other incident. An Amateur Radio Service Vol-
unteer Form now is available on the ARRL Web site. 
The League is asking radio amateurs to complete the 
form each time they complete volunteer service. "Your 
commitment and dedication to using ham radio in com-
munity service send a strong message that volunteer 
radio operators are essential to a successful response 
to any disaster," said ARRL COO Harold Kramer, 
WJ1B. "The details of your service strengthen Amateur 
Radio and its voice in official Washington, to the public 
and to the press. When we can document the thou-
sands of hours you serve, we can use the information to 
build a strong case for radio spectrum protection at 
home and abroad." The on-line form includes a "Your 
Comments" box to ask questions or to supply additional 
information. The ARRL will use the information provided 
for internal purposes only and will not share any individ-
ual's information with any other organization.  
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HAM RADIO HAS ROLE IN FIVE YEARS OF 
CONTINUOUS ISS HUMAN HABITATION 
Five years ago this week, the International Space Station 
Expedition 1 crew of US astronaut and Expedition 1 Com-
mander William "Shep" Shepherd, KD5GSL, and Russian 
cosmonauts Yuri Gidzenko and Sergei Krikalev, U5MIR, 
became the first humans to inhabit the ISS on a long-term 
basis. Bill McArthur, KC5ACR, who commands Expedition 
12, the current ISS crew increment, took note of the occa-
sion when he spoke with reporters this week. 

"We've done things that were just inconceivable 50 years 
ago," McArthur said. "I think that we have demonstrated 
that human beings can live and work in space, and, given 
the will, we can return to the moon not just to visit but to 
stay there permanently and in not-too-distant future, send 
people to Mars." 

Bill Gerstenmaier, NASA's associate administrator for 
space operations, called the five-year milestone the first 
leg of a much longer journey "The experiences we're hav-
ing on station with crews on long-duration missions are 
teaching us what it will take to send astronauts on longer 
missions to the moon and into the solar system," he said. 

It was on October 31, 2000, that a Russian Soyuz trans-
porter carrying the ISS space pioneers blasted off from 
Baikonur Cosmodrome in Kazakhstan and docked with the 
ISS November 2. At the time, Shepherd was only the sec-
ond US astronaut to go into space aboard a Russian 
launch vehicle. Krikalev went on to serve as commander of 
the ISS Expedition 11 crew. 

Each of the 12 crews that have lived on the ISS to conduct 
assembly and research activities has included at least one 
US radio amateur. McArthur just this week completed the 
200th successful Amateur Radio on the International 

Space Station (ARISS) school group contact. cArthur 
and Russian cosmonaut Valery Tokarev will remain on 
the ISS until next April. 

The initial ARISS gear already was aboard the space 
station by the time the first crew arrived. The Expedition 
1 team installed and activated the VHF gear on FM voice 
and packet under the US call sign NA1SS and the Rus-
sian call sign RS0ISS. 

In late 2003, the ARISS program attained another mile-
stone with the installation and checkout of the Phase 2 
Amateur Radio gear. A Kenwood TM-D700E transceiver 
is at the heart of the Phase 2 station, located in the ISS 
Zvezda Service Module--the crew's living quarters. Crew 
members now routinely use the Phase 2 station to con-
duct ARISS school group contacts. 

ARISS is looking forward to activation of a Yaesu FT-100 
HF/VHF/UHF transceiver and a slow-scan television 
(SSTV) system in the near future. 

NASA has been marking the fifth anniversary of continu-
ous ISS human occupancy with special activities and has 
set up a special Web site 
<http://www.nasa.gov/mission_pages/station/main/5_yea
r_anniversary.html>. 

The largest and most complex spacecraft ever built, the 
ISS is the result of a 16-nation partnership led by the US. 
More ISS information and photos are on NASA's Space 
Station page. 

ARISS is an international educational outreach with US 
participation by ARRL, AMSAT and NASA.--some infor-
mation from NASA

Youth@HamRadio.Fun: Young Hams Assist with Hurricane Relief and more!

This month's highlights include young hams in action, kudos to the "Beckies" and ham radio at Boy Scout 
Jamboree 2005.  

Hurricane Katrina: Young Hams to the Rescue  

Since late August, the nation has focused on the devastation wrought by hurricanes Katrina and Rita and 
in the subsequent relief and recovery efforts. Most people immediately wanted to help, and through ham 
radio, several youth were able to do just that.  

Sixteen-year-old Stefan Floyd, KI4JTA, who spent a week providing emergency communication in Missis-
sippi. 

Sixteen-year-old Stefan Floyd, KI4JTA, knows firsthand what a disaster site is like, and especially after he 
and his dad, Gene Floyd, AI4KK, spent a week in Hancock County, Mississippi following Hurricane 
Katrina. By assisting the Hancock County Emergency Operations Center (EOC), they performed a variety 
of duties, such as transporting supplies and relieving tired operators. Their other responsibility was to ob-
tain GPS (global positioning system) coordinates for various locations to aid in navigation, since street signs 
were scarce.  

Stefan served as a navigator, so that the relief organization's driver could concentrate on driving through 
the rugged, and, at times, hazardous, conditions. As one of his last duties before leaving the disaster area, 
he assisted in getting a local broadcast station back on the air, which involved wading through waist-deep 
flood waters to refuel the generator.  

Hurricane Katrina was certainly not Stefan's first time providing disaster relief. As a member of Capital 
District ARES in his hometown of Tallahassee, Florida, the Tallahassee Composite Squadron of the Civil 
Air Patrol and the local chapter of the American Red Cross, he has also responded to several hurricanes in 
Florida. In 2005, he was even awarded the Red Cross Youth in Action award.

The Worked-All-States award is given for submitting confirma-
tions from all 50 states. The cost of this award is $10. Aside 
from the basic certificate 
for any combination of 
bands/modes, specialty cer-
tificates are issued for a 
variety of different bands 
and modes such as Satel-
lite, 160-meters, SSTV, 
Digital, Phone, and each 
VHF band. Available en-
dorsements, for a $7.50 
charge, include CW, Nov-
ice, QRP, EME, and any 
single bands. The Digital 
and Phone awards are 
available for the various 
modes. They will be dated, 
but not numbered. Cards 
are checked by a volunteer 
ARRL HF Awards Manager affiliated with ARRL Special Ser-
vice Clubs (although QSL cards can be checked at HQ, absent 
an awards manager). To encourage increased activity and sta-
tion improvement throughout the bands, the 5-Band WAS cer-
tificate, at a cost of $12.50, is available for working all states on 
5 amateur bands (except 10/18/24 MHz). Cards for 5BWAS can 
be checked by your local HF Awards Manager or at ARRL HQ.
