Is that which is old, no longer useful? Ohms Law? Or the following from 
1928? 
The  Amateur's Code by Paul M. Segal, W9EEA  (1928) 
The  Radio Amateur is: 
CONSIDERATE never knowingly operating in such a way as to lessen the 
pleasure of others. 
LOYAL offering loyalty, encouragement and support to other amateurs, local 
clubs and the American Radio Relay League, through which Amateur Radio in the United States is 
represented nationally and internationally. 
PROGRESSIVE with knowledge abreast of science, a well built and efficient station, and operation be-
yond reproach. 
FRIENDLY with slow and patient operation when  requested, friendly advice and counsel to the begin-
ner, kindly assistance,  co-operation and consideration for the interests of others. These are the hall-
marks of the amateur spirit. 
BALANCED Radio is an avocation, never interfering with duties owed to family, job, school or commu-
nity. 
PATRIOTIC with station and skill always ready for service to country and community 
There is probably a "club" or "organization" for every special interest within the amateur community. I 
have been asked what QCWA is and its purpose.  

"The Quarter Century Wireless Association was founded in 1947 to provide an organization for the pio-
neers of the hobby to gather. QCWA Promotes friendship and cooperation among Amateur Radio op-
erators who were licensed 
at least a quarter century ago, and are licensed today." 
The previous says a lot with a few words, unlike the author. The special interest denominator here is to 
promotes friendship and cooperation among Amateur Radio operators - in other words - QCWA sells 
nothing but fellowship. We are not in contention with any club or organization nor do we want to be. We 
are a social ham club and promote nothing but fellowship.  
What use is a social club of "experienced" hams - well, when you converse with these folks, you know 
they have been through similar life experiences. You do not get a quizzical  stare if you mention "PEZ", 
grid, plate, 8 tracks, regeneration, acorn tubes,  Krushchev, nixie tubes, or Nash Ramblers, but rather, 
you get a few good quips and laughs.

Chapters with a veritable "Who's Who" of the amateur community over the years. The wealth of knowl-
edge is utterly amazing.  
Is this only a social party group for old - oops - I say again experienced hams?  
What is QCWA's worth besides fellowship or the wealth of experience? 
Just ask the fifteen (15) students that won this years annual scholarship awards of $1000 to $1500 each 
from the QCWA Memorial fund.  

This is written as an explanation of QCWA and not a sales pitch.
