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LETS TALK

Ever wonder how it is that some of us become complacent with ourselves and sit on the sidelines watching others and
never move a finger to become part of the crowd while there is a scurry of activity by others who appear to be having a
good time? It’s all in the makeup of us all and it has a profound effect on how we mix with the crowd.

Lets talk about that now and see if you are in the mix of what makes you tick as a ham radio operator. At the very begin-
ning of our venture into ham radio we all had one or two very special reasons for wanting to be involved with radio and
our reasons had to outweigh the chances of failing the test and the study involved and we also had visions of what we
wanted to get out of this venture ahead that was a mystery yet to unfold.

Chances are that you not once gave thought to the financial aspects and based your purchase of a radio upon various
inputs given by some local club gathering or maybe some local ham neighbor or radio store and now that you got your
license you have found a few obstacles in the way that were not there at the beginning and you are lost as to what direc-
tion to take. Equipment is a matter of individual choice, many a ham has been misled into purchasing a piece of equip-
ment on someone’s advice where they quickly trade for another, let your instincts be your guide, there is no magic to
equipment and the difference in price can be substantial. It is one time you need to be cautious.

Fear not for you are not alone and with one course in mind all the mystery and hidden secrets of getting to be part of the
crowd is near at hand and all it will take after your equipment purchase to get you on the air and for you to mix in with the
crowd will be for you to talk!!! Yes I said talk!!!

Ham radio operators have one thing in common and that is talking, and most all that I have met do a lot of that and they
also take command of the moment relishing in being the center of conversation. Listen to some QSO’s on any active
band and there is always one ham in charge of the conversation in a roundtable and the rest will occasionally verify his
points being made. The topic can be about most anything besides radio, and the talk goes on just about any time of the
day and night so there is no excuse for you not to get on the air and talk. If you find a conversation to your liking, wait for
an opportune time when they are all making ID of their call signs and then say your call sign and ask may you join them.
Chances are you will be recognized and you’re into the conversation.

In the likelihood you were born a quiet person with limited vocal aptitudes you can still find a place in ham radio as a val-
ued listener or if you have a little skill for Morse code you can really shine there as no one can tell who you are or any-
thing about you until you tell them with your finger tips, heck they won’t even know if your a male or female and this can
be an advantage to some who are extremely bashful and quiet. But then again with today’s QRZ call sign lookup it’s hard
to hide that from savvy operators.

Out of all the modes of operating available to us hams voice is still a favorite as it gives us that personalized moment
when the whole world can hear our voice, and some of us have gone to extremes in financial outlay in audio equipment
to have our voices sound like the best of commercial broadcast stations, but you don’t have to go to that extreme use the
basic stuff it works fine.

VOAD is not a service organization. Although VOAD may play some part during and after a disaster most if not all of its
contribution will be before the fact. The primary purpose of VOAD is to provide a forum for voluntary organizations to

share ideas and information.
coordinate training and planning
provide a louder voice when dealing with government organizations.

Many of the VOAD members will be quick to point out that VOAD is much more than that. For “VOAD on VOAD” visit
their web site at http://www.geocities.com/gavoad/ .

I found the VOAD members to be an “interesting” collection of people and organizations, each with their own agenda
bound together by the common desire to provide some form of aid in time of disaster. For the most part each was fo-
cused squarely on their own area of interest and for the most part rely on government structure and aid to help them ac-
complish their goals.

This was particularly interesting since the main presentation at this meeting was on the coming pandemic. As a ARES
member I, and I am sure many of you, have been though three other pandemic presentations all of which went into more
detail than this one so I will not repeat all of that information here. The same basic information of, 30+% loss of work
force, 3 waves of infection, lasting about 3 months each still apply.

If some of you have missed out on all the pandemic presentations let us know and we’ll see if we can post links to some
of the better ones.

All of the handouts and literature went out of its way to spell out that when the pandemic hits you are on your own and
here is how you should prepare. The presenter being from a government agency downplayed the “your on your own”
aspect and tried to point out the things that government was planning to make things better during the event.

My favorite was the plan to use airline reservation operators to help staff the emergency phones since there might not be
many people flying and there would be an increase in emergency phone calls. I offered the thought that the phones
might not be working very well for a few days (or more) since it only takes a few thousand calls (10k?) to lock up a local
switch. The feeling in the room was the phones, like the government, would always be there.

I seem to recall a saying ………When all else fails ……..something? Don’t remember the rest but I’m sure it will come
to me.

It was however the first time I had heard government members participating in a discussion on a proposed plan to close
the schools during a pandemic. It went on to suggest restricting kids to their homes. And that this could be for the three
waves of 3 months. There was some small discussion on the impact of such a move on the education process, taxes,
and possible cost savings having the schools closed.

The discussion stopped short of the realization that such a plan would likely (in my opinion) require one healthy parent to
remain home with the kids during that time reducing the work force potentially another 50% bringing the potential work-
ers out to 80+%.

I look for extra opportunity and possibilities in each new situation and I think I found some at VOAD for ARES. I may
have found an untapped resource. After I consult with those wiser than me in the ways of ARES and have my thoughts
validated (or not) I will share them with everyone (or not) in the next installment of “J.D. in VOAD Land”.

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A 20 Meter Mobile Antenna

In the County Hunter column on page 34 of the January
2007 issue of World Radio Dennis Hall, KK7X writes about
mobile antennas that he has used while operating mobile
from an 18-wheeler. He said that one of the best antennas
he used for 20 meters was a Hustler system where he took
a 15 resonator and replaced the existing whip section with
a 42” whip. When compared with a 20 meter Hamstick the
majority of the stations he made contacts with said the Hus-
tler with the modified 15 meter resonator out-performed the
Hamstick. Since I happened to have a Hustler system al-
ready installed on my Honda Pilot, I decided to give this a
try. I went to HRO and bought a 48” whip, took it home,
installed it in my 15 meter Super Resonator and mounted it
on the Hustler mast. I first checked the antenna with an
antenna analyzer and found the even with the whip ex-
tended to the full 48’ the antenna resonated just above the
top end of 20 meters. I was able to tune the antenna with
the built-in tuner on my Kenwood TS-480. Using it on-air I
have received excellent signals reports from a number of
stations. Rooney, 6Y5RP, Net Control Station for the Mari-
time Mobile Service Net on 14.3 MHz said it sounded as if I
was there on the Island!

I should point out that this is a rather tall antenna. The mast
is 54”, the resonator about 6” and the whip 48”. This adds
up to about 9’. But if you feel up to a little experimenting,
give this a try. You might like the results.
