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I’ve passed my exam, now what?
"Amateur Radio is what you make of it once you get your license," says Jim Haynie, W5JBP, an ARRL
President Emeritus.
“Getting a ham ticket doesn't make anyone more intelligent, and learning the ropes usually begins after someone already
has a license in hand. You learn by doing," he said.

To get started:
Join the ARRL. You can obtain an e-mail address of  “your call”@arrl.net, you’ll receive a monthly magazine, and you’ll
qualify for group rate insurance for your radio equipment. There are numerous awards that you can earn and many con-
tinuing education
opportunities.

Join a local club and attend some meetings and club events - if you don't you're missing a lot of the fun. Try several
clubs in the area if you are not sure where you can “belong.” Remember radio has something for everyone and some
clubs focus on things you may not be interested in. Don’t be discouraged if it takes a little time to find the right club.

Ask around on the repeaters, then go to an ARES® (Amateur Radio Emergency Services) meeting. Emergency com-
munications are an integral part of Amateur Radio and just showing up at a meeting is OK. It’s better to first meet the
gang at a meeting than at a disaster.
Make new friends on the local repeaters and IRLP links. Here are a few simple rules to make yourself welcome:

TEN COMMANDMENTS OF REPEATER OPERATING TECHNIQUES
1. FIND a repeater using a repeater directory. Avoid “Kerchunking”
2. LISTEN. Familiarize yourself with its operating procedures
3. TRANSMIT “(your call-sign) Monitoring” is all that needed to attract someone’s attention.

Don’t call CQ on repeaters.
4. To JOIN a conversation in progress, transmit your call sign between transmissions.

Don’t use “break” unless it’s an emergency.
5. BE COURTEOUS. Acknowledge all stations wishing to use the repeater. Invite him or her to join in or

make a short call to another station that may be monitoring the frequency.
6. PAUSE between transmissions to allow others to join in. Wait for the courtesy “Beep”.
7. BREVITY. Keep transmissions short. This permits more people to use the repeater.
8. Always IDENTIFY at end of each series of transmissions or every 10 minutes. You do not need to transmit any
other station's call sign. Just yours.
9. Use SIMPLEX whenever possible. Adhere to the band plan.
10. SUPPORT your local repeater groups.

The IRLP uses Voice-Over-Internet Protocol (VoIP) custom software and hardware to link your radio site to the world via
the Internet. IRLP operates a network of dedicated servers and nodes offering stable voice communications between
hundreds of towns and cities.

DO'S and DON'TS
DO pause between transmissions to let other in or others to enter DTMF command.
DO identify before sending DTMF command tones.
DO hold your microphone PTT for about 1 second before talking to allow all systems time to rise.
DO NOT rag-chew on your local repeater while connected to the reflector.
DO pause for 10 seconds or when entering the reflector before talking.
DO NOT start or plan a Net without pre-authorization from the reflector owner.

APPROPRIATE.

This is (call sign), (phonetically), (name), with the Gwinnett Amateur Radio Society Monday night Want, Swap, Sell and
Information net. This net meets every Monday night at 8PM, to help keep amateur radio operators up to date on events
and news and allows participants a chance to offer items for sell, trade.
You do not have to be a member of GARS to participate in this net, and all are welcome to join in. This is not an
emergency net, however, if there is any emergency traffic during the net, please inform net control by saying “BREAK
BREAK” and your call sign, and the net will handle the emergency traffic as required.
The Gwinnett Amateur Radio Society is an amateur radio club serving Gwinnett County, Georgia, in the North Metro
Atlanta area. We are a Special Service club affiliated with the ARRL. With over 130 members, GARS is an active part of
the Amateur Radio community, and plays an important role in Gwinnett County. We invite you to join us at our next
meeting to learn more about us.  To learn more about the Gwinnett Amateur Radio Society, please visit our web site at
www.gars.org.
When checking in net control asks that you give your call sign once, then again phonetically, and then your name and
location. Also, while checking in, please inform net control if you have any swap shop items or announcements.
Remember that to check into our net you do not have to be a member of Gwinnett Amateur Radio Society to check-in.
When checking in, please key down and say “THIS IS”, then un-key and listen for others. If you don’t hear anyone else
doubling, key down and check in. Net control will now take check-ins in the following order:
First: Short Timers, Mobile or Low Power stations.
Second: Officers and Committee Chairs.
Third:  Announcements, want, swap, sell, trade items.
Fourth: General Check-ins.
A volunteer to serve as Alternate Net Control Station is needed. The Alternate Net Control should be prepared
to assume control at any time if the Net Control Station becomes disabled. Anyone willing to serve as Alternate
Net Control for the GARS Net, please call Net Control now.
(callsign) Thank you for being alternate net control.

CHECK-INS
We will now take Short Timers, Mobile, or Low Power check-ins.
TAKE CHECK-INS AND RECORD THEM IN YOUR LOG. VERIFY THE CALL SIGN, NAME AND LOCATION OF

GO TO THE TOP OF THE LIST AND ALLOW THOSE THAT CHECKED IN TO MAKE THEIR ANNOUNCEMENTS.
AFTER ALL ANNOUNCEMENT, ASK IF ANYONE NEEDS FILLS OR REPEATS ON THE ANNOUNCEMENT, THEN
THANK THE CHECK-IN FOR THE ANNOUNCEMENT.
AFTER ALL ANNOUNCEMENTS HAVE BEEN MADE PAUSE FOR ADDITIONAL CHECK-INS
Net control (Call Sign) will now take general check-ins.
TAKE CHECK-INS AND RECORD THEM IN YOUR LOG. VERIFY THE CALL SIGN, NAME AND LOCATION OF
EACH CHECK-IN.

CONCLUSION
NET CONTROL SHOULD RECAP THE ANNOUNCEMENTS FOR LATE CHECK-INS
Net control (Call Sign) will now recap the announcements.
IF NONE,  CONCLUDE THE NET.
