Gwinnett ARES Digital Communications by Kyle WA4KDA

On August 14th, Gwinnett ARES held a class at the Gwinnett Emergency Operations Center (EOC),
teaching members how to send data using radios. This is useful in emergencies because much of the
information that needs to be passed during an emergency is lists of names, numbers, equipment, in-
structions, medicines, etc. Many times this information is shared with ARES from its served agencies
from a computer.

Conventionally, ARES can have a member at one end read the data, and a member at the other end
enter the data into a computer at a different location. That works, but it is faster to transmit the data
digitally using amateur radio. When using digital communications for this scenario, the served agency
gives the ARES member the data (on a USB stick for example), he or she puts the data onto their
computer, and hits send on their digital communications program. The data is sent over amateur ra-
dio, the ARES member at the other end receives the information at the remote location, the program
demodulates and formats the data, and the ARES member gives it to their served agency. This gets
the data moved quickly, with error correction, and greatly reduces the amount of time and potential
for human errors which is critical in emergencies.

For 2010, the Gwinnett ARES Digital Committee has recommended the use of packet with a program
called Outpost, and a few digital modulation modes using NBEMS (FLDigi). These programs are free
and the hardware is either low cost, or something most hams already have. Which program and mode
we use depends on what the situation is, where are stations are located, and what bands is used.
Gwinnett ARES teams will need to be fluent on both programs.

There is a caveat for hams not interested in emergency communications. Any ham can enjoy using
FLDigi (the core program of NBEMS). FLDigi supports many different modes that are popular with
hams. Modes like CW, Domino, Hellschreiber, PSK(31,63,125,250,500), RTTY, MT63, and a generous
number of others. With FLDigi, a sound card interface, and an HF radio, you can participate in nets,
QSOs, and QSTs around the world.

During the class, ARES members were taught how to send and receive e-mail style messages using
Outpost. Outpost looks and works like an e-mail program. With Outpost and packet, radio amateurs
can send and receive messages without knowing anything about the packet network or the hardware
required to send and receive data. This helps to get data moving very quickly in an emergency.

NBEMS uses the core FLDigi to send data over HF, VHF, or UHF

over a simplex or repeater network.

It also can send messages

and data like an e-mail program or ICS-213 form, as well as
binary (like digital pictures) and ASCII data. Although simple to

use, it has too many features to share here.

If you are interested

in digital communications, do yourself a favor and take a look at
NBEMS. And if you think you might be interested in emergency
communications, please feel free to drop by a Gwinnett ARES
meeting.
