SECOND SUNDAY in North Georgia means another “ARC” Know-Our-Hobby session. 

 

I’m sure many of you have heard about the SECOND SUNDAY sessions held at PDK.  Bill Perkins, 

KB4KFT, was the originator and sponsor for about 4 years.  After such a long time, Bill had decided 

it was enough of finding programs and making announcements each month.  The Atlanta Radio 

Club has picked up the ball and SECOND SUNDAY lives on.  I occasionally attend.  Each session 

has been a great learning experience and generally a chance to share experiences with other hams.  

If nothing else, I learn what so many of us take for granted when talking about our hobby.  Little 

things like why do we build a half wave antenna instead of a full wave?  What velocity is as relates 

to wire and coax?  How to build a 2 meter vertical?  What can NVIS really do for you trying to make 

close in contacts. 

 

The February program was building dipole antennas.  And yes, they convinced Bill, KB4KFT, to put 

on the program.  Bill took a few minutes with theory.  He made sure we understood the replacement 

of 468 with 492 for a closer match on the first try.  The idea was to build a 10 meter dipole or verti-

cal.  The parts were simple and the separator for the dipole or base for the vertical was either a 5/8 

dowel or block of wood.  We used screw-in eyelets and washers for fastening points.  There was a 

drill, hardware and wire enough for everyone to have a try at building an antenna. 

 

Maybe 20 were in attendance and all had a good time.  Probably 15 went home with a new antenna.  

Sure the antennas were designed for field or temporary use.  But they served as a great learning 

tool and could easily be a template for more permanent antennas. 

 

My compliments go out to the leadership of Atlanta Radio Club for picking up this great monthly 

event.  SECOND SUNDAY is open to all local hams.  For information on the next SECOND SUN-

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10 meter Lexpedition Monday Feb. 24th.

―Anyone around?‖ ―This is WB4FGF atop Stone Mountain calling.‖ ―This is W4GA,‖ a strong voice crackles over 

the speaker of my Yaesu FT-100D.  ―This is what it's all about‖, I think as I start the preamble to one of Atlanta's 

most successful L expedition 10 meter on-the-air get-together QSO parties. 

 

We have been preparing for this event for several weeks now.   Our gear consists of three antennas which include a 

ham stick dipole, a vertical made from an 11 meter antenna cut off by 3 inches 

with a tuned counterpoise wire and finally a four element Arrow portable 2 meter 

antenna.  We have this all attached to a 12 foot painters pole balanced by a 4 foot 

tripod.  The tripod is secured to a large flat rock underneath with a length of 

shock cord. One shock cord guy backs against the rather stiff breeze blowing 

from the southwest.  We catch our breath after the vigorous climb from the bot-

tom of ―The Rock.‖  Karen, KJ4VQI, is carrying the AGM 12 aH battery and the 

radios, the FT100D for HF and the IC 92A/D for fm; a coax switch and 3 coaxial 

cables in her back pack; and I am hauling the canvas tote with the tripod, anten-

nas and push-pole. With a nod to civilized operation, I threw in a folding canvas 

chair.  Lunch is stowed away in my hydration backpack. 

 

Upon arrival we spent 15 minutes at the bottom of the moun-

tain detained by the SM police regarding our "suspicious" 

packages and nefarious plans.  After going through the ranks 

of the police we finally got cleared by the communications 

director by name dropping "Alford Memorial" and speaking 

of our ARES and other civic activities.  Wow, perhaps we 

need to pre-plan and approve these activities in the fu-

ture!  Who would have thought?   "Suspicious couple plans 

overthrow of Stone Mountain"  :-)  

 

Having tested the rigs, we are well prepared as the clock ticks toward 12 noon, the official 

start of the 10 meter L expedition. I have already talked to a station on Pine Mountain as 

well as KB4KFT Bill on his fine portable station over on West Paces Ferry.  28.430 MHz 

is fairly hopping with activity by the time the starting call is made.  I find it quite a jug-

gling act talking on both the HT and the FT100 all at the same time.  Quite frankly—well 

it doesn't get much better than this. 

 

As I look back on Monday, February 21, I have to think that portable operation is going 

to be big with us. Karen and I are already planning for the next 10 meter outing.  Lets do 

this again soon Bob!

The Lost Art of Cable Lacing

The Make Magazine blog <http://blog.makezine.com/> is a wealth of information for amateur radio operators. 

Recently, they ran a post on what they consider to be on the "lost technology" of cable lacing <http://

blog.makezine.com/archive/2009/07/lost-knowledge-cable-lacing.html>. 

 

The blog post does a great job of explaining the technique and includes several illustrations. One of them

cableLacing6b.gif> is a drawing from an old ARRL handbook. There is also a link to the Wikipedia page on 

cable lacing <http://en.wikipedia.org/wiki/Cable_lacing>. 

 

Nowadays, we mostly use zip ties to bundle cables, but there are disadvantages to using them. For one 

thing, to apply them properly, you should have a tool that controls how tightly the zip tie holds the wires. This 

is to prevent crushing the insulation. 

 

Also, I've found that zip ties don't do so well when the cable has only two or three wires. They're just not de-

signed to hold so few wires. I think that cable lacing would do a much better job of keeping a small bundle of 

wires together, say wires that connect front panel components to a PC board. 

 

Cable lacing certainly looks much cooler than zip ties. This is the perfect technique for those homebrewers 

that want to make their projects look great as well as work great. 

 

I asked on my blog, "Now, where can I find the 'wax-impregnated cotton or twine'?" and my readers came 

through. Hamilton said, "Apparently you find wax string here: http://www.kitkraft.biz/product.php?

productid=1496. I remember using it for something as a kid, but I can’t place it." Ron McKenz wrote, "I notice 

that a number of Telco vendors sell waxed lacing cord. Here are a few URLs: http://

www.sourcetelsupply.com/catalog/index.php?cPath=27, http://www.tessco.com/yts/resourcecenter/pdfs/

clablelacing-FAQ.pdf, and http://www.oelsales.com/product.cfm/267/. 

 

Ned, WB4KBO, said, "I would suggest a large roll of dental tape and a large-diameter curves sewing needle 

for fabricating harnesses. I was told that this was the material of choice for lacing harnesses when I worked 

at Heath Company many years ago. Makes sense to me. Buy it at Meijer for an occasional harness, or a 

dental wholesale supply house if you are going into production. Also great stuff for kite rigging, vine lacing 

and many other things." 

 

Mike, WA6ARA wrote, "What you want is Mil-T-43435. It is better than a cord, it is a flat weave tape, nylon, 

and waxed. It is made for cable lacing but is use now in the parachute industry as “super tack”. Item T1050 

at http://www.paragear.com" 

 

So, there you have it. Links to show you how to do it, and a couple more links for where to find the lacing 

material. I now expect all of our homebrew to look a lot neater.
