We all remember
what fifteen inches of rain did to North Georgia in October 2009. That paled in comparison to the estimated
twenty to twenty four inches of rain that fell in Nashville May of last year. | cannot fathom how we would
have fared had we experienced another five inches of rain during the October 2009 event. When considering
things that can affect us here, the list is long and varied including hurricanes, tornadoes, earthquakes, asteroids,
fires, floods, oh and lest we not forget terrorism.

Consider something for a moment. | am not being insensitive, but trying to make a point here about emer-
gency preparedness in our daily lives.

Do you think anyone in Sendai woke up on March 11" and thought to themselves, “Today there will be a gi-
ant earthquake and tsunami. My friends, family, and I will probably either all be killed or left homeless.”

No. They all got up and went about their day just as we always do, performing normal daily chores and tasks
and things as equally mundane as reading this article right now. The reality is we do not know what is just
around the corner. All we can do is to try prepare for the worst.

The tragedy in Japan has served as a wake up call for me and for my family. We are renewing our emergency
preparedness goals and efforts.

Get a kit, make a plan, be informed. Great advice for surviving the unthinkable. And although this will not
save everyone from disasters, it will almost certainly help us survive after the disaster.

From an amateur radio and emcomm point of
view, it is important to have a flexible kit and to
keep your skills honed. Learn how to be a net con-
trol — you may be the one with the best equipment
and best location for the job. Learn how to be a
good net participant that allows net control to be
efficient at doing their job by knowing how to be

i you can find it, a radio is likely to survive many disasters, batteries too, and wire is easily stored or found.
Now, how good are you at working simplex?

i you only use HTs or tiny antennas with just enough oomph to make it to the repeater you are not going to do
very well when the repeater tower is toppled.

Have you ever participated in the strange antenna challenge? Have you ever made a VHF or HF antenna out
of wire in the field? Not only are practicing these activities fun and educational, but these skills could save the
life of you or someone you love after a disaster.

The recent events have caused my contemplation and renewed efforts to be prepared for the worst. It is a
moving target and all we can do is guess what we may need for unknown situations. But it is my sincere belief
that if we are mindful and diligent about emergency preparedness then, if that day comes, we will fare far bet-
ter than those who are not. Let us hope and pray we are preparing needlessly.

Turning now to GARS, we have a fantastic outing planned for the Georgia QSO party and that should be a lot
of fun. I hope we have a great turn out for that. GARS has a great program coming up at its April meeting. 1

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Japanese Hams Still Providing Communications Support

From the 3/24/11 issue of the ARRL Letter:

Amateur Radio operators became involved in the rescue effort soon after the March 11 8.9 earthquake and
devastating tsunami that hit northern Japan, and that effort continues nearly two weeks later. “In the early
stage following the earthquake and tsunami, several radio amateurs were able to activate their stations with
car batteries or small engine generators, despite the electric power outages,” IARU Region 3 Secretary Ken
Yamamoto, JA1CJP, told the ARRL. “They transmitted rescue requests and information on the disaster
situation — including refugee centers and their needs — and the availability of basic infrastructures, such as
electricity, water and gas supplies.” After the earthquake and tsunami, there was no electricity, water or gas
service in many of the affected areas.

In his report to the ARRL, Yamamoto said that the Japan Amateur Radio League (JARL) activated JALIRL
— its headquarters station in Tokyo — soon after the earthquake. With the help of many other amateurs, it
also activated its regional headquarters station JA3RL in Osaka to communicate with the amateurs in the
damaged areas, including its Tohoku headquarters station JA7RL in Sendai. “The communications were
mostly on the 7 MHz band in daytime and the 3.5 MHz band at night,” Yamamoto explained. “Short range
communications were also made on the 144 and 430 MHz bands. The information gathered through Ama-
teur Radio communications was reported to the rescue and disaster relief organizations for their appropriate
deployment. Some other amateurs accepted health-and-welfare inquiries from the [impacted] areas and they
posted the information on the Internet.”
