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T here is a great article in the November 2011 issue 

of QST in “The Doctor Is In” column on page 

61.  The question asked was about having two or more 

antennas for some VHF/UHF rigs mounted on a trailer 

(car).  Joel does a nice job showing some test results of 

tests they conducted with vehicles.   Bottom line if you 

don’t want to fry your receiver, read the article and 

heed the advice.   Even though you may do a test your-

self, repeated overload of a receiver front end can cause 

early failure down the road.  The same situation will 

apply when involved in an ARES deployment with sev-

eral radios./antennas in close range of each other.   Ver-

tical separation between antennas is always best in 

these situations. 

  

O n another note concerning the transmitter side in 

the ARES Meeting in September, we had go kits 

with mobile radios mounted within.  Several of these 

had antennas mounted directly to the go kit or ra-

dio.  Anytime you use a radio in this configuration, you 

should use low power (5 watts or less)  jumping up to 

30 or 50 watts and your transmitting with a high RF 

field right in your face, not to mention that most likely 

the antenna has a very poor counter poise so the re-

flected power back to the radio final will be high so 

while your burning your brain your also burning out the 

finals.  

  

W hen programming my mobile radios I always 

program each memory with the low power set-

ting so when I switch to a frequency, I come up on low 

power first.  You can always bump it up if needed on 

the fringes.  Low power saves radios, and money in the 

long run as all of our portable and mobile radios are 

only designed to handle transmitting on the high power 

setting for very short periods of time.  If you read your 

manual the rated transmit to receive ratio is way under 

rated compared to how many of us use the radio.  Rag 

chewing  on high power really heats up the transmitter 

and can make it fail pre-maturely.   The finals were de-

signed for fairly short transmissions with cool down 

time in between. 

  

A  question, came up the other day concerning the 

two fuses in the dc power line for a mobile ra-

dio.  The purpose of having two fuses in the power line 

for a mobile installation comes from the fact that the 

mobile power supply (car battery,  voltage regulator-

alternator) has an intermittent very heavy load that it 

must handle every time you start the car.  In event of a 

chassis grounding problem, the radio negative cable 

that is connected to the battery may see an excessive 

current loading.  The fuse in the negative side is to pro-

tect the radio/power cable from overload in those rare 

but critical cases.   If the radio is being used in a go kit, 

portable or other situation where a portable battery sup-

ply is being used, this second fuse can cause increased 

voltage drop during transmit and decrease your operat-

ing time on the battery.   Typically on a go kit arrange-

ment you should only have one fuse (in the positive 

line) from the power source to the radio to minimize as 

much voltage drop as possible.  The fuse should be 

inline as close to the power source as possible and rated 

per the radio manufacturer’s specifications but not to 

exceed the safe current level for the wire gage being 

used in the cable. 

  

S peaking of DC power line fuse connectors, when is 

the last time you cleaned the fuse connections on 

your installation.   I have found this situation many 

times over the years where the radio starting acting 

funny due to voltage dropout on transmit or low trans-

mit power levels.  This was typically caused by dirty 

contacts between the fuse and fuse holder connec-

tions.  In the field just pull and reinsert the fuse a few 

times to help scratch off the contacts and get it work-

ing, back home carefully use a good contact cleaner 

and/or mild abrasive on the holder and fuse contacts 

periodically to keep the voltage drop from being exces-

sive.  On a typical mobile installation these days there 

are three fuses in line with the radio, one in the positive 

on the radio pigtail, and one in the positive along with 

another in the negative lead of the cable going to the 

battery (power source)  When each of these three have 

some contact failure the overall voltage drop under 

load can give you a headache trying to operate.   Many 

times the contacts look clean to the eye but electrically 

they are poor.

You Can Enjoy Contests Even If You're Not a Contester

I often talk to guys who say that they're not contesters. Some even go so far as to 
say that they hate contests. I'm really not a contester, either, but I do enjoy oper-
ating them from time to time. There are several ways to enjoy amateur radio contests 
even if you're not a "contester." 
 
This weekend, for example, the CQ World-Wide (CQWW) SSB DX contest was being held. As usual for a Saturday morn-

ing, I was down at WA2HOM (www.wa2hom.org), our club station at the Ann Arbor Hands-On Museum 

(www.aahom.org). Now, the museum is only open from 10am - 5pm on Saturdays, so there's 
no way I'm going to score very highly in the contest, but I still decided to partici-
pate. 
 
What I did was take advantage of the contest activity to add countries to our DXCC 
list. Over two hours of operation, I managed to make 63 contacts, including at least 
five new countries. The new countries that I added to our log included Iceland, North-
ern Ireland, Scotland, the Cayman Islands, and Madeira Island. 
 
None of these is rare DX, but for whatever reason, we hadn't worked them before. Now, 
we have. In addition, some of the big contesters will travel to exotic locales and op-
erate from places that normally have no or few ham radio operators. Contests are good 
opportunities to get those countries in your log. 
 
Operating in a contest is also a good test of your radio and antennas. It's true that 
contest signal reports are basically meaningless, but if DX stations regularly hear 
you on your first or second call, then chances are your antennas are working well. If 
they're continually asking for repeats or never hear you at all, it's a good bet that 
you need to do some antenna work. 
 
Working a contest can also improve your operating skills. In a CW contest, for exam-
ple, the good ops are generally operating at 25+ words per minute. That's OK, though, 
because it forces you to copy that fast, and because you know what the exchange format 
is, you pretty much know what characters to expect. Try it sometime. You'll be sur-
prised at how fast you can copy during a contest and how much your CW speed improves. 
 
If none of the above reasons convince you, and you're still a bit apprehensive about 
jumping into one of the bigger contests, let me suggest that you try one of the 
smaller contests. State QSO parties, for example, are a lot more laid back than say 
the ARRL Sweepstakes. The CW speeds are a lot lower and the phone contacts are a lot 
less intense. You may even learn something about a particular state's geography. You 
will for sure learn a lot of county names. 
 
It's all about having fun. And you can have fun in a contest, even if you don't have 
the time or the equipment to be competitive.
