I've listened to Joe Taylor, K1JT, speak on his low power low noise tools twice recently. Once in Day-
ton and once in Atlanta. So naturally | wanted to find our more about it. The tools | wanted to try were
for meteor scatter or other vhf/uhf communications. But what I found was JT65-HF. | downloaded and
installed it months ago. | was warned that a very accurate clock was necessary for the JT65 mode. | in-
stalled one of the suggested time sync products and thought | was off to the races. After a couple of
failed tries, | put it aside. Then | heard some talk on the GARS repeater and email list about JT65 and
started listening. Someone was making some contacts. | sent a note to the GARS email group and re-
ceived a couple offers of help. |took Kyle up on the offer and after a bit we were talking on the repeater
while I tried to make it work. | knew my clock was right, | had installed the suggested software. The
JT65 software shows the time in seconds. Kyle ask what time | had, and it was different than his. So
back to the drawing board. There were a couple suggestions for time synchronization packages. | tried a
couple and neither got me on time with the National Time standard.

One of the requirements for the new sync software to work is stopping the Windows Time Service. |
thought I had it stopped, but didn't. | stopped it, but that still had me off on time. | finally did a web
search on time sync programs. One showed up from a site I was familiar with “Karen Ware”. I unin-
stalled the others, rebooted, installed the Karen Ware, and rebooted again. Time was OK compared to
the National Time Standard.

| started up the JT65-HF again and was off and running. QSOs take a long time, but are short in content.
No more than 13 characters per transmission. | have not had the experience where messages show up
even though you can't hear the tones; but | understand it happens.  So it's not all that good for rag chew-
ing. |1 made several contacts over the last few days. | originally thought it might be a little tough to use,
but it's like most everything else a little practice helped.
