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GARS APRS DIGI + TX IGATE

Most of you KNOW that GARS has run a Digipeater on APRS for years. Well this year, it has morphed
into a bigger machine and can do more. The radio and TNC are the same, but we added a Celeron computer run-
ning CentOS Linux and the application called APRX. This Linux box connects to the KPC TNC running in KISS
mode. It still does the Digipeater stuff, but it can also send and receive messages through the IGATE function.
Another function is the beacons that can be programmed. We are also looking to add another Digipeater if needed
in the county.

From the chatter on the repeater, | knew the long awaited day was here. David KA4KKF, Eddie WD4JEM,
Jeff AB4HF, Kevin KF4HFN and John WB4QDX were at the site with United Tower of Monroe to put up
the new repeater antennas.

Many of you will remember that a couple of years ago, the County removed the Growing Gwinnett
water tanks on I-85 near Jimmy Carter Boulevard. Those tanks had been the home to a GARS remote
receiver site. Since then, there has been a hole in our handheld and mobile coverage for the Norcross
area.

Hopefully by the time you read this, that hole has been plugged. The club raised enough in donations to
fund the purchase of new antennas, hardline, and hardware to re-install its 147.075 repeater remote
receiver and to accommodate the return of the 442.100 repeater to the site adjacent to the former
water tanks. Permission was received from Gwinnett County to put antennas on the Goshen Springs
tower near the 200 feet level. Our remote receivers and control link are in a secure building below the
tower provided with a reliable AC supply and generator backup.

Judging from the effort that Eddie and the fellow from United Tower were
putting into pulling up the hardline, a couple of hundred feet of that stuff
along with a bag full of cable clamps gets pretty heavy.

Jeff assembled the link antenna and he and John tested it for SWR and
here Jeff gives it an “All OK”.

John readied the inside of the building with smaller coax cables to marry up to the hard line and
prepared the cabinet to receive the repeater and remote receiver.

Thanks to Kevin KJ4SUJ for storing the parts while all was being assembled, and to John WB4QDX
who was primary liaison with the County government, and to John, David, and Eddie who led the parts

acquisition bidding and ordering process and kept us within budget. Thanks also to Kyle who kept after
everyone with the “git ‘er done” cattle prod.

Finally, a big “Thank You” to the repeater committee (David and Eddie) for maintaining, programming, and
in general just keeping everything in the system playing well together.

For the financially minded, what went on the tower was $6,200 dollars of equipment, feed line, mounting hard-
ware, plus $3,500 in installation costs. So please consider making a donation to the repeater fund as you re-
new your dues.

For the technically minded, the equipment includes:

440.100 Mhz, PL 100.0 Hz tone: The repeater is a Hummer Il (Motorola MSR 5000) currently putting out
about 80 watts to a 9db collinear vertical UHF antenna on a six foot standoff bracket with 280 feet of
7/8” hardline. You may remember this repeater as KAHUM. It was previously set up by Mike, K4HBI,
using one of the former water tank antennas. It was moved to Lawrenceville to remain on the air until
this project could be completed. It is now ID’ing as WAGR and pegs the needle at my QTH here in Nor-
cross. Note: Eddie, WD4JEM, reports he can work the repeater mobile from Vinings, GA.

The 147.675 GE MVP remote receiver listens on a 6db gain folded dipole VHF antenna on a six foot
standoff bracket with 240 feet of 7/8” hard line for the 147.075 repeater voting system.

Last, but not least, there is an 11 element yagi link antenna that relays the received signals back to the main
repeater in Lawrenceville.

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IS YOUR FAMILY PREPARED

Severe weather season is approaching in Georgia with the possibility of tornadoes and hurricanes at the
top of the list each year. As we have seen in Alabama and other states in the last 2 years, destruction can
happen at any time of the day or night with little or no warning.

Are you Ready?
Here are some guidelines to make sure that you and your family can survive:

1. A working Weather Alert Radio programmed with your local SAME code and the codes for counties
to the South West. | also program all surrounding counties into mine.

2. A “Family Action Plan”, including meeting places and phone numbers should be written down,
discussed with all family members old enough to understand it, and practiced at least three times a
year.

3. Bicycle or motorcycle helmets for all family members should be stored next to or under each bed for
easy access. The helmet should fit the person and have a secure working strap. The majority of
people killed in tornadoes and resulting building collapse are killed by head injuries from falling or
flying debris.

4. Have a safe place inside your home where the family always goes in severe weather or when advised
to take shelter. An interior room with no windows like a bathroom or a closet are good choices. If
you have a full basement or underground storm shelter, that should be your first choice.

5. Each family member should have a backpack or gym bag containing a hat, gloves, warm clothing,
shoes for three days, and food items like protein bars and at least a gallon of water. If any person in
the family has medication needed to sustain life, a three day supply should be included if possible. A
copy of the Family Action Plan should be included in each pack. A working LED flashlight and spare
batteries should also be included.

6. Communication of some sort should always be carried by all members of the family old enough to
use them. Amateur Radio, cell phones, FRS or GMRS radios, whatever works for you and your
family.

7. This list is not all you need, but if you follow these recommendations, your chances of surviving such
an event will be greater than for people that choose to take no action to help themselves.

These guidelines are just a minimum starting place for all of us to use to protect our families. Those of us
that do a little planning will be better off if something bad happens.

Your feedback is welcomed and I will be contributing this type of self-help article to the GARZETTE
each month.
