Q. How does a future ham kick off his first science fair project?
A. By trying to contact the International Space Station, of course!

Nine-year old Robert Milby, who attends Sugar Hill Christian
Academy, picked this project for his fourth grade Science Fair
after vetoing Legos based on the cost. Both of his parents are
Hams, so most of the equipment was already on hand. Robert
and his father, KD4MZU, researched when the Space Station
would be overhead, figured out the best frequency to use to con-
tact them, and selected four antennas to use. Robert chose the
rubber duck antenna, the static vertical antenna, the dipole an-
tenna, and the cubical quad antenna. Robert’s hypothesis was
that the static vertical antenna would work best because it could
send and receive in a full 360 degrees.

They built the cubical quad and dipole
antennas using diagrams found on the
internet. They then tried out each an-
tenna while the space station was over-
head. While they were never able to
make contact, Robert was able to deter-
mine that his hypothesis was wrong.
The cubical quad was actually the best
of the four antennas as you could point
it straight at the space station.

Robert took a shared First Place in the science fair, tying with a young lady who tested the Best Type
of Soil Fertilizer. Thrilled with his win, Robert continues to study for his technician license in his spare

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In CASE you need a CASE

A while back | found an aluminum tool case at Home Depot for about $25. Unlike the first one | had sev-
eral years ago, this one did not have any foam inserts. Someone on this group said to contact Georgia
Case, http://www.georgiacase.com/index.htm, which | did. Went there yesterday and got the foam to
make my aluminum tool case into an equipment case. Cost of the soft foam: $20! They also have a
"hard" foam, but the soft foam is normally what we expect when we set up a case for gear. They also offer
Pelican case "pluck and pull" foam, but they told me that after a while the foam deteriorates and the gear
is not held in position as well as using solid foam and cutting out the exact shape of the gear with a sharp
knife.

In addition, | was told one of the better ways to cut this stuff is to freeze it in your freezer and use a bread
knife with serrated edge to cut out the foam. In my instance | had them put down an inch thick piece of
foam on the bottom of the case and then fill it to the top with about a 3 inch piece. The lid was one solid
piece of foam which completely filled the top so once the equipment is placed the case the lid will hold
everything in place while in transit.

So, if you can find one of the inexpensive aluminum tool cases o
at a big-box store (it took me three tries to find a Home Depot N < LI Kits |

So now |
have two hard cases: one for the K2 portable station and one for my HB-1 station.

It is said that if you remember to apply the rule of threes to your life you will never be caught unprepared.
What is the rule of threes, you ask?

« 3 minutes without air and you die
« 3 hours without shelter and you die
« 3 days without water and you die
» 3 weeks without food and you die
« 3 months without hope and you die

It sounds very bleak, | must admit. Now take a look at your family and your preparations for whatever
disaster may come your way. We will look at them one at a time.

1.

Lack of air is not a very likely problem | admit. Have you ever thought about what to do if your
car ends up in a body of water and fills with water? Have you ever discussed this with your fam-
ily? Do they know what to do? This can also apply to a filtered air supply for a shelter.

Lack of shelter is a real possibility during bad weather or disaster. Do you have a family plan in
place to provide shelter for your family if your home is destroyed? It can be as simple as a tent
and camping supplies or as complicated as a complete shelter built somewhere safe.

Do you have a plan to provide two gallons of water a day for each family member? This can be
in the form of bottled or canned supplies or it can take the form of a hand operated pump and fil-
ter that cleans up whatever water can be found, or a combination of all three.

Can you supply at least 1200 calories a day for each member of your family for at least a month?
Adults working on recovery and doing manual labor might well need 3000+ calories a day. Can
you provide this level of nutrition for your family for at least 3 weeks without going to a store or
leaving home? This amount of food for a family of four can be stored in a bedroom closet. Will
it be everything you want or what you are accustomed to? No, but you will be able to survive
while you make arrangements for the future.

Hope comes in to play when you have mastered the other problems and find yourself and your
family alive and facing the future. Hope that things will continue to get better will carry you for-
ward. Ham radio can enter in at this point, providing contact with others and allowing for plan-
ning and mutual assistance.

The above ideas have been compiled from a wide assortment of sources and are considered to be sound and
conservative ideas to survive an unforeseen event. You do not need to believe in the end of the world to
make plans to take care of yourself and your family. | did not cover the difference between

disaster communications and survival communications — that will come in future newsletters.

Plan to be safe.
