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Digital Voice on HF

I was sitting at my radio but working on a computer
problem, and waiting for it to finish running the Anti-
Virus scan, so | turned on my radio and dialed across 20
meters. There weren’t many signals that day, but as I
came upon 14.230 MHz, | heard this crazy noise that
sounded like a million bees buzzing, LOUDLY. Well, |
had heard that sound before, but never could decode it. |
tried the high-speed “slow-scan” program called EasyPal
and that didn’t work. And then I remembered someone
saying that there’s a new application for digital voice on
HF. 1 went to my web browser and looked it up and
found a free application called FDMDV by G3PLX.
FDMDV means Frequency Division Multiplex Digital
Voice. FDMDYV is the latest digital voice mode on HF -
it caters to high quality digital voice under poor band
conditions, in only 1100Hz bandwidth!

I downloaded it, installed it and ran it. It’s really a sim-
ple little application that only requires a few things to be
configured, like your CALLSIGN and the transmit port
of your interface (mine is RIGblaster). Well, 1 did have
to tell it where to get the audio FROM, and where to
send the resulting sound TO. | have a built-in audio card
in my PC (you do too, most likely) and recently I bought
a USB audio device (aka “dongle™). It’s just an audio
card in a Thumb Drive container/shape. This allows me
to chat with my brother, KF4ZPN, on Skype (using the
USB audio dongle) while also running digital modes on
my radio (using the normal built-in audio card in my
PC).

As soon as | got it configured, and after setting it to get
the audio from my radio via “Line-In” on the built-in
audio card of my PC, I began hearing a guys’ voice on
the USB audio device. It was clearer than | expected.
No noise, no interference, no variation in loudness, and a
lot like FM. Did I say - ”It’s really easy to set up.” See
the hookup diagram in this article.

Now I know that some of you have already gotten into
digital voice on VHF and UHF via D-STAR and all the
great features it offers. D-STAR is expensive compared
to this, requires new or additional equipment, and | per-
sonally couldn’t justify the expense. This, however, is
cheap and offers one very special benefit. When the HF
bands are really open and loaded with QSO’s, the QRM
can be really annoying. In the case of FDMDV, you
could hold a very comfortable chat with another station
without all that QRM.

Extra Class question of the day: field-effect transistors

A field-effect transistor (FET) is a device that uses an electric field to control current flow through the device. Like
the bipolar transistor, a FET normally has three terminals. The names of the three terminals of a field-effect transis-

tor are gate, drain, source. (E6A17)

FETs are normally made with a technology called Complementary Metal-Oxide Semiconductor, or CMOS. The ini-
tials CMOS stand for Complementary Metal-Oxide Semiconductor. (E6A13) FETs made with CMOS technol-
ogy are sometimes call MOSFETs.

In Figure E6-2 (below), schematic symbol 1 is the symbol for a P-channel junction FET. (E6A11) In Figure E6-2
(below), schematic symbol 4 is the symbol for an N-channel dual-gate MOSFET. (E6A10)

One characteristic of the MOSFET is that they have a high input impedance. This makes them more attractive for
use in many test equipment applications than bipolar transistors. How does DC input impedance at the gate of a
field-effect transistor compare with the DC input impedance of a bipolar transistor? An FET has high input im-

pedance; a bipolar transistor has low input impedance. (E6A14)

One disadvantage of using MOSFETs is that they are very sensitive to electrostatic discharge (ESD). Sometimes, they
are damaged by static discharges so low that you never even see the spark or feel the shock. To reduce the chance
of the gate insulation being punctured by static discharges or excessive voltages many MOSFET devices

have internally connected Zener diodes on the gates. (E6A12)

Most FETs are enhancement-mode devices. When using an enhancement-mode FET, you must apply a voltage to
the gate to get current to flow from source to drain. Some FETs are, however, depletion mode devices. A depletion-
mode FET is an FET that exhibits a current flow between source and drain when no gate voltage is ap-

plied. (E6A09)
