This may sound odd, but I
work more DX from my truck than | do from home. | have a Kenwood TS-480SAT in my truck and |
usually use a single band “Hamstick™ type antenna. I say usually because sometimes I will use an Out-
backer Perth multiband antenna instead. | seem to get better performance from the single band antennas
than the Outbacker, but I sometimes like the convenience of just having to change the position of the
wander lead. | recently bought a kneeboard from the Pilot Shop at Briscoe Field in Lawrenceville to
take notes. It straps to your thigh.

I have worked the majority of the stations while just running around Gwinnett County doing errands
and such. It can be a challenge at times due to noise from power lines and LED traffic signals. And of
course, competing with folks running a kilowatt into some type of directional antenna only adds to the
challenge. But, | have noticed that many DX stations seem to favor answering mobile stations. In June
2011 1 worked IW6DRH in Italy and he was also mobile and he was very happy to make his first ever
mobile-to-mobile DX contact. (Mine too!)
