The weather was sunny and hot with lots of pollen 

on Saturday.  Sunday was cold and rainy all day, but both days were attended 

well past expectations.  The Gwinnett ARES trailer was on-site and we were eas-

ily able to keep two HF stations busy both days.  We used Earl's 43' portable ver-

tical Saturday and his portable wire dipole Sunday for 20 meter contacts.  For 40 

meters, we used the trailer's portable, sectional dipole (“The Eddie”).  Outside we 

used a Kenwood TS-570 for 20 meters and inside a Kenwood TS-2000 for 40 

meters.  For the outside station we used portable tents, and the entire event was 

powered by the ARES generator. 

 

B oth days, even in the worst part of the rain, spirits were very high and everyone seemed to be en-

joying themselves.  The main point was really to have fun together and stir up some activity on 

HF.

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After a tough finish to the 2012 Georgia QSO Party, we are off to a great start on the 2013 Georgia QSO 
Party.  Well over 250 logs have been submitted and we still have a couple of weeks to go. 
   
Promotion of the 2013 party consisted of meeting announcements, a lot of emails to groups, and last 
year's contestants.  And we kept the website up-to-date on our plans.  A few days before the party 
started, we had reports of all 159 counties planned to be active.  That took a little work, but it seems to 
have paid off.  We have already had reports from all 159 counties. 
 
Myself, I went to Saint Simons Island with AD4S, ND4V, W3HZZ.  N4FD joined us for a while on Sunday 
and helped move the score noticeably.  We operated three K3’s at QRP power.  The killer antenna is a 
trap vertical at the edge of “Bloody Marsh” with radials laid out in the marsh.  We temporally added a 140 
ft. Doublet, a 2 element beam, and a 40/20 end fed.  There was a G5RV already in place.  So we were 
fairly well fixed for antennas.  We had no real problems with getting them set up.  One of the trees wasn’t 
quite as far away as we thought and we had to move it back about 30 feet.  Well, we found another tree a 
little further back.  The radio end of the End Fed, with coax attached, was hoisted up about 30 ft in a close 
tree and the far end fastened to a small tree in the very back.  The beam was centered between two trees 
and a big tree stump.  It was about 30 ft. up on a push up style mast and guyed to hold it there.  The rotor 
was the “arm strong” type.   We operated from inside the house; two stations in the dining area and a third 
in the existing shack. Operation was 2 CW stations and 1 SSB station.  I think we were all surprised at the 
ease of making contacts at 5 watts.  We were using networked N1MM for logging and it worked without 
problems after we got everything setup.  I think the setup is a little temperamental, but we overcame and 
conquered the obstacles.  You can view a few photos of our operation here: http://nogaqrp.org/
activities/2013-04-GQP/index.html . 

Logs started arriving almost instantly after the contest.  I’m using what will eventually be a log reading ro-
bot to download the logs from the emails and send an acknowledgement.  Most logs are Cabrillo, but not 
all.  I’ve got a crew together to help with the odd formats and paper logs.  Our scoring software by NE4S 
is working great.  We still have to touch a few logs to get them ready for the scorer, but we are much 
ahead of last years progress.  We hope to have the results by the end of May. 
 
We really appreciate all the effort and participation in the Georgia QSO Party.  Soapbox remarks and a 
few eyeball contacts have been really assuring that this is one of the best QSO Parties in the country.
