SunspotWatch.Com. This site is run by Tomas Hood, NW7US. He is the propagation editor for CQ magazine.

This site is run by W4HM, who
worked in space and terrestrial level weather forecasting for some private weather forecasting companies and federal
government agencies for 31 years before retiring from the business in 2004.

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Branches Added to Planted Tower

On Friday June 7th, one of our GARS members decided to put up a new
antenna. The tower was already in place and it had a "hazer" which is an
antenna platform which slides up and down the tower. Since the tower is
fastened to the house, the antenna can only be lowered to the roof. Not a
bad situation at Paul, WAKLY's home where the roof isn't at a great tilt. We
had practiced assembling and tested the antenna on the ground a few weeks
earlier.

Since the antenna is about 36 feet long, we decided to assemble it on the roof. First, the cross mast was mounted to the vertical
mast of the "Hazer", then elements for each side were installed. Then of course, it was time for lunch. After lunch we added the
wiring for the antenna controls and rotor control, and not to forget, the coax. We secured it all then cranked the "Hazer" back to
the top. Finally, we went inside to see if it was going to work, and sure nuf, it did.

This new directional antenna (beam or Yagi), a
StepperIR, tunes itself by extending and retracting
copper strips inside fiberglass tubes. So instead of
using an adjustable antenna matching network (we
often call them tuners) to compensate for frequency
changes and sometimes eating up energy in the
process, it actually changes it's elements physical
length.

Paul had done a lot of prior planning and it paid off
in a very efficient antenna installation. It didn't hurt
that he had some good help in the following hams:
Vaden (NN4K) - Larry (WB4FGF) - Mike (ND4V
and me (WA4ZXV).

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NOT ALL THIEVES ARE STUPID!!

A very interesting article. The electronic age has produced electronic criminals.

1. LONG TERM PARKING
A friend of a friend left his car in the long-term parking at the airport while traveling and someone
broke into the car. Using the information on the car's registration in the glove compartment, the thief
drove the car to the people's home in Pebble Beach and robbed it. So | guess if we are going to
leave the car in long-term parking, we should not leave the registration/insurance cards in it, nor your
remote garage door opener. This gives us something to think about with all our new electronic tech-
nology.

2. GPS
A police report states that someone had their car broken into while they were at a football game. The
car was parked in a designated parking lot adjacent to the football stadium and specially allotted to
football fans. Things stolen from the car included a gun, a garage door remote, and a GPS which had
been prominently mounted on the dashboard. When the victims got home, they found that their
house had been ransacked and just about everything worthwhile had been stolen. The thieves had
used the GPS to guide them to the house, then used the garage remote control to open the garage
door and gain entry to the house. The thieves knew the owners were at the football game, they knew
what time the game was scheduled to finish and so they knew how much time they had to clean out
the house. It would appear that they had brought a truck to empty the house of its contents.

Something to consider if you have a GPS - don't put your home address in it... Put a nearby address
(like a store or gas station) so you can still find your way home if you need to, but no one else would
know where you live if your GPS were stolen.

3. MOBILE PHONES
I never thought of this This lady has now changed her habit of how she lists her names on her
mobile phone after her handbag was stolen. The handbag contained her cell phone, credit card, wal-
let, etc. 20 minutes after the theft, she called her hubby from a pay phone telling him what had hap-
pened. The hubby said 'l received your text asking about our pin number and | replied a little while
ago." When they rushed down to the bank, the bank staff told them all the money was already with-
drawn. The thief had actually used the stolen cell phone to text 'hubby' in the contact list and got hold
of the pin number. Within 20 minutes he had withdrawn all the money from their bank account.

Moral of the lesson

a. Do not disclose the relationship between you and the people in your contact list. Avoid using
names like Home, Honey, Hubby, Sweetheart, Dad, Mom, etc....

b. And very importantly, when sensitive info is being asked through texts, CONFIRM by calling back.

c. Also, when you're being texted by friends or family to meet them somewhere, be sure to call back
to confirm that the message came from them. If you don't reach them, be very careful about going
places to meet ‘family and friends' who text you.
