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NTSD Primer

NATIONAL TRAFFIC SYSTEM—DIGITAL Provided by Norm Schklar—
WALZXV

NTSD consists of a group of fully automated store and forward bulletin board type systems known as Mail
Box Operations (MBO) or hubs operating on HF using high speed Pactor 3 protocols on a 24/7 basis mov-
ing formal message traffic. The goal of NTSD is to move that traffic via digital means to the closest point
of delivery at which point it is then removed from the automated system by operators known as Digital Re-
lay Stations (DRS). The DRS then take this traffic to the manual NTS system via the nets at region, sec-
tion, and local levels for any additional necessary relay and ultimate delivery.

There were a total of 11,088 pieces of message traffic handled by Eastern Area NTSD during June. This
was accomplishes by 7 automated MBO stations representing NTS areas 1, 2, 3, 4, and 8 and a total of 34
individual Digital Relay Stations reporting at regional, section, or local NTS levels. A similar level of
activity for June also existed in both the Central and Pacific Areas of NTSD.

Additional progress continues on the International/European NTS Digital initiative. Both Peter DLAFN in
Germany and Greg GODUB in the United Kingdom were appointed as NTS Digital Relay Stations.

Peter DL4FN has continued with his amateur to amateur message, handling a total of 1086 received and
sent during the month.

And despite my report that Jerry KD8CYK was leaving us, he has managed to continue his participation in
NTSD as a Michigan Digital Relay Station at a lower level during June with a total digital traffic count of
43. Jerry thanks for hanging in there.

Meeting Minutes
for July 9, 2013

The sun's peak of
solar activity this
year will likely
be the quietest
seen in at least
100 years, say
NASA scientists
who watch Earth's closest star daily.

Sunspot numbers are low, researchers said, even as
the sun reaches the peak of its 11-year activity cy-
cle. Also, radio waves that are known to indicate
high solar activity have been very subdued.

"It's likely to be the lowest solar maximum, as
measured by sunspot 'number,' in more than a cen-
tury," wrote Joe Gurman, a project scientist for
NASA's sun-observing mission Stereo, or Solar
TErrestrial RElations Observatory. The current sun
weather cycle is known as Solar Cycle 24.
