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JOTA 2014 Review

Jamboree On The Air (JOTA) is not a contest. It is an opportunity for scouts
throughout the world to talk to other scouts via amateur radio. It is also an
opportunity for hams to introduce amateur radio to young people and per-
haps involve them in a lifelong hobby. In that sense it is more rewarding
than having a high score in any contest.

GARS has participated in JOTA the third full weekend in October for many
years. Again this year we set up three stations (2 HF and 1 VHF/UHF) at
the VFW post in Lawrenceville on October 18" and invited boy scouts, girl scouts and other scouting
organizations to join us. 70 did and more than 30 of
them earned the radio merit badge as well as talked to
other JOTA stations around the world. One group made
contact with their troop at a local scout camp where

they spent the weekend and another talked to
scouts in the Netherlands.

The VFW is a great site for JOTA and they were

: very generous in allowing us to use their facility.
They also cooked our Iunch and invited us to come back whenever we need a place. | am happy to say
that several took an interest in the radios.

We can’t measure the success of the event by
the number of contacts we made or by the
number of hot dogs we served, but we can get
an idea of how well we did by the number of
scouts who talked to someone. We only had a
QSO with a dozen stations, but each station
had dozens of scouts who talked to our group
and when there were no scouts at our station
we talked to scouts at stations that had con-
tacted us. By that measure we were indeed
successful.

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Aluminum Overcast

If you tune in to the History Channel or the Military
Channel for more than a day you’re bound to see a
story involving the allied B17 raids over Germany.
This iconic plane was America’s premier bomber
during World War Il and one of them visited Brisco
Field from October 21* through the 26™. Built in
1945 this plane was restored to commemorate the
original “Aluminum Overcast” which was shot down
on its 34™ mission in 1944. More than 12,000 B17s
were manufactured and over 4700 were destroyed
during the war. The “Aluminum Overcast” is one of
only 13 such planes that are still air worthy.

Visitors were allowed to tour the aircraft and to see just how little space
there was. Many flew for one of the 20 minute flights and those | spoke
to said it was very loud and unlike any commercial flight. Of course it
wasn’t built for comfort and a ride helps you appreciate what those ser-
vice men went through.

It was loud when the engines were started and the oil cloud was
blinding. The brakes squealed constantly as the plane moved to
the runway. There was quite a contrast between this bomber and
the other planes that took off. It was slow compared to the jets
and not much faster than the small private planes but you could
sense its raw power and understand why this plane was so im-
portant to the war effort. What was hard to understand was how
men could fit in such tight spaces for hours at a time and endure
the hardships of those bombing raids.

The EAA hosted this visit and asked GARS to set up and operate
special event station W4LZU on Saturday and Sunday. We didn’t
operate from inside the plane but there was a non-operating CW
station at the radio operator’s seat. We set up a few yards away
from the spot where the plane was parked. More than 30 GARS
members attended and we proudly made 140 contacts and related
the story of the “Aluminum Overcast” to those we contacted. Con-
ditions were good and in spite of the DX contest that weekend
many hams answered our CQ. If you didn’t join us you I hope you
had a chance to see the plane as it flew over Gwinnett. It was
worth seeing.

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Moon-bounce Amateur Radio

On Saturday - 18 October 2014 the International Brotherhood of Radio Operators (IBRO) Club, in South-Western Ohio had a
field trip to visit a moon-bounce amateur radio station. The station was that of Mr. Gary Crabtree A.R.S. KB8RQ in Brook-
ville, Ohio.

On approach to the KB8RQ station the 2 meter array can be seen
from nearly a mile away. The array is comprised of 24 (twenty-four)
hand made 2 meter multi element antennas. Gary (KB8RQ) built all
of the antennas, as well as the rotating support(s) by hand. Gary's
moon-bounce [station] is ranked highly in the International Moon-
bounce community. His station has even been featured in QST
magazine in the 1990's. | was surprised to learn that the forward
gain of the 24 antenna array was just under 30 db. | would like to
study [more] on this to know how that works. Each of the twenty-
four antennas on the two meter array is high gain, having a mini-
mum of 10 elements, each. The diameter of the track for the trucks
is approximately 60 feet! Equally impressive is the 4 antenna array
set up for six meters for Moon-bounce communications. Also, the
six meter [antenna] is all hand made. Both arrays are engineering
masterpieces.

