Dacula Memorial Day Parade

In the pre parade meeting at Dacula’s city hall the County Marshal mentioned that this was the
21% annual parade. He was immediately corrected. This is the 22" year and the parade has really
grown. The first two years there were
only about 24 participants and the police
who controlled traffic were off duty offi-
cers who were paid by the parade.

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SOTA - Summits On The Alir

BEGINNER SUMMITS

I'd like to try a SOTA activation; can | start with an easy hill?

This month's column will cover some north Georgia summits which are
particularly suitable for tyro activators or for an experienced activator
who is looking for a relatively easy activation.

I make it a point to identify summits with restrooms; this is important if
you take your family along for the activation. (One ham's XYL sheltered
in a privy while he activated in sub-zero weather!)

W4G/HC-003, Stone Mountain

Stone Mountain is near Atlanta. If you don't want to walk up, you can ride
the tram to the top. Due to terrain, it is a great location for a mag-
netic loop or other tripod-based antenna. There is a tree in the acti-
vation zone, if you want to throw a wire into it, and you can always
bungee a mast to a fence.

This is a very reachable trailhead. There are paved roads all the way to the
trailhead. You can get there via MARTA or Uber, if you're deter-
mined.

There are lots of tourists on top, but with some care, you can pick a spot that is not too busy. If you can, take a partner. He/
she can answer questions from gawkers while you're on the air. Remember that you are an ambassador for SOTA, and
that you will provide the first impression of SOTA to many onlookers.

There are restrooms on the summit.

Technicians: You should have plenty of VHF activity, given the proximity to Atlanta. Remember that you cannot make con-
tacts via repeater for SOTA, but you can call up the repeater and ask hams to meet you on simplex for SOTA credit.

WA4G/HC-005, Springer Mountain

Springer Mountain is famous for being the start of the Appalachian Trail. While it would be a long walk from Amicalola
Falls State Park, there is a "back route" to the summit which is about a mile. Since it is on the Appalachian Trail, the
trail is well marked.

There is a privy in the camping area, just prior to the summit.

The road to the “back route” trailhead is dirt and some of it is bumpy. It is drivable in most weather in a passenger sedan.

WA4G/HC-036 Pine Mountain

This Pine Mountain is near Atlanta, with a modest hike. It is very close to 1-75, so it isn't hard to find. The trailhead is reach-
able via paved roads; the parking lot is gravel.

Its chief selling point is that it is convenient to Atlanta and that the summit isn't overrun with tourists, like Stone Mountain.
There are trees in the activation zone, so that makes "wire in a tree" antennas feasible.

Technicians: You should have plenty of VHF activity, given the proximity to Atlanta. Remember that you cannot make con-
tacts via repeater for SOTA, but you can call up the repeater and ask hams to meet you on simplex for SOTA credit.

WA4G/HC-043 Vineyard Mountain

Its chief selling point is that it is convenient to Atlanta and that the summit isn't overrun with tourists, like Stone Mountain.
There are trees in the activation zone, so that makes "wire in a tree™ antennas feasible.

The trailhead is accessible via paved roads. It is in a recreation area, so there should be restrooms somewhere nearby, but I've
never found them.

Technicians: You should have plenty of VHF activity, given the proximity to Atlanta. Remember that you cannot make con-
tacts via repeater for SOTA, but you can call up the repeater and ask hams to meet you on simplex for SOTA credit.

WA4G/NG-001 Brasstown Bald

Brasstown Bald is the highest point in Georgia. There is a visitor center on top and an observation deck. The parking lot is

reachable via paved road and there is a shuttle van from the lot to the summit.

There are restrooms on the summit and at the parking lot.

You could use an HT from the observation deck, but I wouldn't recommend trying HF from the deck. Someone is bound to

object to your antenna. There is a trail from the parking lot to the summit. 20 feet before this trail reaches the summit, there is
a small, grassy lawn to the right (as you ascend). You can guy a mast here, or throw a wire into the trees along the side of the
lawn.

There are lots of tourists on top. If you can, take a partner. He/she can answer questions from gawkers while you're on the air.
Remember that you are an ambassador for SOTA, and that you will provide the first impression of SOTA to many onlookers.

The shuttle and the center are run by a contractor (Cradle of Forestry). Its personnel were inquisitive when | was last there.
They wanted to be sure | was amateur and not commercial, but they weren't a problem. Please be nice to them so they'll be
nice to future hams.

WA4G/NG-020, Wildcat Mountain

Wildcat Mountain is one of the non-urban summits nearest to Atlanta. It is good for 8 points, and there's a nice view near the
summit. The trailhead is accessible via paved road.

With a modest drive and a modest hike, you can activate this one and get back to Atlanta is a half-day outing. The trail is
easy to follow, but parts are steep.

WA4G/NG-022, Black Mountain

Black Mountain is a modest drive from Dahlonega. The 'trail' is a gravel road that's easy to follow. There's a fire tower on
top, with a small grassy area that makes a good activation spot.

Do NOT believe Google Maps about the location of the trailnead. Google Maps mistakes a power line for a dirt road. For the
real trailhead, see my trail guide at the link for Black Mountain (above).

There is a privy at the trailhead.

Note that when the wind shifts, there's a loose antenna on the tower that moves. It creaks loudly. This can be startling if you
think you're the only person on the summit and then you hear a loud creak.

There's a good barbecue place in Dahlonega, for your post-activation meal.

WA4G/NG-027, Black Rock Mountain

Black Rock Mountain (sometimes spelled Blackrock Mountain) is north of Clayton, Georgia. It is Georgia's highest state
park. The trailhead is accessible via paved roads. The trail is steep, but it is less than a mile to the activation zone.