In the photos of the 2 meter array you will see that the "drive
mechanism" is made of two 1949 one ton truck frames & drive
trains. Of course, [minus] gasoline motors. In one photo you can see
the 1:1 high torque DC motor that Gary has fabricated to attach to
the differential of one of the truck drive trains, to "steer" the ar-

ray. All of this drive
system, and the eleva-
tion rotation systems
are coupled to a computer program which "tracks" the position of the moon,
automatically. Gary had a large part of the design and writing of the computer
program. IBRO is especially grateful to Gary Crabtree for having us over to visit
his most outstanding moon-bounce station.

Personally, it was the most amazing
antenna and Moon-bounce commu-
nications station | have ever seen.

Gary assured us that one doesn't need this
elaborate of a set up to effectively bounce
amateur radio signals off the moon. A
simpler set up of 2 multi element antennas
and a good set of directional and elevation
rotors can get the job accomplished. Mr.
Crabtree was very kind and "easy to talk
with" as one of the “good guys” and we
are very glad we got to experience a full
fledged Moon-bounce station.

What a pleasant adventure we had !

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Beginner’s Corner

When | began this column, | thought there were just so many columns I could write, but I keep
discovering items that might be of interest to new hams.

I recently received a Baofeng UV-5R as a birthday gift and have been recording my impressions
of it.

Programming the radio. | downloaded the CHIRP software from the link on the miklor.com site.

| have a detachable hard drive, and I loaded it there. Most of you will want to load it to your C:
Drive. | chose the Program Files Folder and created a folder for the Baofeng. When you open the
program after loading it, you will have to create a new file. Simply go to the File in the upper left
hand corner and click on New. The program will ask you what you want to name it. 1 named my
file “Lilburn” with a date after it. I live in Lilburn, and the date lets me know what date I created
it. If I find a new frequency, I will add it to my “Lilburn” file with a new date.

Now, if I go to another location, I can add frequencies from that area to my “Lilburn” file with a
new name and the current date, if desired. You can download any file you create into your radio,
and download another one later. This works for most HTSs.

The main files you need to worry about when entering frequencies are Frequency. Name, Tone
Mode, Tone, Duplex, and Offset. If I am loading the VHF National Calling Frequency, I click
on the Frequency field of whatever channel I select. | write the name in the Name Field. (I chose
Calling as the name.) | left all other fields blank.

Now, if | want to program the GARS Lawrenceville VHF repeater, | type 147.075 into the Fre-
quency field of the channel I selected. In the Name Field, | chose WAGR. In the Tone Mode field,
I selected Tone. Enter 82.5 into the Tone field. Check the Duplex field. It should be set to “+”, and
the Offset should be set to 0.6000 MHz. the program is intuitive, and will usually choose the cor-
rect offset and offset frequency, but you always want to check to ensure they are correct.

Well, this is a work of love. You can enter up to 128 different frequencies. This will be a time consuming operation. It
might good be a good idea to ask a fellow Baofeng owner if he or she will either clone their radio to yours or send you their
CHIRRP list.

When you get down to Channel 25, it seems like you can’t enter any more channels. Go to the top of the program window
and look for Memory Range. | set mine for 200, but it looks like this radio will handle more than that. It took me about an
hour and a half to manually enter all the frequencies I could find, both repeater and simplex frequencies. Now, to download
my file into the radio.

Here are some of the problems | encountered:

1. I thought my radio was frozen after W5RQR downloaded a file to my radio. There is a "Lock" button on the lower right
hand of the radio front. It was in the locked position. That may have been part of the problem. According to Phil, the radio
sometimes goes to the locked position, even if you don't want it to.

2. | have Windows Vista as my operating system. Phil helped me reconcile the Com ports. | was also able to reconcile the
Com ports for my old Kenwood HT, as well. Now I can program that HT on my Vista computer, too.

3. 1 had a bad cable that hooks my computer to the radio. The cable | had was a rip-off of the original Prolific cable. When
you order one, MAKE SURE you get a Prolific cable or one you know will work.