You can go all the way to the summit, but Tennessee Rock, shortly before the summit, is in the activation zone and it has a
nicer view.

The trail can be confusing. During peak tourist season, there is sometimes a park employee at the parking area, handing out
trail maps. Take one! Also, see my trail guide at the Black Rock Mountain link (above).

There are restrooms near the trailhead, but they're a bit far to walk.

Streaming Amateur Radio Programs - Part 2

Let’s continue where we left off last month. At that time, we mentioned the Amateur Radio Round Table and Ham Radio
Now.

Amateurlogic (www.amateurlogic.tv)

George Thomas, W5JDX, Tommy and Peter host a monthly program about Amateur Radio. They are doing their monthly pro-
gram live, usually on a Friday night around the middle of the month (live.amateurlogic.tv). It is fun to see the mistakes and
false starts they do when recording the program. All their programs are available to download to your computer, or you can
watch them on Youtube later.

They also have started a Ham College program directed at people who are looking to get their ham license. Check the URL
above.

Ham Nation (http://www.hamnationvideos.info/)

Has a number of well-known hosts including Bob Heil, K9EID, the founder of Heil Sound, and Gordon West, WB6NOA, au-
thor of the well known Amateur Radio licensing books. Well produced. You can watch it live on twit.tv Wednesday at 9 pm
ET. This is a weekly program. Ham Nation also comes out on Youtube (www.youtube.com) as early as the next day. Type in
“Ham Nation” in the search field and you will have access to all past episodes. They have a section of video shorts, reports on
propagation and contesting, as well as several other features. They have more than enough feature hosts, so they are now rotat-
ing. This makes each program different from the previous one.

Also, don’t forget the Ham Nation After Show Nets on HF and DSTAR if you have one or both of these capabilities. Don’t
have either? They announce a web site where you can listen to the DSTAR conversations. The 40 meter net is also on
www.hamnation40.net and on www.hamsoncams.com. It is fun to listen to the pile-ups. Occasionally I can break through the
pile-ups and actually talk to one or more of the net controllers. My goal is to talk with all the show hosts and net controllers. |
have [spoken with] three so far.

TX Factor

This is the latest entry into the Amateur Radio webcast lineup. This one is from the UK. It is the most professionally produced
program to date. It is also the newest. | used to live in England, and | wish I had my Ham Radio license while living there!
Some aspects of Amateur Radio are different in the UK, but most of what you see applies here, as well. Still, it is fun to see
Amateur Radio from “the other side of the pond”. You have access to all episodes at www.txfactor.co.uk. | wish they had
more than one program a month.

YouTube

Finally, there are a multitude of videos on Amateur Radio on YouTube in addition to the ones mentioned above. Some are ex-
cellent, and some not so good. If you search for “K7AGE” on YouTube, there are some excellent videos. Randy has a way of
making professional quality videos. His videos are short and they focus on one topic. That makes it easy to find a video on
subjects that interest you.

In short, the Internet has a wealth of information on Amateur Radio. It makes a great tool to broaden your Amateur Radio hori-
zons, whether you are a new ham or a seasoned operator. Good viewing!

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Historical Information

Why Our National Organization Is Called American Radio Relay League

Unless you have been asleep at the key (or microphone), you know that 2014 marked 100 years since
the founding of the American Radio Relay League. And you should also know the W1AW call sign used
by the ARRL was the call sign of Hiram Percy Maxim, one of the two ARRL founders. Percy was 45
years old at that time, and it’s quite interesting that the other founder, Clarence Tuska, was only 18. T’ll
write more about their relationship in a future article.

January 1914 marked the first meeting of the Radio Club of Hartford. Percy presided and at that
meeting David Moore was elected president and Clarence Tuska as secretary. There were 23 charter
members but the membership grew to 35 by the March meeting.

Around this same time, the “Audion” (vacuum tube), invented by Lee DeForest in 1905, was avail-
able to the public, although finding one to purchase was difficult. Percy had been trying to purchase an
Audion, and heard that an amateur in Spingfield, MA, about 25 miles due north of Hartford in Windsor
Locks, a small town on the Connecticut River, had one for sale. At that time Percy’s one-kilowatt station
had a possible range of about a hundred miles, but after several attempts he had no success reaching the
ham in Springfield. He remembered that at a recent meeting he had met a ham that lived in Windsor
Locks. The thought occurred to him that he could relay a message through Windsor Locks on to Spring-
field concerning the vacuum tube he needed. He knew that ships were using this method for getting mes-
sages to other ships and to shore locations, so why couldn’t amateur radio operators do the same? He even
came up with a possible name, “American Radio Relay League.”

Percy presented his idea at the next Radio Club of Hartford meeting and the club membership
voted unanimously to adopt the name and functions he presented. Percy and Clarence Tuska wrote letters
to every amateur radio operator they could identify sending them information regarding the formation of
the ARRL. Membership was free and there were no dues. Both Percy and Clarence contributed postage.
Response was overwhelming and by late June successful relays had been made from Hartford to Buffalo
and Boston to Denver. Nearly 200 stations had been established by August 1914 and coverage was in-
creased from Maine to Minnesota and from Seattle to Idaho. In September the league published the loca-
tions of 237 stations in thirty-two states and Canada. The following month they published a List of Ama-
teur Stations, which today we would recognize as the first Call Book.

Now you know why it’s called the American Radio Relay League.

PS: Interestingly enough, Bradley International Airport that serves both Hartford and Springfield, as did
the ham radio relay station, is also located in Windsor Locks. If you are ever in the Hartford area visiting
ARRL HQ in Newington, you might also want to visit the Vintage Radio & Communications Museum of
Connecticut at Windsor (next door to Windsor Locks) and the New England Air Museum on the grounds
of Bradley International Airport. Both are well worth the time.
